The Forest.
—Tho use of sawdust in mortar is 

recommended as superior to hair for 
the prevention of cracking and sub­
sequent peeling off of a rough cast­
ing under the action of storms and 
frost.

—It is stated that the sales of 
spruce gum in Maine aggregates 
each year over $40,000 ; collected 
partly by men who muko it a busi­
ness, bat largely by lumbermen. 
This is a “ timber product ” that we 
fancy has not figured extensively in 
the reports, but it has been mighty 
active in the mouths of the girls.

—A tree that was eight hundred 
feet in length, ninety-six in circum­
ference at the base, and sound to the 
very heart, was felled in California 
recently. Five men were , twenty- 
two days in doing the work. After 
it bad been completely severed by 
auger holes, it.still stood unmoved, 
and required blocks, pulleys, and 
tackling to bring its prond head te 
earth.

—A hollow tree in Sonth Cali­
fornia has been converted into a 
dwelling. Doors and windows have 
been put in* and floors built for four 
atorie*,.the entrance being made by 
means of a ladder. Outside the top­
most room is a small balcony, shad­
ed by the foliage of the tree. The 
occupant expects to get rich by hav­
ing no plumber bills to pay.

—The manrofacture of thread 
from wood for crochet and sewing 
purposes has, it it said, recently 
been com i-enced in Sweden. It ie 
wound in balls by machinery, either 
by hand or a team,, which with the 
labelling, takes one minute and 
twelve second*, and the balls are 
packed up in cardboard boxes, 
generally ten id a box.

—In New York there are 41 dif- 
fereat establishments devoted to 
the kindling wood trade alone. The 
largest ot these concerns is C. W. 
Alcott A Co.,, who have a capital of 
$800,000 invested in their business, 
and employ in the busy season from 
600 to 700 hands. They cut and 
prepare most of their wood in the 
forests of Virginia, employing In 
that department a force of from $00 
to 600 men. Last year they handled 
25,000 corda of wood. They are 
interested in seven vessels, and 
charter others in order to keep up 
the demand. Two steam engines of 
60 horse power each, drive the ma­
chinery that ie used tot sawing and 
splitting.

His wife, a delicate 
woman, went to the barn a short 
time after to call him to breakfast, 
and patting but her hands while 
groping around in the partial dark­
ness, she came in contact with the 
ghastly wound, her husband lying 
over against some bay where he had 
fallen. Life was thon extinct. 
Temporary insanity has existed in 
the family and a brother of deceased 
committed suicide by banging at 
Black Point some eight years ago. 
Deceased leaves a wife and six 
•mall children.
