Th rgcent offer of the industrial 
magnates 6f Germany to help the Gov­
ernment in regulating reparations is 
eloquent of cynical egotism, and be­
trays the fact that a.new estate has 
risen in that, distracted country that 
not only defies the Government, but 
aims at.taking the place of the van­
quished monarchy. Small wonder then 
that, with the exception of the indus­
trial press, the newspapers condemn 
the industrialists’ offer of help as an 
Impertinent-challenge to the authority 
of the Government, and an attempt io 
hypo theca :e tile count r\' in their own 
interests. The socialists, especially, 
•Gati> " refuse to have anything to do 
With"1 the proposition, - which, must in­
evitably lead to placing the middle 
Classes at the mercy of the Union of 
Industrialists. .

Germany, it is now said, is at the 
parting of the ways.. Either the work; 
men are going to gain the upper hand 
or the industrialists.. There is no 
loom- for the moderate-views of the 
middle classes. According to the in-

undertakings in Germany were put by 
them on the same financial footing, 
and run in the same manner as pri­
vate concerns, a large sum could be 
devoted to reparations purposes an­
nually. The main question) to be con­
sidered is what are Germany's assets? 
They are railways, postal service, 
state mines, ex-munition factories, 
estates and forests. But both the rail 
ways and t&e postal service have been, 
and still are, working at a huge loss 
since the war. And there is no chance

Dr. But­
ler’s viewpoint on the necessity for 
the preserving and strengthening of 
Anglo-American good relationships is 
a remarkable contribution to the un­
derstanding of American history in 
Great Britain. The learned professor 
has spoken a timely word In. season 
for that modern and practical develop- 
jment of co-operation of which the pos­
sibilities are so abundantly "shown. 
The advice he has offered is welcom­
ed as a further demonstration of the 
great and solid tendency of events 

I to bring these two-great English-speak­
ing peoples into face-to-face' contact 
with the same kind of problems;—to 
learn by each other’s experience*., .to 
Share each other's mistakes and suc­
cesses; and to build ïh their several 
ways upon the same kind of founda­
tion. the same kind of enduring super­
structure.

The 
only result of the industrialists’ offer 
has been to stiffen the necks of the 
socialists who. after all, hold the poli­
tical balance in Germany.

ANGLO-AMERICAN RELATIONS.

The name of Dr. Nicholas Murray 
Butler is certainly one of the most 
distinguished in the educational world 
of two hemispheres, so that when he 
gives utterance to a considered opinion 
on world topics it is well ‘to give at­
tention to the logical deductions he so 
lucidly* presents. He has just raised 
some aspects of that many-sided and 
substantial thing—'the friendship of 
the United States with Great Britain.

"Tt need scarcely be said, points out 
th* Montreal Gazette, that the new 
phase of strength and growth in the 
good relations of the two peoples is 
very much welcomed on both sides 
of the Atlantic, and the thought be­
comes ever more and more compelling, 
how essential it* is that something 
more durable than sentiment should 
materialize to formulate that lasting 
good will that both Great Britain and 
the United StalSk should strive to the 
utmost towards maintaining. The 
thesis of Dr. Nicholas Butler was that 
the changes of a generation had 
brought about a striking similarity be­
tween British agd United States prob­
lems of polities and economics and in 
the attitude of the two nations to­
wards these problems. Even twenty 
years ago, he declared, there was prac­
tically no likeness between current 
political discussions In the two coun­
tries. Now, however, it had come to 
be recognized that there was hardly 
any important national problem left in 
the world which fyad not Its internat­
ional relation and aspect. It was evi­
dent to-day how every public ques 
tlon was linked with economic in­
terests and relationships and that un­
derlying everything was "the great 
fundamental problem of production 
and exchange," the central matter tor 
every great rational civilization of the

But if it is true that less 
than half of their working population 
has sound vision, it is obvious that we 
are just awakening to a serious mal­
adjustment of the human animal and 
his recently developed industrial en­
vironment.

We do not know how badly we are 
straining our bodily machinery until 
we stop to find out; but it seems rea­
sonable to suppose that the eye, which 
was evolved to perform work of quite 
another sort, could scarcely function 
well under the developments of arti­
ficial light, the movies, the great in­
crease in reading, the appearance of 
delicate mechanical operations which 
must be performed in badly-lit shops. 
We have apparently been overworking 
’this tremendously precious tool; and 
we shall have to expend new care in 
its preservation and* use.

Ottawa, June 27.—In the process 

of clearing up outstandlug legisla­
tion, the House yesterday gave third 
reading to fourteen bills Major op­
position was met on a hill respecting 
bounties on copper bars, a measure 
tor bounties on the manufacture of 
hemp, a bill empowering the Govern­
ment to prohibit the export of pulp- 
wood, and a bill amending the spe­
cial war revenue act, with special 
reference to ;the sales tax.

Amendments to the first were 
moved by members opposed to the 
bounty system. The amendments 
were rejected and the bills read » 
third time without alteration.

U. G. Power, Liberal, Quebec 
South, moved for a six months’ liolst 
on the third reading of the bill pro­
hibiting export of pulpwood. The 
amendment was lost.

