action betrays he is suspected. His eyes 
rggfo from one side to another as he 
walks, as if he suspected a bootjack to 
come from some unknown quarter. But 
when election times come round, and 
party feeling blinds society to its res­
pectability, he receives the sanction of 
toleration and starts on his pernicious 
career, breathing slanders with a breath 
that corrodes the warmest friendship.—

His weight is always on the side of dis­
turbance, his influence palling with dis­
order.

Death of Da. Jack, Ex-President of 
the University.—Dr. William Drydon 
Jack died at five o’clock, p. m. on the 
23rd ult. at Fredericton. He was exact­
ly 67 years of age, having been born in 
Tinvvald, Dumfriesshire, Scotland, Nov. 
23rd, 1819. He came here in 1840 as pro­
fessor of mathematics aud natural philo­
sophy. He was appointed president of 
the University in 1861, a position which 
he held till last year, when he retired on 
an annual allowance of $1,000. He had 
only been seriously ill for a few days.— 
Congestion of the lungs was the imme­
diate cause of his death. On his way 
out from England in April he met with 
an accident, from the effect of which he 
has suffered ever since. His second 
wife, and three children by his first mar­
riage, and five children by his second, 
survive him. The doctor’s death causes 
very general regret. Many were not 
aware of bis illness until they heard the 
sad news of his demise.

There 
is plenty of work here for that officer 
and the people living here should have a 
local officer, Whoeverhas the Dominion 
patronage ought, If he wishes to benefit 
by the act, appoint a man at once, and 
our hearty good wishes and support will 
go with him. It is worth 50 votes to the 
Govt, candidate if this tcere done.

Persons boring for natural gas at 
Omaha, Neb., struck a vein of bituminous 
coal seven feet thick, at a depth of Oil 
feet.

It is supposed the authors of the 
robbery are the gang of thieves implicat­
ed in the recent thefts of the English 
mail.

The last x>æaii steamship sailed from 
Montreal on Thursday. For the past 
three years tlie last ocean vessel left oil 
November 20th. The buoys down the 
river will now be taken up: The num­
ber of sea-going vessels that arrived in 
Montreal from the opening to the closing 
of navigation is as follows :—541 steam­
ships and 171 sailing vessels, making a 
total of 702 vessels. In 1885 the num­
ber of steamships was 441, sailing vessels 
188, making the total number of vessels 
62D.

The death of Ralph Newman, a prom­
ising young business man of Armstrong, 
Missouri, a few days since, arose from 
ulceration of the pit of the stomach. He 
had incautiously swallowed some days 
ago a raw bean, which gradually sprout­
ed and produced, inflammation. Six of 
the best physicians in tlie neighborhood 
were called in during iis sickness, but 
were unable to diagnose his case, and the 
cause pf his death was only discovered 
by a posi-moi-tcm examination.

Quebec, Nov. 25.—During the high 
wind of yesterday the I itercolonial rail­
way woodshed at Had low was blown 
down, and the debris piled upon the track. 
A train had left Chaudière and was 
coming down the steep grade with no 
means of letting them know the danger. 
Philip Roberge, a messenger, was started 
out with a red flag, and fortunately reach­
ed a sufficient distance to flag and stop 
the train. Roberge is one of the fast 
runnels of the Levis snow shoe club, and 
it is to his fleetness of foot that a probable 
fearful loss of life and property was avert­
ed.—Herald.

The Department of Agriculture had 
sent circulars to all tlie Canadian ex­
hibitors at the late Colonial and Indian 
Exhibition, requesting them- to let the 
exhibits remain in London pending the 
erection of a permanent exhibition build­
ing. Replies have been received front 
many, expressing their acquicsence. 
Should the establishment of a “ Colonial 
aud Indian Exhibition” in London not 
come about, the goods of many exhibitors 
will be sent to Adelaide, Australia, for 
the exhibition to be held there next year, 
and for i^icli already large preparations 
are being made.

The Goddess of Liberty on Bedloe’s 
Island, whose torch is now lighted 
promptly at sundown each evening, came 
very near being seriously injured last 
Monday evening. Soon after the carbons 
bad been adjusted one of the men had 
occasion to visit the torch. What was 
his surprise to find the curtain which 
covers the lenses during the day in flames. 
The cloth was still burning and a portion 
of it had dropped to the bottom of the 
torch, but fortunately caught there. Had 
it dropped to the light woodwork of the 
stair below there would have been a big 
bonfire inside the statue and serious 
damage would have resulted. *

Statistics just published by the Rus­
sian government give some interesting 
facts about Siberia as a penal colony. 
The number of convicts and political ex­
iles sent to Sibera from 1754 to 1884 
numbered nearly one million meu aud 
women. Fifty thousand were sent out 
between 1863 and 1873*jrbile the num­
ber sent out during flm present reign 
reaches 146,380. The number of escapes 
during the past twenty yeais has amount­
ed to 24 per cent. Women form one-- 
fifth of the total nuiubsr of exiles. As 
most of them are over 40 years of age, 
veiy few of them marry, and to make 
matters worse, Marriage is prohibited for 
the first five years of exile. Two-thirds 
of the crimes in Siberia arc committed by 
the exiles, and because of this, of tlieu- 
misery, and of the numerous escapes, the 
Russian government is seriously consider­
ing tlie advisability of abolishing the 
present system of Siberian deportation.

Sad Case of Insanity.—Says the Tele­
graph of Wednesday, Mr. and Mrs. Beal, 

f P. E. Island, boarded the train for St. 
John yesterday at Painsec Junction with 
their daughter, a girl of 17 years, who lira 
lqst her reason. The circumstances of 
the case are very sad. Last summer the 
brother of Miss Beal, was suspected of 
being one of the two young men who 
wantonly shot a youth, while driving 
along one of the highways in the Island. 
The officers ofTTie law followed young 
Beal to his liyine and there arrested him 
in the presence of his sister. The gill 
was so stunned by the arrest and trial of 
lier brother that from that time to the 
present day she has been out of her mind. 
Finding that she could not lie cured on 
the Island her paren^resolved to take 
her to eminent prac^tqmeis in Boston, 
and for that purpose proceeded there last 
evening bv tlie western train. The in­
cessant babble of the afflicted young gift 
on the station platform was very painful 
to hear. She and her parents, along with 
an attendant, were in the smoking apart- 
ment of the parlor car during the run ta 
the city. Her brother, who was accused 
of the crime, was tried and acquitted.
