Quick Work.—The boy Robert Nichols^ 
was killed on Saturday afternoon at about 
3.15. The coroner had seen the remains, 
empanelled a jury of seven, the jury had 
been sworn, had viewed the body, further 
proceedings had been adjourned until 4.30, 
and the unfortunate lad’s remains were 
placed in the city market by 4.15, the inquest 
met at 4.30, four witnesses were examined, 
and a verdict of accidental death was re­
turned at 5.45. Would it not havebden very 
much better to have held no inquest at all 
and saved the County the expense, con­
sidering the facts of the case being so simple, 
and no blame attaching to any one, than to 
display such almost indecent haste ? It is 
true that some indignation was expressed by 
those first at the scene of the sad accident, 
but on learning the facts all deplored the 
sad position in which Mr. Allen was placed 
by the sorrowful occurence. Mr. Allen is a 
first cousin to the boy’s mother, and there­
fore a second cousin to the lad himself. It 
would seem very much like holding 
inquest for the inquest’s sake alone.

COMMITTED FOR TRIAL. 

conclusion of the preliminary examination
IN THE BIGAMY CASE. ,

The witness from the United States, pend­
ing whose arrival the preliminary investiga­
tion into the charge of bigamy preferred 
against Arthur W. Oliver was postponed, 
arrived Tuesday afternoon by train, and 
the case was at once proceeded with in the 
Police Court before Police Magistrate Marsh. 
The witness was Mary A. Damon, of Lynn, 
Mass., who was sworn and said : I ain a 
married woman; my husband is living. I 
have lived in Lynn 25 years last April. I am 
acquainted with Arthur W. Oliver. The 
prisoner is the man. He is the Arthur W. 
Oliver that lived in 'tny house in Lynn, No. 
22 Jackson street. He hired the house from 
me; he had a wife and three children ; he 
moved in the house in April in the year 1876, 
and moved out in September, 1876. His wife 
and three children lived in the house with 
him. I have seen them there together. His 
wife went by the name of Selina. After 
thêjüeft our house they moved into a house 
that Oliver bnilt himself on Old Chatham 
Street in Lynn. I cannot say exactly how 
long they lived there, but I think it was 
about two years. He lived there until he 
left on the 29th April, 1878. Oliver left and 
his wife remained in this house for a few 
days. She then moved into the house she

lives in now—in a house in a litttle court off 
Jackson street. I do not know the man who 
owns the house she lives in. One of the 
children is dead; the other two are now liv­
ing in the bouse with her. The little boy 
Earnest, I should think, is between 14 and 
16 years of age. Helen is in her 7th year. 
The other one would have been about 6 on 
the 28th of this month, if she had lived. She 
was 2 years, 11 months and 11 days old when 
she died. That was the age I think on her 
coffin. f

Cross examined by Mr. Blair—My hus­
band’s name is Frank* Damon; he was a 
shoe maker when he was able to work. He 
was-scalded while in the army, and has not 
worked much since. *He assists me and 
keeps my books in the machine shop. . I 
carry on the business of stitching women’s, 
shoe uppers. I saw Mrs. Oliver at my house 
yesterday, and I started" 28 minutes past
7 last evening. I had no thought of coming 
down here until Mrs. Oliver saw me -at 3 
o’clock. It does not take me long to get 
ready, but when I find I have got to do any­
thing I do it quick ; if I feel I have a duty to 
de I do it. I was not influenced by a desire 
to do a favor to Mrs. Oliver. It was not 
Mrs. Oliver who asked me to come; it was 
another person who accompanied her, Mrs. 
Hamm. I cannot tell anything about her 
(Mrs. Hamm) further than that she is a 
neighbor of mine and has a sister here. 
Nothing but a sense of duty brought hie 
here, and to save a young girl who had 
foolishly got herself into trouble. I never 
saw Miss Barker ; I am no connexion of 
hers. I have too often heard of a man 
marrying two wives in my own country.
I possibly could find ample field for the 
exercise of this sense of duty in my own 
country, and if I did I should endeavor to 
attend to it as promptly as this. I spoke of 
Oliver as “ Arthur Oliver;” I have seen his 
papers and his name signed thereto as

