How aund When to Water Horses.d

If the owners of horses would bear in
mind the fact that the stomach of a
horse will contain only from twelve to
sixteen quaris, and that, therefore, a
pailful of water will fill the stomach of
an ordinary animal, much colic and in-
digestion would be avoided.

The giving of water is not less import-
ant than feeding. During a journey,
and especially in hot weather, the team
should be allowed to drink at every
opportun:ty if they will. But at no time
should they be allowed to till themsel 'cs
with water, Four quarts is enough at
any time, unless a long distance has been
driven.
