death of Walfe; whose victary gave the
North American continent the Anglo
Saxon, race and. gave.(anada pgssession
of the greater part o fthe continent. He
cnthusjastically endorsed the interview
given by F..C. Wade, on Sept. 13, ‘n
which he pointed out that for 150 years,
Cansgla has uterly meglected the grave
of Wolfe,, at Greenwish, and endorsed
Mr. Wade’s suggestion that the Cana-
dian clunbg now .in confercnce at Mont-
real, should call on all Canadian clubs
in Canada and all chapters of daughters
of the Bmpire to join in raising funds
for the erection of ‘a gzrrat Canadian
menument fo Wolfe at St.. Alfege
church, Greenwich,

Wew ‘York, Sept. 16.—The will - of
the late Edward H. Harriman was
offered for. probate this afternoon at
Goshen, N.Y. A sentence of forty-
six words _marks the transfer of one
of the largest private fortunes of the
age and makes Mrs. Mary W. Harri-
man the tichest woman in the world.

The financier ' left everything to his
wife, “her name being the only one
mentioned in the short document of
three sentences: Stripped-. -ef the
legal phraseology, here is:the will
made under date of June 8, 1903:

“I give, devise and bequeath all
my property, real and personal, of
every kind and nature, to my wife,
Mary W. Harriman, to be hers abso-
lutely and for ever, and, I do hereby
nomjpate and appoint the said Mary
W...Harrimah to be the executrix
of thig_ will.” e :

It was in every way such a will
as ‘might have been made by a poor
man, who wished to leave his small
effeets - to his wife. Thousands of
sueh: wills are’filed every year in the
New York courts, but they. are the
wills of peor men.. . This is the first
time im history when such a  large
fortune passed so simply into other
hands.
