WINTER WHEAT AND STOCK.

The adaptability of the Edmonton
district for winter wheat growing is
evidenced by the condition of this crop
throughout the country at the present
time. It is in appearance the most
promising of any crop and will yield
a good profit to the farmer who has
been wise enough to put in a consid-‘
erable acreage.

There is an instance near Fort
Saskatchewan of a farmer who sowed
his winter wheat in July of last year.
After the grain had-grown so as to
cover the ground, he turned his dairy
cows into it, and pastured them on
the wheat until the winter. The re~
sult was that the yiéld of milk from
the cows ‘was greatly increased, and
the wheat crop was benefited.
