by His Excellency thfe Governor for 
the purpose of forming • a Newfound­
land Regiment, met at the G.L.B. Ar­
moury last flight., t

Hon. John" R. 'Bennett referred to 
the object of the, nyeeting, which was 
to make arrangements for the re­
cruiting of 500 nlen fdr overseas ser­
vice, and a similar number for Home 
Defence. His Excellency had already
expressed his readiness to assist the 

committee in the furtherance of this- 
object. He therefore moved that His
Excellency be elected a member of 
the committee, this was seconded 
bv Mr. W. J. Ellis and unanimously 
carried. On motion of Hon. M. G. 
Winter, seconded by Majbr Hutchings 
His Excellency .was appointed Chair­
man. Hon. John Harris then mov­
ed that Sir Joseph Outerbridge be 
Vice-Chairman, which motion was 
seconded by Mr. F. J. Morris, KlC., 
and carried. On motion of Lt.-Col. 
Rendell, seconded by Captain McKay, 
Dr." V. P. Burke was elected Secre­
tary’.

A letter was read from Hon. Geo. 
Knowling regretting his inability to" 
beipresent. and assuring the commit­
tee of his desire to aid in forwarding1 
the movement.

Sir Joseph Outerbridge addressed 
the gathering and emphasized the 
necessity of unity, and urged all pre­
sent to stand shoulder to shoulder in 
support of the Empire. He feared 
that wc do not fully Realize" what the 
present position means to us, and 
drew an eloquent picture of what 
might have been had a German cruis­
er occupied the’placè of the Lancaster 
last week.

Upon the arrival of His Excellency 
the National Anthem and Rule Brit- 
tania was sung, and at the request of 

*Hon. John», Hârvey, three hearty 
cheers’were given. His Excellency 
then took the chair, and in thanking 
those presêht for the loyal reception 
accorded him, said that his services 
were now as always, wholly at the 
disposal of the’Colony. Be said that' 
the first duties of the commtitee were 
to enlist, equip and despatch a regi­
ment of 569 men for service abroad. 
In order to do this it was necessary 
to first appoint a sub-committee to 
draft a Proclamation whereupon the 
following gentlemen were nominated 
and appointed: Hons. John Bennett. 
Edgar Bowring; John Harris, John 
Harvey, M. P. Cashin; Mr. W. J. El­
lis and Dr. Burke, Secretary. The 
following Committees were appoint­
ed:—

Proclamation Committee—As above 
with Hon. J. R. Bennett, convener.

Recruiting Committee — Major 
Franklin, convener; Major Hutch­
ings, Major Carty and Capt. Mont­
gomery, who would communicate 
with dutport brigade officers and 
magistrates.
