basis whatsoever, its effect has been
entirely destructive. The Bolshevists
have proceeded contrary to all known
laws of -evolution and development,
for they have severed the soul from
the body of true life, national life,
and discarding the greater; the eter-
nal, the spiritual, they have magni-
fled and glorified materialism:—the
body, mere matter, the temporal, the
earthy. Their programme is merely
a particular applicotion of the ma-
terialistic conception of life, erected
as a dogma, and proclaimed as the
fundamental principle of all human
society. -Of course tiys is by no
means a new thought. Socialism in
any form, except what might. be called
“Christian Socialism;,” has the same
fundamental idea, but between So#-
ialism and Bolshevism there is this
difference, namely, the latter alvo-
cates and carries oy its thought in
immediate and bloody revolution. The
Bocialist talks; the Anarchist kills
the “Archi” the King or ruler; the
Bolshevist kills all and sundry who do
not come within the bounds of his
ideal state. It is a law of activm,
and as such, is unfitted by its very
nature to be the comstructive gen-
iug of a new order of things, for ac-
tion without thought is ever destruc-
tive. Ome of the most striking
characteristic of Bolshevism is ils
pronounced; hatred of Religion, most
particularly™ of Christianity. The
Bolshevist regards even the nominal
Christian as being not only different
in thought, but as being an enemy
to be persecuted and wiped out of
existence.  His attitude is caused by
the fact that the Christian Religion
emphasizes the eternal, the spiritual.
The Christian ‘believes in the law of
evolution, in working and waiting,
for—the highest good. He speaks of
“A land that is fairer than day,”
which “By faith,” he can see afar.
The Bolshevist is impatient to realige
his ideal kingdom. He wants it now,
He must have it now, and he fights,
thinking that by bloodshed he brings it
about. No act is ‘wrong which helps
to the immediate realization of the
earthy paradise, where Religion, and
Capitalist domination is no . more,
where every man i§ poor or profess-
1y 80, and is equal. - He practically de-
nies the lpmmll. Tove is & weak-

ness, whether it be love of country;
love bt men, love of wife or husband;
or of children; or in any sense.
There are only two conditions and
-sets of relation in the world. “Rich
and Poor.,” The former is-an evil to
exterminated, the later is to be ex-
alted. He does not believe in justice
or truth or in any virtue; as such to
him justice is the law of the strong-
est, jungle law, the right of the big
fish to swallow the little fish. The
Capitalist used to have that right,
now Labour has it. The strife of the
classes must be as implacable as the
struggle between the beasts of the
fleld, it is a struggle until one of the
contéstants is. destroyed. - The Bol-
shevist must {estroy the rich man.
Other charactetistics are, (a) The
Bolshevists’ contempt of intellectual
callings. To him manual labour Lolds
the privileged position; the Brick-
layer, the hod-carrier; the miner, any
worker is far better treated than the
teacher, the clergy, the lawyer, the
doctor. Among the Bolsheviks, the
worth of & man is estimated solély
in terms of the material force that hg
represents. Only bodily work is true
work. Mental work is menial. (b)
Another consequence cf the material-

istic conception of society is the Bol-'

shevist treatment of the family. Bince
there is no spiritual bond between the
sexes, there can be no constant re-
lation.
wife or children. I¢ may leave them
at any time and go to another. Mén
and women can change their partners
at any time, and as often as they wish.

THE BOLSHEVIST IDEAL.

In short, the featurc most charace
teristic of Bolshevism is to be found
in the practical method it adopts for
the realization of its ideal state. The
armed conflict of classes, war to the
death against all those who possess,
except those who are stromg enough
to resist the oppressor and to plun-
der others. The consequences Aare
appalling. To believe that the best
interests of society are secured by
civil war, by the armed conflict of
classes, by thé poor and illiterate
taking. up the sword against the rick’
and the intellectual, is to introduce
hellish conditions. Under such a
regime, social.order and progress are
impossible. In Russia, where Bol-
ghevism is probabiy most pronouns
ced, in every town and t¥illage men
are killing each other, blood flows

British Have
New Naval Shell.

London, Jan. 26.—The British Navy
may soon be given a mew and “un<
surpassed” weapon in a large calibre
shell which will picrce the heaviest
armour without sghattering, said Sir
Robert Hadfield, chairman and man-
aging director of Hadfield’s Limnited,
steel manufacturers recemtly. He in-
dicated that possession of such a shell
during the great war would have been
of inestimable value to the British
fleet.

The feat has been accomplished,

getting the largest calibre of atrm-
or piercing of modern hard-faced
armor plate. This result will render
the British gun upgurpassed, incom~
parable, and the master in any naval
engagements of the future.

“If we had possessed such a gun
shell” said Sir Robert, “during the
war, many of the German battleships
would have been sctiltled long bafore
their end at Bom !'low"

“Soldier and
Sailor, Too.”

Field-Marshal Sir Evelyn Wood,
who was born at the Vicarage, Cress«
ing, a village near Braintree, in Ea-
sex, on February 9, 1838, has the dis-
tinction of having seen active service
not only in the Army, but also in the
Navy. He began his career a8 a mid«
shipman in H.M.S. Queen, of 116 guns,
under his uncle, Captain Frederick
Michell, in 1852. About that time
Europe had begun to drift into the
complications leading to the Crimean
War, and in September, 1854, the
landing in the Crimea was effected.
After the battle of the Alma and the
occupation of Balaclava, it was de-
cided to employ & Naval Brigade
ashore, under; Captain Peel, R.N.,
who ~did splendid work, not only in
the Crimea but later through the
mutiny in India, where he died, and
Midshipman Wood had the great good
fortune, as he reckoned W, @ %e se-
lected. With it, he w&t Trough
the hardships and perlts of the
ttenchel in that severe winter, and
later he was attached to Peel as

, AD.C. He also took part in the first

unsuccessful attack .on the Redan
(June 18, 1865), and was wounded i
the arm, a bone being splintered by’
grapeshot. Subsequently the wound
gave him much trouble, but he was
eager to get to the front again and,
moreover, had decided to change his
profession for the Army. The faet
that he had been mentioned in Lord
Raglan’s dispatch as having particu-
larly distinguished himself at the ag-
sault on the Redan, facilitated mat-

rs, and he was gazetted to the 18th
Light Dragoons, then in the Crimea.
Later, he joined the regiment there,
but hostilities were ended, and it was
not until he went to India that he
really began his gregt career as @
soldier, which ‘ended in his' ‘being
awarded the baton of Field Marshal. '
