Earthquake.—A shock of earthquake 
was felt at Georgetown about 9 o’clock 
on Sunday morning, which lasted for 
seven seconds.

New York, July 7.—The London speci­
al Herald correspondent, at Khartoum, 
telegraphs, via Alexandria, a confirma­
tion of the arrival of Sir Samuel and 
Lady Baker and party. He adds that 
Sir Samuel Baker has succeeded in or­
ganizing district governments, appoint­
ing Superintendents, and making Fatiko 
the chief station, Goudokooro being next 
in importance. He also established 
other posts which form a connected chain 
from Nubia to Nyanza. An important 
geographical discovery is said to have 
been made which will astound the sci­
entific world, as it pretends that Lakes 
Tanganyika and Albert Nyanza prove to 
be one and the same water and a mag­
nificent inland sea seven hundred miles 
in length. It is further announced that 
vessels can be launched above the falls 
named after Roderick Murchison, and 
sail, to Ujiji. Baker and party are 
in excellent health and leave at once for 
Sonakim en route to Suez.

Madrid, July 7.—Senor Suner, Minis­
ter of the Cffionies, is engaged in pre­
paring a comprehem^e scheme for re­
forms in Cuba.

Paris July, 7.—The French Assembly 
has. adjourned until Friday in honor of 
the Shah of Persia.

The duel between M.M. Ranc and De 
Cassagnac took place this morning on 
Luxembourg territory. M. Cassagnac 
was seriously wounded. M. Ranc was 
also wounded.

London, July 7.—The amount of bul­
lion gone into the Bank of England on 
balance to-day is £51,000.

London, July 7.—Upon the resumption 
of the trial of the Tichborne claimant 
this morning it was announced the de­
fendant was sick, and he was excused 
from attendance upon Court for a few 
days. Mix Hawkins, of the prosecution, 
said they would close their case on 
Wednesday next, when an adjournment 
of ten days would be taken.

The Post says the Shah of Persia, be­
fore leaving London, made many pres­
ents, including 88,000 to the servants of 
Buckingham Palace, and 812,000 to the 
policemen who were stationed there.

London, July, 7.— True bills have 
been found against George Bid well, Aus­
tin Bidwell, George Macdonald and Ed­
win Noyes, the Bank of England forgers, 
and they are to be tried at the old Ba iley 
in August.

The steamer City of Washington^ In­
man Line, went ashore in a dense fog at 
2 o’clock on Saturday afternoon on Gull 
Rock Bar, south-east bar, 70 miles east 
of Sambro. All the passengers, crew, 
baggage and spare stores are safely land­
ed. The vessel has about 15 ieet of 
water in her hold, and is likely to be­
come a total wreck.

Despatches from Khiva state that the 
town of Mangit, which made a desperate 
resistance, was fired and destroyed by 
the Russians. Kilai, which surrendered 
without firing a shot, was spared. Tho 
victors found in Khiva 10,000 Persian 
slaves, many of whom claimed the pro­
tection of Russia.

Jaaksonville, III., July 7.—The heavi­
est rain storm ever known in this region 
prevailed last night and to-day. Great 
damage was done to roads and crops. 
Despatches from various points in South­
ern Indiana and Ohio report heavy rains. 
There are gloomy reports of the con­
dition of the crops in these sections.

Washington, midnight, July 7.—Pro­
babilities for middle aud Eastern States.

Present—The 
Mayor, in the chair, and Messrs. Ken­
nedy, Heffernan, McLagan, Coffee, Hogg, 
Richard Mitchell, Elliott, Orowe, Chad­
wick, Howard, Horsman and Robt. Mit­
chell.

The minutes ot last meeting were read 
and approved.

Communications were read from S. 
Preble, on behalf of the Orangemen of 
Guelph, thanking the Council for grant­
ing them the use of thtj Exhibition 
grounds, and stating that it was not 
their intention to avail themselves there­
of,as their proposed demonstration would" 
not take place. From Professor Stan­
islaus Drapeau, of Ottawa, asking for a 
general view of the Town of Guelph, to 
he a bird’s-eye view if possible, to illus­
trate a book which he fs now preparing 
for publication—a historical sketch of 
the institutions of Canada—also for sta­
tistics showing the value of real property, 
the names of public officers, and other 
information of the kind.

On motion ot Mr. Hogg, seconded by 
Mr. Chadwick, the Clerk was instructed 
to prepare a bird’s eye vipw, together 
with the other information asked for, 
and forward it to Professor Drapeau *r the 
cost of so doing not to exceed 920.

Referred to the Road and Bridge Com­
mittee.

STREET WATERING.

The Council went into Committee of 
the whole, Mr. Crowe in the chair, on 
By-law Ne. 233, for the purpose of levy­
ing a special rate of 8679.25 for the pur­
pose of watering a portion of Wyndham 
Street and of the Market Square. Car­
ried, on motion of Messrs. Mitchell and 
Chadwick.

