mostly belong ta the Veis, Bassas, Krus
and Mandingo: tribes. .The. cjvilized in-
habitants, assisted by the greater na-
tions, govern the state,sand the prinei-
pal occupations of mogt of the eivilizmed
inhabitants' is'.to ‘4o ‘misstonary work
among the half.civilized ‘tribes and to

I.etha will take all the branches of
the literary and indsutrial courses and
the says that just as soon as she fin-
fshes she will return to Liberia and
begin her life work of teaching the
girls of her native country.

DARK [GEBERGS GREATEST
MENACE TO SHIPPING

Montreal Aug, 26.—Professor H, T.
Barnes, of McGill University, stated
that while he cannot give the details
of his experiments with his new in-
vention, the microthermometer, in the
Straits of Belle Isle, until he makes
his repont ,to the government, he
ecould say that his findings were much
in favor of the Canadian route. ,

While on the northern trip he bhad
also noticed what he termed a “dark
jceberg”’—one with a perpendicular
wall, which would not reflect the light
of the sky or the light of the stars at
night and therefore coutd not be de-
tected by the officers on ships. Most
jcebergs could be detected by the “ice
blink,” he said, but this was absent
in the case of these ‘‘dark” ieebergs,
with the wall rising straight up, and
hence they were a great -source of
danger. It wae just such an iceberg,
he belleved, that the Titanic had
struck.

Professor Barnes also said that the
microthermometer showed a very
clear temperature effect due to ice in
the vicinity, and a similar effect due
to shoals or land. Ships could thus be
given ample warning at night or in a
fog of the presence of ice or land.

WAV HNE BEEN
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African Adventurer Identified
as Former Gambler in
Yukon Territory

Well Known by Those Who
Witnessed Stirring Times in
Early Qays of Alaska

August 26.—That John
Ward Rogers, the American who this
week was reported killed in Central
Africa, was none other thap “Jim"
Rogers, a man famous as a gambler at
Dawson in the early days of the Yu-
kon gold activity, is the assertion of
a number of Vancouver men, who wm‘e‘
acquainted with the Jlatter.

The story of “Jim"” Rogers’' life ln.
Alaska, as they tell it, is as romantic |
and specticular as is the life of John
Ward Rogers in the African wilds.
“Jim” Rogers is described as six feet
tall, weighing about 220 pounds, with
steel gray hair and stature of striking
propontions. His Alaska career began
when he leased from “Swiftwater Bill"”
the Monte Carlo saloon it Dawson, in
1899, his entry into the country being
made the year before, fighting his way
over the bitter trail with the others who
passed inland that year. It was during
the trip over the trail that” he first
showed himself a leader, with his in-
domitable spirit and commanding mein.
At Dawson he became a reckless “devil-
may-care” character. |

When he arrived at Dawson he was
38 years old, and nothing of his past
life was known except that he was seen
gazing intently at a picture of the little
farm where he was born, in Michigan.

He tried mining on French Hill and
afterwards on Gold Run Creek, and it
was while at the latter place that he
had a mining dispute with Sogger, the
jeweller, and was shot by that man,
who was arrested and tried by Mr. F.
C. Wade, now in Vancauver, the case
being held before Judge Dugas. Mr.
Wade does not remember the outcome
of the trial.

Later still

Vanceuver,

he leased the notorious
Monte Carlo, the resort where ruin,
killings, suicides and fortunes were
made all in the pasking of a day, and
where “Swiftwater Bill" often bet $10,-
000 on a single play. Rogers paid $2,600
a month for the gambling resort, and
he conducted its multi-colored happen-
ings with vis customary serenity, gain-
ing and losing with equal calm, and
never drinking to excess.

One day Rogers disappeared, and
rumer had it that he had gone to Nome
to avoid meeting his wife, who had
come from Los Angeles. Jim never re-
turned to Dawson, and his wife went
back to Los Angeles, where she se-
cured a divorce and remarried. Jim was
never heard of again in Alaska, but one
day, in 1906, it is said, two of Dawson’s
old-timers met on the sireets of Seattle,
and one of them Jearned from the other
that the gambling king had amassed
millions in ‘“some great rubber scheme
in West Africa somewhere.”

Further proof that the Alaska gamb-
Jer and the African ivory poacher were
the same person might be furnished by
Rex Beach, for €herry Malotte, his
heroine of the “Silver Hoard,” was ac-
quainted with’ Rogers at Dawson.

Austria’s Disinterestedness

The Italian press is apprehensive,
after the annexation of Bosnia and
Herzgovina, that Austria‘s disinterest-
edness is open to question. Italy sees
in Count Befchtold’'s proposal of au-
tonomy for Albania an effort to
strengthen Austrian influence in that
region, leading uitimately to the ‘estab-
lishment of a sort of moral protector-
ate.

German sentiment is hostile to any
European intervention because Ger-
many wishes to retain her preponder-
ating position at Constantinople, and
any fomm of foreign intervention
would be extremely unpopular in
Turkey, both with the government and
the people.

Britain is as unfavorably disposed
as Germany toward the project for
muych the same reasons.

Russia's Position

Russia regards the Slav population
of the Balkans as her racial proteges
and does not wish to see them brought
under the control of Austria, while
the Slavs themselves, whether Bulga-
rian, Bervian or Monténegrin, all have
ambitions that would be frustrated by
the development of Austrian political
influence in the peninsula, 'so all are
stoutly oppoeing the idea contained in
the Berchtold proposal. All in fact,
with the exoception of Austria, are di-
rectly interested in the defeat of the
project. The Albanians already have
made their peace with ‘the Ottoman
.government, and if the negotiations
now proceding should result quickly
in the ending of the Italo-Turkish war
the last excuse for HEuropean inter-
vention, either diplomatic or material,
would have disappeared. The powers
in general; therefore, are anxiously
waiting the negotlations and hoping
for ‘their success in order that they
may give Count Berchtold’s project of
concentration a first-class funeral

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FEW STEEL RAILS MADE IN
THE DOMINION

Ottawa, Aug. 27.—Flgures made pub-
lic here show that most of the steel
ralls purchased by the Canadian rail-
way companies during the first three
months of the present fiscal year were
secured in the United States.

Notwithstanding the tariff on United
States rails of $7 per ton, there was
tmported from that country in the
three months 45,668 tons at a valuation
of $6,185,345. .

Steel rails from Great Britain are
admitted under the preference at a
duty of $4.50 a ton, Nevertheless the
amount of rails imported from the
United Kingdom during the three
months was egmall, about 108 tons,
value abaqut $2,600. The duty collected
on the ralls imported placed in the
national strong box a revenue of over
$300,000.

The total rall importations from the
United States and Great Britain for
the first three months of last yedr was
only 15,158 tons, valued at $442,630,
just one-third of this year's three
month’s importation.

The inability of the Soo and Nova
Scotla steel companies to fill orders
is glven as the reason for the large
increase ‘in the importation of United
States reils.

Unrest Among Russian Sallors.

London, Aug. 27.—As the result of an
imquiry into the unrest among the sail-
ors of the Russian Black Sea fleet, 300
seamen have been sent ashore to be
courtmartialed, telegraphs the corres-
pondent at St. Petersburg of the Times.
Although there fs no cause to doubt
the loyalty of a great majority of ithe
crews, the correspondent adds the Rus-
#lan authorities’ claim to have discov-
ered evidence of revolutionary propa-
ganda. :

His shoe was wet
and he received the full force of the
heavy current through his body and
died {nstantly.

He was 62 years of age and had
served as alderman in the city council
on the iabor platform.
