There is great dissatisfaction in city

abor circles. The Trades and Labor
Council consider that the Barber Come
pany is not living up to their contract
by importing Amerlcan labor, and they
have named a cominittee to wait on
Mayor Little in the matter. “Why,”
said a very prominent, but indignant
labor man today, ‘“‘the Barber people
can bring over Italians and Polocks
to do their chean work and possibly
nothing may be said. But let a Cane
edian cross the line and get an Ameri-
can’s job and De Barry would have
him by the neck and send him back in
short order,” 3

The contractors, however, deny that
they have imported any laborers.
“What we have brought.” ssid an offi-
cial, “is a few expert graders—men who
have been at the business all their life,
and whose duties cannot be performed
by any green workman.”

Then there is a kick and an allegation

that the street railway company are
paying some of their laborers only 85
cents a day, but this is strongly denied.
