This dreary waste, accord«
iog to the observations of African explorers,
was formerly a vast inland ‘sea which bas been
exhausted by some convulsion of nature.
The engineers sent to explore the desert re«
port that its level at its nearesé point of ap«
proach is thirty feet' below the Red Sea, with
s conetantly increasing d ion: a8 it pros
ceeds towards the interior of Africa, De
Lesseps therefore proposes to build a canal
seventy-five' miles long, to-turn the Red
Sea into the desert of Sabara, so that the
now dry sand may be cultivated, the intense
beat of the climate mitigated, and the in-
babitants be reached by the missionaries an
become civilized. .
