The Question

tweean Japan and
Russia.

It Was a Struggle For the Strate-
gic Position in
Korea.

From the strategical standpoint the
war between Russia and Japan has been
in progress for some years. The fact
is not clearly understood.  Yet to real-
ize thjs faet is of the utmost importance,
now that the forces, which have been
slowly marshalled, are at the point of
contact. Hitherto, and especially on the
part of Ruseia, the manoeuvres have
been  directed towards gaining a su-
perior atrategical position in the Far

ast. These manoeuvres, in their ear-

| liest manifestations,” were not recogniz-

ed. All that Russia seemed to desire wag
to develop a trading: conmection with
'China, and her own eastern provinces,
by means of a railway. That was quite
natural, and no objection was raised.
When the present ‘Czar, in 189)1, turn-
ed the first sod of the railway line be-
tween Kharbarovka and Vladivostock no
one, outside of Russia, Tealized the mil-
itary . importance of the event. Nor
were ‘the' far-reaching designs of Rus-
sia disclosed, in their :full significance,
until she, in 1897, dccupied Port Arthur,

i The strategical importance of thie step

became at once apparent to all the Pow-
ers interested in the Far East; and
Great Britain, ag a counter-movement,
hurriedly occapied Wei-hai-wei. Hav-
ing established herself in Port Arthur;
disguising her designs under the farce
of a lease of the port from ‘China, Rus-
sia now linked-up her Siberian railway
with -a railway. through Manchuria to
the TLaio-tung peninsula, - Her object,
she ‘still. declared, was fhe development
of‘trade. That wae in some degree true,
for she built the trading city of Dalny.

But ‘Russian policy, although it may
include - trading * enterprise, is always
directed towards- military ends, and
a strategical® objective. Dalny has been
oractically abandoned, and all the en-
ergy of Russia concentrated upon mak-
ing. Port Arthur an impregnable fort-
Tess to seawards. The Russians have
realized,” however, that although Port
Arthur, ae a tactical unit, can be made
exceedingly etrong, -from . the point of
view of the strategist it has some very
weak points. If you look at a good mayp
you willl . see at a glance wherein the
weakness lies. The Laio-tung peninsula,
with Port Arthur at its extreme point,
is partly enveloped, and almost wholly
dominated by the much Jlarger penin-
sula of Korea. ~ From the strategical
standpoint, the power that holds Korea
holds a .euperior, and almost a domin-
atingyposition in respect of Port Arthur
and the Laio-tung peninsula.

The Russians have always recognized
this fact, and hence their ceaseless ef-
forts to gain a firm foothold in Korea.
The Japanese have, also, kept this strat-
egical fact in view in remembering that
the Russiane turned them out of Port
Arthur. You will now understand what
I mean in saying that the war has been
in progréss for some years. On the sul-

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‘Baltimore, Md., Feb, 7.—The .most
destructive conflagration in the history
of Baltimore occurred here today, rag-
ing practically unchecked during many
bours, completely destroyed scores of
the largest business houses in the whole-
sale district involving a loss which can-
not be estimated as the fire is still
Taging. Owing to the extent of the
calamity, it will be tomorrow before
éven an approximate can be made,
though it is certain that it<has already
exceeded $25,000,000. The fire broke
out shortly before 11 ¢’clock this morn-
ing in the wholesale dry goods store of
John B. Hurst & Co., on Hopkins_plsqce,
in the heart of the business district,
With a series of loud explosions whieh
were heard in remote parts of the city,
and spread with fearful rapidity. In a
‘half hour there were a dozen big ware-
houses in the wholesale dry goods and
notions’ district burning fiercely, The
entire city fire department was called
out but was utterly powerless to: check
the spread of the flames, which were
aided by the high winds, and by moon
there was a severe fire in at least thirty
big warehouses, and the conflagration
was steadily tearing its way into blocks
east, west and south.  Building after
building fell a prey to the flames, and

forward sweep of destruction. On Balti-
more street the block between Liberty
and Sharp was soon ablaze; then came
the next block east to Hanover, and
after that the block on the south side
to Charles street broke out into flames,
the Consolidated Gas Company’s build-
ing and Oehms’ Acme hall burning
fiercely,

Meanwhile there were stores north
of Baltimore street being similarly con-
sumed. Mullen’s hotel caught, and
buildings near it west of Liberty, on
the south side of Baltimore; the block
was doomed and the big Baltimore bar-
gain house also caught. Down in Hop-

ed, Hurst’s building and the other
wholesale' houses on both sides of the
street crumbled and fell. The big dry
goods houses of Daniel Miller & Sons
and P. M. Sutton & Co. were soon
aflame, and along German, east and
west from the Hurst building,  there
were a dozen buildings burning and
scores more threatened. The spectacle
of ruin and destruction from any point
in those doomed blocks was something
appalling. Masg. & Kemper's big whole-
sale store on Baltimore street, quickly
succumbed to the flames, and the walls
fell with a crasi vhat  was
heard for many blocks. The

‘street east of Sharp:

Hurst building was utterly destroyed,
not even a wall ten feet high being left
standing, and apparently the centre of
the cauldron: from whence the flames
radiated over the doomed neghborhood.
On Hopkins place the Hopkins Saving
Bank and the National Exchange Bank
‘were gutted by flames, the streams of
water that the firemen were able to
turn on them proving utterly ineffective,
even to halt the destruction across the
street, where the ruins of John BE. Hurst
& 0., and next to it Hecht, Jun.,, &
‘Sons, were in flames; dadjoining was the
large building owned by the William
XKosh Importing Company, which was
also quickly destroyed. Acrose the
street the Stanley & Brown Drug Co.’s
building was quickly in ruins, while
fronting on the Baltimore street side of
this block was the Roxbury Rye Dis-
tilling Co., the building occupied by
Nitberman & Todes, the house of Allen-
soug’, which had hardly been completed,
while next to it was Moses & Co. On
the corner was the building occupied
by Messrs. Sugas & Shear and several
other smaller concerns. All of these
were swallowed in flames, and, in faect,
the whole block was nothing but a caul-
dron of fire.. At 1.30 o'cloek Mullin’s
hotel, a eeven-story structure on the
correr of Liberty and Baltimore streets,
was in flames, and the great height and
narrowness acted as a flue, converting
the doomed building into a huge torch.
All the guests had been ordered out of
the hotel shortly after the fire broke out
in Hurst’'s place. There was no con-
fusion and no one was hurt.

‘Though every bit of firefighting ap-
Paratus in the city was called into reqai-
sition, the flames continued. to. spread,
and the firemen realized that they. had
a task before them which was too great
for them to combat., Telegrame for fire
engines were sent to Washington+ and
Philadelphia, and about 1 o'clock six
engines arrived from Washington and
four from 'Philadelphia and had joined
in the battle with the flames.
