est engineers, sportsmen, editors, 
farmers, lumbermen, pulp and 
paper, executives, clergymen and 
other classes.

Last year Canada experienced 
5,000 forest fires, nearly all 
caused by persons who receive the 
maximum benefits from the use of 
the forest. So severe has been 
the national loss from careless 

humans that Quebec has closed 
her forest areas to all travellers 
throughout the entire outing sea- 
son unless they first obtain a per- 
mit from a public official such as 
a fire ranger. This provision 
places no hardship on the careful 
traveller but at the same time 
keeps a record that will be valu- 
able in case prosecution for care- 
lessness with fire becomes neces- 
sary.One of the finest camping and 
fishing districts in the Dominion 
last year presented a fearful show- 
ing of 500,000 acres of forest 
destroyed as the consequence of 
113.fres let loose by campers, 
fishermen and others on holiday 
trips.
