Feeding Pigs—Thoe Swill Barrel.

There is no better food for young
pigs after weaning, than good skim-
med milk with a Tit{le sweet moder-
ately fine_whedt:bran and corn meal
stirred into it. There should not be a
large proportion of meal in the mix-
ture at first, nor so long as the pig is
making growth, though tbe corn meal
is excellent to finish off fattening with.
Maoy a young pig bas been spoiled
by overfeeding with coro or cornmeal.
It is impossible to get a good growth
on such food alone, Clear milk
would be better, but milk will pay a
larger profit when given jn connec-
tion. with some grain. Milk alone
is rather: too bulky for a sole diet; it
distends the stomach too much, ard
gives the animal too mmch to do to
get rid of the sprplus water, Many
young pigs ‘are spoiled by overfeed-
ing. ben first weaned they should

| be given a little at a time and often,

They always will pat a foot in the
trough, and food left before them a
long time gots so dirty that it may be
entirely unfit to be eaten. But one of
the worst methods of feeding milk. to
pigs is to have it stand in a sour awill
barrel, mixeq ip'algng with cucumber
parings, sweet corn cobs and other
kitchen wastes, till the whole mass is
far advanced in the fermentation
stage. Sweet milk is gogd, and milk
that ig slightly sopr may bé better, it
may even more easil digeawd.
but milk that has soured till it bub-
bles, till the sugar in it has turned
into alchol or into vinegar, is not a fit
food for swine of any age, and eer-
tainly not for young pigs that bave
just been taken from tbe mother; | A
b0f ill gndurp qo‘lidarnb'lo abuse,
will live i wév and filthy pens, will
al ol iont every sort of food, and
often thrive fairly well, but a pig that
is kept in comfortable quarters and
fed upon wholesome f will pay
a8 much better profit to the owner,
and tarnish much sweeter pork for
the barrel. Nearly all the diseases
which hogs are subject to aure caused
by cold, wet pens, or by soar, inferior
swill. Better throw surplus  milk
away, than keep it till it rots, and
then foroce it down the throats of
swine. Farmers should keep swine
enought to take all the wastes of the
farm while in a fresh condition, and
then supplement it with good wheat
middlings and cornmeal. Qur own
practice has been to keep pigs enough
to take the skimmed milk each day
direct from the dairy room withoat
the use of a swill barrgl to store and
sour it in, A swill barrel in summer
i8 a nuisance en any farm. We could
never find a good place to keep it,
where it would not draw flies or
breed flies. In winter it would be
less objectionable, but it is a nuisance
alll times, and in all places—N. K.

Green Food for Swine,

Prot. 8. R. Thompson, of the
Nebraska Agricultural College, writes
to . the American Agriculturist tha\
green foed makes thriftier and larger
bogs. Farmers who raise many pigs,
and feed' them exclusively on corn,
know that some of the shotes will
cease Lo grow at an early age, begin
to lay on fat, and never reach the
size of good, merchantable hogs. A
pig fed on bulky, green food will de-
velop a larger gtomach than one fed
on conceutrated food like corn ; and
when you ¢ome to fatten it, this en-
larged c¢apacity will enable him to
eat and digest more corpn, apnd tbus
fatten faster thanm the other, and be
a more profitable hog to graw for
market. ' .
Green:fed hogs are healthier than
those grain fed. Every intelligent
breeder knows the advantages of feed-
ing green food to sows about to far-
row. They have less difficulty with
their pigs, are less liable to destroy
them, will give more milk, and nurse !
them better. Green-fed hogs are less
liable to dispase. The dreaded hog
cholera is not much to be feared
whore hogs buve the run of a good
clover pasture. Undoubtedly, if ex-
posed to contagion, they would tgke
the discase, but they ara not likely to
develop it.  For an'example, a farmer
bad his hogs in a small pen, destitute
of grass, with no water except a
muddy pool, which was soon made as
vile as possiblo by the hogs. After a
while the hogs began to die, the
symptoms resembling cholera. The
owner was alarmed, took them out of
his pen, turned them on a patgh of
green rye, and gave them water from
a well. The diseasp was ¢checked and
the deaths ceased.

Packing Eggs for Winter Use.

As the prico ef eggs is usually low
at this season, a large number may be
packed and stowed away until prices
become higher. It is not necessary
to keep eggs six months, though they
may be kept a year with care. Prices
fluctuate very mugh, and three months
make quite a difference. 'Qpinions
differ as to which is the best method
of preserving eggs. The usual prac-
tice is to pack the eggs in aalt, nat al-
lowing them to toych cuach other,
filling the spaces well with salt.
Boxes shopld be used, and the small
sizes are best. The eggs are placed
on end in the salt, and when the boxes
are full, the tops aro ecrewed on
tightly. The secret of success is to
turn the eggs at least three times a
week, which is done by turning the
boxes upside down. The cifficnity
with preserved eggs is that the con-
tents, if the eggs remain 1n one posi-
tion, settle and adbere to the shells
This cannot be avoided whatever the
method or process may be, byt if they
are papked in‘ boxes, and the boxes
fréquently turned, as wentioned, the
difficolty will be greatly lessened. In
addition to salt as a packing, well
dried oats or corn, and even dust m:y
be used, but salt is best. Dry proces
ses are more convenient than the
liquid methods, and the later they
are preserved the better. 'The cbief
point to be obderved, however, 1s to
freqnently turn the eggs, and to keep
the bozes in a cool place.

