We pay our lieutenant-governors from
$7000 to $10,000. New York and Penn-
sylvania are the only States that pay $10,-
000, and they are nearly as large, if not
larger, than the. whole dominion, It has
truly been said our governmental machinery
is too expemsive. Something should be
done by the people to cut down this extrav-
agance, A lieutenant-governor for each of

the provinces and $50,000 to a governor-
general is very pretty for this young domin-
1on to bear up under. According to the
blue book for the year ending June 30,
1881, no less a sum than $14,124 fer con-
tingencies was paid for the governor-gener-
al's secretary’s office. Out of this sum
$2400 are for telegrams, and $500 for post-
age ; light literature such as almanacs and
geriodicnll, $244, whilst travelling expenses

gure to the tune of over $6000. Figures
may be by some considered dry reading, but
there is less interesting reading by far than
what is- produced by the public accounts of
the dominion,

We trust the time will come (whether it
may broach too close t> independence or
not) when we will be allowed to elect our
own guvernor-general or else appoint some
one rich enough to pay for their own tra-.
velling expenses, It is entirely paying too
dear for the whistle, The governor-gen-
eral and the provincial governors get paid
no0 less a sum than $120,000 for salaries out
of the dominion chest without takiug into
account contingencies or expenses of office,
