Beruiy, Aug. 14.—The North German
Gazette (Prince Bismarck’s organ),referring
to the impending meeting of the German
Colonial Company, says: Angry protests
against the action of British officials apre

had been consulted she might have pointed
out wrighty objections against the German
Fmin relief expedition.
