Bome (Celebrated Murder Trials that
Stirred Up the County of Haldimand,
and. All Canada for that Matter
Some Forty Years Ago-—A Good
Story.

‘A little less than forty years ago the
County of Haldimand was the ' hunting
ground of as reckless a band of highway
robbers as ever flourished a bowie knife or
seized the bridle of a traveler's horse, It
was koown as the Townsend gang, and to.
this day persons tell :of the depredations of
the men who eomposed it and the terror
they inspired throughout the district over
?ich they traveled in search of victima

0 those days there: were few railways and
the farmers had to bring their pro-
duce many weary miles to market,
with  the risk of —being waylaia
and robbed on their way home in
the evening. The Townsend gang was
said to be composed of some very odd men,
but of these only five became known to the
publiz, namely, Townsend of Cayuga, Blows
of Dundes, King of Yorkville, Bryson and
Lettice. The very name of Townsend be-
came. & terror to timid people for miles
round, . and the mere possibility of being
confronted by the Townsend gang was
enough to make a man feel uncomfortable
until he found himself safe in his own house
and the team in the stable. It was said that
the Townsend gang had friends who shielded
them and supplied them with food, and no
doubt they had’or they could not have car-
ried on the profession of highway robpery as
long as they did. ' o S

Many a farmer was met on road and
obliged to hand over the proceeds of his sale
of grain in the Cayuga market under such
delicate persuasion as would be exercised by
the sight of the barrel of & revolver or-the
flash of & bowie-knife. Sometimes when the
farmers were found not to have brought the
money with them, but grain tickets.showin
thet a cerfain amonnt been placed t.g
their credit, the robbers were furious and
would dig their bowie-knives into the wagon-
boards to show their indgnntion and to give
the farmers to und that they ed
to doa strictly cash business. These grain
tickets were of no use to the robbers, but
they tore thém up with oaths and scattered
them to the winds.

It did not take long to create a feeling of
alarm throughout Haldimand, as well as
throughout the district by which that
county is surrounded. Robberies were of
frequent. occurrence, but, not uatil murder
had been added to the other crimes was the
country aroused and did justice begin to as-
sert itself. Among other robberies set down
to the credit of the Townsend gang was that
of the Notman residence in Dundas, from
which a e quantity of silverware ‘was
taken. part of it being afterwards fouund,
melted down, on cess in tbhe Dun-
das Marsh.  Jacob Garner swore at the
‘Townsend trial, “I was driving:on the road
to Port Robinson when I was suddenly
stopped by three men, one of whom present-
ed a pistol at my breast and said, ‘My name
is Townsend and I must bave money:”
This was the me:;y way in which the Town-
send gang levied tribute on the Queen’s
highway 40 years ago, and the feeling which
their acts aroused may be inferred from the
remark with which the crown prosecutor
opened Townsend’s trial some years after
when he said, “I need do no more than mean-
tion the name of William Townsend to excite
a shudder in the breast of everyome who
knows 'anything of his career of dreadful
crime.”

The murder of & respectable man named
Nelles, who kept a country store on the road
leading to Cayuga, near the edge of the
wwnshig of Walpole, brought matters to a
head. . It was a  peculiurly cpld-bigoded
affair. " Fivemembers of the gatig, Townseud
at their head, had cn the day of the murder
of Nelles been robbing the farmers on what
was called the old stage road running from
Cayuga to Jarvis and thence to SBimcoe and
St. Thomas. They had gone inito Husband’s
store and presented their revolvers and se-
cured the contents of the till; they Bad gene
to Grabam’s tavern and robbed Graham in
the bar, Townsend flourisbing a revolver and
King coming forward with a dagger. They
were met on the road this day by a young
Jad named Heenan, who is now the honored
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Vicar-General Heenan of Dundas, who had

driven to town and parrowly eseaped them
in the evening wheh rewminf home with a
couple. of hundred dollers in his pocket,
which be had collected and was conveyiong
to his father. Nelles had closed his littie
store and gone into the next hduse, where he
aud his family lived, when he was called to
the door by & rap about 9 o'clock. Nelles
opened the door snd, seeing two men standin|
srmed, he gave:s start of astonishment
attempted to slam the door, but before he
could do so he was shot and immediately
fell to the floor. Three of the robbers enler-
ed the house, two remaining outside. Mrs,
Nelles, #hearing the shot, ran out and was
not miolested. Nelles bad left his revolver
lying on the bed. The robbers searched the
place, but found no money; all they secured
wiis a gold watch with a key and guard to
it.| Three hours after the shuoting Nelles
Townsend was the man who fired the

