PROHIBITION CASE.

Fixed For Hearing In May—MeUreevy 
and Connolly Still In Jail—General

OtTAWA, Feb. 28 —In the Supreme Court 

to-day Solicitor General Curran moved that 
the test case as to the power of the Ontario 
Legislature to pass a Prohibition Act, which 
was a few days ago placed at the head of 
the Ontario list at the May sitting of the 
court, be given precedence over all other cases 
at that sitting.

The latest plauk in Mr McCarthy'» plat­

form is a policy for securing a greater share 
of the grain traffic for Canada, via the Bt. 
Lawrence. In spite of the fact that the St. 
Lawrence route to Montreal wae shorter than 
the route to New York, via Buffalo, by some 
483 miles, yet the bulk of our Northwest 
traffic was going by the Buffalo route to 
New York. The reason for this had 
been pointed out by Mr. Campbell, 
n gram merchant of Montreal, who recently 
wrote a pamphlet on the subject. The 
freight rate from Montreal averaged about 
21 ; cents a bushel higher than from New 
York. The cause of this wae to be found In 
the large trade done at New York. There 
vessels find a cargo both going from and 
corning to the port, whereas at Montreal the 
vessels often have freight only the one way. 
If we havo free trade with Kngland the ves­
sels will find cargoes coming this 
way ns well as going to Europe,
and under those conditions rates at 
Montreal ought to he as favorable as at New 
York. Mr. McCarthy favored the deepening 
of the equals to a uniform depth of 14 feet 
and the Improving of our lake harbors, so 

the largest vessels could enter them.