On the third reading of the C. N. 
R. "Branch’Lines" bill. Hon. Arthur 
Meighen moved to amend It to re­
quire both money and guarantees to 
be voted annually. Amendment lost.

A bill to amend the Dominion 
Lands Act was given third reading.

The War Revenue Act vas given 
third reading after a debate which 
lasted till nearly one o'clock tb4s 
morning In ilie course of the de­
bate the Conservative lender criti­
cized the suplementary estimates 
tabled during the day

In the Senate the Bank Act was 
given a third reading. An amend­
ment to the effect that the charters 
should be renewed tor one war only 
and another to p/e vent' the Weyburn 
Security Bank from conducting hail 
insurance agency were defeat- d.

The Chinese immigration act was 
given third reading.

The Pulpwood Export.
Ottawa, June 26.—By a vote of 96 

to 57, the House to-day defeated an 
amendment to give the six months’ 
hoist to the Government empowering 
the GokVernor-in-Council to prohibit 
the export of pulpwood, and subse­
quently the bill received ifs third 
reading.

The amendment, moved by Major 
Power of Quebec South, came from 
the Liberal ranks but it received only 
seven Liberal votes, including that ofj 
the movers.

A. R. McMaster, Brome, opposed! 
the bill aa being "not consistent with) 
the principles which we would have 
supposed animated a party calling it­
self Liberal."

‘The Prime Minister has said that

I have erected a little altar of* my 
own," continued Mr. McMaster. “That 
may be so, but I can Inform him that 
the fires of thief altar are at least not 
fed with fuel from the splinters of a 
broken platform."

The" United States had no duty 
against the export of pulpwood or 
anything else from the country. If 
Canada restricted or prohibited ex­
ports she would simply be Inviting 
reprisals. What would be the situa­
tion, asked Mr. McMaster, if the 
United States chose to prohibit the 
export of hardwood which was, used 
by Canadian manufacturers of furni­
ture, or of cotton, which was the raw 
material for Canadian cotton mills. 
What would be the situation if the 
United States Government put an em­
bargo on the export of anthracite

The whole of central Canada was 
warmed by anthracite coal from the 
United States, and the people living 
in this section would view with great 
alarm anything which would result in 
a stoppage of the supply.

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Senator Regrets
British Attitude

On Investments ________ \_________

London, June 27.—-Resentment at 
the campaign which he found was 
being carried ou in London against 
Canada as a field for British invest­
ment, was expressed by Senator 
ISmeatou White, of Montreal, in an in­
terview in the Financial-Times to-day. 
The senator explained that he had 
just returned from visiting Germany, 
Holland » Czecho-Slovakia, Austria, 
Hungary, Switzerland, Belgium and 
France, in company with E. W. Beatty, 
jpresident of the Canadian Pacific 
Railway; Sir George McLaren Brown, 
C. P. R. European representative, and 
F. E. Meredith, K. C., and said he had 
jgeeu impressed with the reconstruc­
tive progress made by every country 
they had visited except Gennany. 
Ports like Antwerp and Hamburg, 
however, were affected by the Ruhr 
situation, and would suffer until it 
was corrected. Canada’s need was 
for men and money.

"I was grieved and disappointed," 
the Senator went on, "at the atti­
tude of certain financial Interests In 
London to investment in Canadin se­
curities, owing to the Governments 
acquirement of the2<irand-Trunk Rail­
way. I would point out that my news­
paper, The Montreal Gazette, consist­
ently opposed, in its early stages, 
acquisition of the railroad, believing a 
policy of government ownership wotfld 
be neither proper nor satisfactory, and 
former directors of the Grand Tvuhk 
Pacific should* certainly have no quar­
rel with The Gazette in its support of 
their position at that time.

"When the vote in Parliament con­
summating the contract between the 
Government and the shareholders was 
being taken, although I had been a 
strong party man, supporting the «Con­
servatives. I and five other colleagues 
in the Senate held such strong views 
against the Government acquisition of 
the road, that we found it necessary 
to vote against the Government and 
our party on the proposition. It can 
hardly be said, therefore, that my 
views were biased against the share­
holders of the company, but I consider 
that the campaign which is evidently 
being carried on by certain interests 
here, resulting in an unfriendly feel­
ing toward Çanadfùn securities, is 
entirely unwarranted and unjustified. 
Various stages in the negotiations be­
tween the directors and the Govern­
ment were public property, and the 
Canadian Government has not en­
deavored in any way to shirk the 
obligations assumed under those nego­
tiations.

"Of course there is always a large 
amount of American capital available 
for investment in Canada, nd as the 
natural resources and possibilities of 
the country are enormous It would be 
a matter of great regret both to Can­
adian, and ultimately, also to British 
investors, if this American capital 
were allowed to develop these re­
sources to its own advantage. Natur­
ally, as always when there Is a strik­
ing development In any particular 
direction, stock will be offered on 
London riiarkets by men whose repu- 
tatiqn and standing in Canada would 
not warrant Investment in their enter­
prises. It Is hoped that the British 
Investor, if he does get over his pres­
ent attitude to Canadian securitiès, 
will secure good advice in the selec­
tion of securities in which to invest1