Arthur W. Oliver.’1 I have seen bills 
against persons for whom he worked as a car­
penter in his handwriting. His bills do not go 
through my hands, and I never saw him write. 
His children were down with diphtheria, and 
in the exercise of that sense of duty you 
speak of, I went up to assist them. It was,
I think, in June, 1876. Some bills and 
papers were lying on his table. I took 
them up and asked what I should do with 
them. I then noticed the “W.” in his name. 
They were for carpenter’s work,and I noticed 
the, name “Arthur W. Oliver.” Did not 
notice if they were against him or in his 
favor.

Re-examined by Mr. Wetmore—Whether 
his name is “Arthur W. Oliver,” or “Arthur 
Oliver,” the prisoner is the man who lived in 
my house.

The proceedings and complaint were then 
read over to Oliver, and he was Risked if he 
had anything to say. He replied :

“I have nothing."
The Magistrate then committed him for 

trial at the next sitting of the County Court. 
Mr. Blair is to apply to a judge for bail for 
Oliver,' pending the* trial in the County 
Court.

CHRISTMAS CHEER AT MARYSVILLE.

Christmas commemorates a .gift. It is 
therefore fitting that it should be a day of 
giving, and in proportion As we widen the 
circle of out generosity^ the nearer we ap­
proach the full significance of the event 
which this festi val^elebr%tes. Our ancestors 
realized tbisV'On Christmas Day the doors 
of the baronial halls were open alike to the 
rich and the poor, the cherished member of 
the family circle, and the friendless stranger. 
The invitation which was given from the 
Methodist pulpit last Sunday and the Sunday 
previous breathed the true Christmas spirit. 
It announced that a festival would be given 
to the children in the public hall, and to it
all were invited, irrespective of creed or 
color. Ever since the present proprietor 
resided at Marysville, Christmas Day has 
been well observed there, and perhaps the 
turkey and the material for the plum pudding 
which found their way from one full larder 
into every home in the village on Christmas 
Eve, contributed not a little to the appreci­
ation of the day. For some years the child­
ren have had their Christmas tree, and on 
the last two or three occasions a bountiful 
supper has been provided. It will be readily 
understood, therefore, the invitation to be 
present at the Hall on Monday evening, at 
6 o’ clock, was very generally accepted. The 
sight which the room presented to one enter­
ing is not easily forgotten. Four long tables, 
at which were seated some three hun­
dred persons, mostly children. Two 
tall Christmas trees, laden with dolls, 
toys and gifts of greater value, with 
bags of candy innumerable ; these with 
the happy, smiling faces of the fathers and 
mothers, made up a picture worth a journey 
of miles to see. And there was a present for 
every one ; for in addition to what the trees 
bore, there were over three hundred volumes 
of choice books, so that each carried away 
some memento of the day. The evening’s 
ceremonies were very simple. A little song 
by the children, a short address by Rev. Mr. 
Brewer, and then the children had supper. 
This over, the distribution of gifts began. 
Probably some of the most unpretending 
gifts were the most valuable ; as in a modest 
bunch of envelopes, which hung suspended 
from a branch, fourteen hundred dollart were 
enclosed. Two things would not fail to im­
press a visitor : one the orderly conduct of 
the children, the other the largeness of heart 
shown in the whole festival. The lines of the 
young people of Marysville have fallen in 
pleasant places. All that a generous heart 
could plan and willing hands perform waft 
done for them, and if the bright faces which 
passed out of the door when the distribution 
was over were any indication oft he happiness 
the children felt, the time, the labor and the 
money were weU bestowed. About 8 o’ clock 
the older people sat down to supper, and 
although some five hundred people, old and 
young, had been fed, the store of good things 
was far from exhausted. Altogether it was 
a happy gathering, a festival long to be re­
membered. - It is with a feeling of pride that 
we claim for a village in York County the 
proud distinction of celebrating Christmas in 
the most catholic spirit, and the most in ac­
cordance with the sublime sentiments which 
cluster around the day, of any town, village 
or hamlet in the Dominion. May its example 
be followed.