EXHIBITION GROUNDS BY-LAW.

The Council went into Committee on 
the By-law providing for the manage- |

for the use of the ground for festivals, 
&c., was completed by inserting the sum 
of 820 per day for the park and main 
buildings, and 810 for buildings alone.

In answer te a member who suggested 
that the buildings could not be rented 
alone, as they could not be had accqss to 
without neing the grounds, it was ex­
plained that when the building alone was 
rented, the grounds would remain open 
to the general public as nsnal.

On the fifth clause, providing that on 
days when the park was rented the 
losses might charge for admission there­
to, also that such admission charge be 
not exceeding 25 cents for each person,

A lengthy and tedious discus­
sion took place in reference to 
the words in „ italics, during 
which the ten o'clock rule was suspended. 
Messrs. Heffernan. Horsman, Elliott, 
Chadwick, and Robt. Mitchell argued 
that the Council had no right to infere as 
to what a lessee thoughtfit to charge after 
once letting him the grounds. If he 
fixed the chergetoo high the people would 
not come, audit would be his own loss ; 
whilst if he could get up a first-class en­
tertainment worth a high price, so much 
the better. Messrs. Hogg, McLagan, 
Coffee and the Mayor took the other 
side, contending that the grounds were 
for the benefit of the town, and that a 
limitation should be fixed for the protec­
tion of the public, and especially 
of the “poor man.’’ After a great deal 
of talking, the Council managed to get 
into a complete tangle with regard to the 
way the question was to voted upon, and 
it ended in the clause being struck out 
bodily aud left ever to be dealt with when 
the Council resumed. \

The sixth clause provided that lessees 
of the park should make good any dam­
ages occuring during their occupancy 
exeept during tbs holding of the Central 
Exhibition.-

The words in italics were struck out. 
The seventh danse passed.
On the 8th clause,relating to the hours' 

during which the grounds should be open 
to the public, it was agreed that the 
hours should be from 6 a. m. to 9 p. m. 
from the 1st of May to the 30th Sep­
tember, aud from 8 a. m. to 5 p. m. from 
the 15th October to the ,30th April and 
that a caretaker be appointed to carry 
out these regulations.

Clause 9, empowering the caretaker to 
exclude improper persons and cattle* 
sheep, fowls «fee <6c from the grounds, was 
passed. There was some talk of putting 
dogs on the prohibitory list, butno action 
resulted.

The tenth clause passed.
On the eleventh danse, relating to in­

surance, Mr. Chadwick moved that it be 
struck out on the ground that a by-law 
instructing the council to iesure their 
own buildings was nnnessary.

Mr. Hogg contended that the Associa­
tion were entitled to protection against 
the loss of the large amount they had 
expended in the buildings,

Mr. Robt. Mitchell pointed cut that 
the Association could not recover any 
money from an insurance company, in 
consequence of their having no legal title 
to the buildings.

Ultimately the original clause was 
struck out, and the following, moved by 
Mr. Elliott, seconded by Mr. Horsman, 
was passed :—“ That the cattle sheds, 
horse stalls, grain and root houses and 
fehces on the Central Park be insured to 
the extent of two-thirds of their value, 
and in case" the same are destroyed by 
fire, the amount recovered from the In­
surance Company be applied to the erec­
tion of the same under the direction of 
the South Wellington Agricultural Asso­
ciation.

The twelfth clause was struck out.
The preamble of the By-Law then 

came up for consideration, and a motion 
was made to strike out the words refer­
ring to the interest in the buildings 
claimed by the Agricultural Association.

The motion was lost, and the commit­
tee rose.

THE ADMISSION. CHARGE.

Clause 5 was then brought up for con—, 
sidération in the Council by Mr. Hogg,, 
who moved, seconded by Mr. McLagan„ 
that the word “ or ” lie substituted for 
the word “ and ” in (die latter portion of 
the clause, and that the By-law be-now 
read a third time. Tho clause would 
then read — that 25 cents admission, 
might be charged 1er either the buildings, 
or the grounds.

Mr. Robt. Mitchell moved in amend­
ment that the words “ not exceeding 25 
cents ’’ be struck «at.

The Mayor, by some misconception, 
put Mr. Hogg’s motion first,, in­
stead of putting Mr. Müohell’s amend­
ment, which would have been the proper 
course. Members seemed to be puzzled 
as to the situation, but Mr. Hogg’s motion 
was. passed, and: the effect of this was to 
kill Mr. Mitchell’s proposition byprsyent- 
ing a vote being taken upon it at all. 
After some ineffectual protest, the Coun­
cil concluded to " let it slide.”

Mr. Horsman objected to allowing the 
Agricultural Association to have a lien 
upon the Council’s property, when the 
latter had spent so much mon^y on tho 
buildings.

The Mayor said the by-law was made 
by the Council themselves, and he did 
not see how any difficulty oould arise 
through it.