Beware of Paris Green.

Paris Green is so deadly & poison

that eome persons think it should
never he used to kill insects on grow-
ing crops Some go as far as to refuse
eating potatoes altogether, since it is
8o commonly employed. A few pro-
minent journals favor its probibition
by law. It cannot be questioned that
serious injury, and sometimes fatal re-
sults, have occurred from employing
it. Those who apply it are often care-
lafy, and allow the wind to blow the
d into their nostrils, or they
breathe the minute portions which
rise in the air in miring it. In one
case a poor fence between a pasture
and potato. patoh allowed .a berd of
gows to break in, and several died
from eating the poison. Animals
bave been poisoned from the vessels
containing the arsenic oarelessly used
for feeding. A field of potatoes on
the windward side of a vegetable gar-
den caused some of s family 1o besome
poisoned by eating the vegetables
which bad received some of the Paris
Green from tLe wind,
Such "accidents, although few and
far between, show the importance of
great cautivn. The same care is re-
quired in the use of powerfal appli-
ances or machinery ¢f any jind. Steam
engings semetimes destroy life, but
men continue to muke and unse them.
Fatal nocidents occur on railroads,
but we are bardly willing to abolish
them. Barbed wire fenges injure cat-
tle and horses, bat they have proved
too useful and efficient for farmers to
ive them up, There is no necessity
r accidents- from Paris Green with
proper care. Millions of persons eat
the tubers of potatoes unharmed, for
the poison, being insuluble, cannot
enter them, and there is enough irom,
the anlidolo‘ in all sajlg to poqtralizo
any portion which may reach the
earth. "Io chief danger is that when
people bocome familiar with anything
they grow careless in its yse. It is
impartant therefore to continue the
constant cauntion which is commonly
used at first, but too often relaxed
afterward.

The Time to Mow.

We make a pravtice of running the
mower in the afternoon and like it
muach. 1f the mower is started in the
morning the grass is usually loaded
with water, and a farge part of the
forenoon is required to dry it off.
With a large field to mow, the work
cannot be completed till nearly or
quite noon. In order to rake thia
bay before the dampness of approach-
ing nigh thegins to effect it, the work
mus! Lo commenced early in the after-
noon. This leaves but a short time
for the bay to dry, and as a conse-
quence comparatively little progress
is made the first day curing it. - Cut
it in the afternoon and the morning
sun of the pext day soon drives away
the dew and the grass commences to
dry at once. When raked in the
afternoon it will be found as dry,
without the labor of opening and turn-
ing, as in the two days under the
other practice. There is a saving of
labor and a saving of time, and the
hay is. not so long exposed.—Afaine
Farmer.

The breeding sows should run in open
pastures and should be left to root or
gohuogry. It will give them strength
and constitutional vigor. No wonder
hogs die of cholera or something else
when kept in close pens wallawing in
filth.

Horees need frequent drinks of
water during the bot summer days,
whether they be in the ploagh, the
harrow, or the mowing or reaping
machine. A man who takes a water-
jog to the field to slake his own thirst
now  and then should think of his
horses in the same gomnection; and if
a well or stream bo not convenient
for the horses there is nothing to
hinder bis taking a barrelful to the
field for their use.

The breast collar differs from usual
neck collar worn by working horaes
in bearing less on the shouider. It is
more suitable for light work, driving
on the road in single harness, than
for heavy loads. Bat it is often
bandy to have a breast collar with
extra wide breast pieca to work horses
in should their shoulders begin to
ba gailed with their usual barness. If
this is done great care must be exer-
cised, as the new collar will bear on a
place that has probably not been
toughened by use.

It is & great mistake to milk a cow
before calving. The milk secretion
should be discouraged by the use of
dry food only, and avoiding all grain
or stimulating food. If it is necessary
to take any milk from the cow to' re-
lieve the udder only a very little
should be drawn, and the udder kept
in good order by other means than
milking. To milk 8 cow before the
calf comes is to wholly disturb the
nataral babit of the cow and to en-
courage disaster when the ealf is
dropped. The mill is nat it for use,
and the milking greatly injures the
calf.

If any one doubts the enormous
evaporation from a field of growiog
grass or grain let him cot some and
see how quickly it will dry in a hot
sun or wind. The weight of ecat
clover will decrease ong or'wore tons
in twenty four hours after culting,
and evaporation goes on more rapidly
while growing thun when dead. The
wilting of plants when the supply ot
water is cut off, as in trapsplanting, in
really an effort of nature t» close the
pores through which wuter escapes
and thus prolong vitality eq long as

possible,