long with Blows and King, but bad his sen-

nce commuted to imprisonment for life, It

s three years afterwards before Town-

d was captured, but Bryson swore to his

identicy in court. Blows and King were

supsequently captured, tried and convicted

iniCayuga. Rev. Father Maddigan of Duu-

das was present at the execution, and saw

the two men expiate their part of the crime
on the gallows,

Townsend, after the Nelles murder, was
on his way to Port Robinson in Welland
Count{, and sought to reach Buffalo. At
Port' Robinson he and one of his compan-
ions took dinner at the tavern. During
dinner he was observed by a farmer’s wife
to have a revolver in the breast pocket of
his coat. He kept his eyes fized on the table
and did not Jook about him. Being suspected
of being implicated in the murder of }\'eiles,
the local constable, named Richards, essayed
to arrest him, and took him by the collar,
He told Richards to take his hands off him or
he was a dead man, and before poor Richards
knew what he -was about, Townsend shot
bim in the bead and killed him, The shoot-
fng created a great excitement, and in the
midst of it Townsend and bis companions
dissppeared, Townsend making his way
through a graveyard near by, A description
of him was sent out and the Woodstock con-
stable was telegraplied to beé on the lookout
for him, as it was thought that he had taken
the train for that point. It turned out that
he had. The VW oodstock constable and three
assistants went to the station and found
their man, but he was so off-handed about
the arrest, saying that it was clearly a mis-
take, and they were in doubt what to do,
thipking that they had arrested the wrong
man. While they stood ou the station plat-
form discussing the matter the train started,

« and as the last car mdved past Townsend
suddenly grasped the hand-rail and was
cartied off, much to the surprise of the Wood-
stock constable and his assistants, neither of
whom seems to have had sufficient presence
of mind to telegraph to the next station or
give any alard.

After making his escape at Woodstock
Townsend was not seen' for several years,
and was next heard of in a railway train
onhis way to_Cleveland. When the con-
ductor asked him for his fare he presented
» loaded revolver, saying that this was all
he possessed. The conductor took him to
s hotel in Cleveland, where the hotel-
keeper, named lles, recognized him, and was
po startled when be saw hiwn coming in that
be let falia glass he held in his hand. Iles
gave information to the police while Towns-
eud 'was at dinner, and had bim arrested.
Not knowing that Iles had iuformed the
police, Townsend asked bhim to go his bail,
but he was obliged to remain in Cleveland
luil until he was extradited and taken to

‘oronto, wheuce -he was taken to Cayuga
sud tried for the murder of Nelles, At
this trial the jury disagreed, and he was
remanded to jail,

distance” who ‘had heard no word of it.
When he was arrested, some of the witness-
es were sent to Cleveland to identify him
before he could be -extradided. They found
a mark over one eye in the shape of a half-
moon, a'scar on his Toot, where he had been
cut with a cooper’s adze while working in a
¥ a’'scar on his lett cheek
under the jaw. All these marks were known
to-be on the man, Townsend, and they were
all found on the man McHeury who said he
had never been iu Canada, and that he wasa
native of Glasgow, Il fact, he gave de-
scriptions of Glasgow in such a way as it was
said he could not have done if he had not at
some time lived there ; yet Townsend was
never known to have crossed the ocean.

The trial became cne of the most ex-
traordinary and interesting in the annals of
{mict. Witnesses by the score ve
dentified jthe man :as Townsend; knew hi
instantly ; deseribed bhim by bis scars an
marks ;and- persounal appearance; identified
him by the color of his eyes, by his bair, b
his voice, by bis clifn, by the shape of h

his smile, by his nose, by his

 motions and by the way he combed his
hair, As against this the defence brought
witnesses to prove that he was not Town-
nd at all, bus McHenry; that he wasin
alifornia at the time the murders ;had been
jcommitted in Canada, and four witnesses
/were brought fréom California to prove that

that he could ‘not bly be Townsend.
Two lake captains with whom ‘McHenry-bad
sailed as a deck hand swore- to receiving
letters from him in California at the time
he was su; to be in Canada, but unfor-
tunately they could produce neither envel-
opes nor letters to establish the date. Even
the crown wituesses contradicted each other,
and some who were positive they could
identify Towngend the moment they saw
him had to admit when confronted by Me-
Henry that they could not say whether be
was Townsend or not. One witness swore
that he knew Townsend well, and that he
had a scar on the big tos of , his right foot
and an India iok picture of a mermaid on
his arm. . There, sure enough, was the scar
on his big toe, biit the India ink mermaid
was not to be seen, Old sailors were then
brought forward to prove that India ink
marks were not such fixtures as was gen-
erally supposed, but éould be removed by a
simple pi " Bome  of the crow . wit-
nesses swore ¢ Townsend’s éyes were
light blue,” some said dark biue, one said
dark brown, ‘another said dark grey, snd
still another ‘said light hazél, whereas the
witnesses for the -defence swore that his
eyes were dark .aud that he had gone by
the name of Black Eyes at the school. It
was gworn that Téwnsend bad a small fore-
head and wore his hair down over it, On
the other hand the map in the dock had a
high fo. ehéad and his hair was combed well
back. ‘It was sworn that Townsend’s eye-
brows /met over his nose, whereas Mc-
Heory’s did not, but this was met by the
assurance that tle bairs bad been plucked
out fo change bis appearance. A man
who had been robbed on the highway by
Townsend swore that be recognized the
voice of MeHenry as that .of the man who
held the pistol to his breast. When Mc-
Heunry was arrested he had not only a re-
volver but three kpnives on his ogomn.
There wasat this time a reward of £1000
for the capture of Townsend. George May,
who was drivirig ¢ hack in Chicago, swore
that he used to go to school with Townsend,
and that when McHenry came off the train
he greeted him by name, saying, “How are
‘you, George,” but put his flager on his l'i!)
as much as to say not.to call him Townsend.
Merchants, omp&yﬁn and fellow-workmen
vely recoguized McHenry as Townsend.
v. Mr, Haw identified him as Townsend
and offered to do anything for him that he
could if he would say wbo he was; others
said the same; but his answer. ui:;:l: y was
that he was not Townsend but McHenry,
and-that “*you do not know my family his-
tom. there areé mauy things tonuacted with
their history w rather ‘than expose, I
would die on the gallows,” Towusend’s
family lived io the county aad -were known
to nearly everybody. But even they repudi-
ated this man as Townsend, Townsend’s
own sisters declared that the prisoner was
not their.brether, . Yet scores recogaized
him as Townsead. On the other hand sallors
came forward who bad sa the iakes with
McHeory and ized the prisoner -in.the
dock asthe man y had kbhown by that
name; Thus the case went on for days -

In order to stren%t,hen its testimony and
break the effect of the contradictions of its
own witnesses as to the color of Townsend’s
eyes, the crown put to{'urd expert evidence
to show thata person’s eyes -would change

lor in‘the course of years, and might grow
ﬁhter “if there was a deficiency in tle se-
cretion of coloring matter.” Dr. Burns testi-
fied that he knew of persons having dark
blus ‘eyes one year and light blue four or five

éars after; and Dr. Brooks swore that he
znow a person who had light blue eyes as a
chilld but"whose eyes are now dark kazel, It
was sworn by one crown witness that Town-
sond used to wear -earrings, but when Me-
Henry’s ears were examined it was fouud
that “there - were no holes in them, where-
upon the crown sought to show thatthe boles
might have closed, or that the rings could
have ‘been fastened without . being put
through' the ears. Townsend had taken
part in strel performances and bad imi-
tated femdle' performers, and therefore
might bave worn earrings,  fe wore his
ha.r long ‘and it was curled’in bebind, He
was. at. this time. some Pwenty-three .or
P o{ean;ot age ‘apd sang aod played the
violin,and could imitate voices, and some-
times disgnised himself with false whiskers,
his own face being bare. Yet McHeury,
several vears after Towus:nd bhad escaped,
bad a beard and:seemed to bave chan in
color. This was attributed to the warmer
climate of California. One witness named
Merey Ann Hatch of Hamilton said that
she' heard Townsend, Blows and Lerttice
talking in Hamiiton of the Nelles murder,
saying that there nas a reward for the mur-
derers in the newspapers, and that she posi-
tively identified the prisonér as Townsend.
Of Lettice it may- be said that his body: was
subsequently found at Squaw Island in the
Niagara River, and it was suggested that
Townsend had kilied him in order to prevent
him from giving information to the authori-
ties and securing the reward.

One witness declared that the prisoner,
whosver elke he might be, was not Towns-
end. “This man is not Townsend,” said
he to the crown counsel, “he nas not a
single feature like Townsend’s, and looks
po wmore ltke Townsend than you do.” Is it
any wonder that thé jury was in doubt? In
regard to the contradictions couceraing the
color of Townsend’s eyes, it is said that few
men could tell, if asked, what color their
next neighbor’s’ eyes were. t any man
call to mind the faces of half a doz n friends
aud say what is the color of their eyes, and
in regard to half of them he will be in error.
Hezekiah Davis, a respectable farmer, who
recognized Townsend without the least hesi-
tation, was asked by the defence to look
about the court room and pick out: his own
son, who had returned unexpectedly from
California after an absence of some years,
nnknown to his father. Mr. Davis, never
dreaming that his son had'! returned, failed
to pick out anybody in the court room- who
ever looked like him and did mnot recognizs
{-bim when ho was pointed out, a beaurd and
{ brown face baving made his son lock very
| different, The effect of bLis identifica-
tion of Townsend was in this way de-
stroyed, the jury saying that a mau
who could po* recognize his own son after
an absence of a few years could not be de-
pended bn to recognize anybody else aftera
similar sbsence. And so it went on day
after day until the jury wasas much in
doubt as to the identity of Townsend as was
the Hamilton jury the other day in regard
to the whereabouts of Goosey and Douglas,
Lottridge and Bartram on- the night of th:
Heslop murder. Their verdiet was one of
not guilty, onthe ground that the man in the
dock was not William Townsend, as charged
in the crown indictment, but Rovert Mc-
Henry. The man was therefore ac:;luitbed.

The charge of murder in the Nelles case
still bung over him, but after thecrown
counsel had made repeated inquiries and
sought for more evidence it was assumed that
it would be impossible to convict bim. The
mman who killed Nelles was Townsend, so it
this was not Townsend there was an eud of
the case, McHenry was then arraigned be-
fore Justice Richards at Cayuga for the
murder of Nelles, and long affidavits were
read, in which he gave his history as Mc-
Henry, whereupon bhe was liberated upon
entering into recognizance to &ppear at the
following assizes..
