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The shortest, spiciest and liveliest 
session yet held by the Simpson lire 
inquest jury was that of last evening. 
The incendiary fire at the old Empire 
building was first made the subject of 
enquiry, and the proceedings opened with 
a lively argument between Crown At­
torney Dewart and A. M. Grier, counsel 
for the Holmes Electric Police and Pa­
trol Protection Company, as to the ad­
missibility of the evidence of P. C. 
Skeiding. Mr. Grier argued that as the 
inquest was called to enquire iuto the 
cause of the Simpson fire, the blase in 
Johnson-street did not come within the 
scope of the enquiry. Coroner Johnson 
said his commission was to investigate 
any or all fires occurring within the city, 
and despite the suggestions of Mr. Grier, 
that, according to that interpretation, 
the jurors might be asked to pass upon 
an antediluvian blaze, the evidence of 
the officer was admitted.

Watchman Spnott had sworn he was 
not in the vicinity of the Simpson build­
ing. at Queen and Youge, at any time 
during the evening of the fire, 
and another witness had sworn 
with equal positiveness that he 
was. The Holmes Company en­
deavored to show by their books that 
Sprott was telling the truth, 
evidence last evening was put 
a view to showing the jury that the 
books of the Holmes Co. could not be 
taken as any criterion.

Whifc cross-examining Mr. Barrett Mr. 
Grier, in endeavoring to discredit the 
testimony of the witness, went so far 
as to call out the protests of the jury­
men againpt bis attacks upon the credi­
bility of tollable business men who had 
been asked to give evidence.

Another 
agreement was drawn np whereby Ayles­
worth and Wells were to go to Fort 
Erie and establish an hotel, the money 
for which was to be advanced by, the 
Hyams from the moneys that they owed 
the others. Finally this turned out- to 
be a fizzle. Then the Hyams placed a big 
pile of money on the desk in their office 
iu the presence of Aylesworth and Wells, 
in order to lead them to conclude that 
they had plenty of cash. Fox acciden­
tally turned this pile over, and it turn­
ed out that while there were two or 
three bills of large denominations on the 
top, the rest were one dollar notes, but 
the Hyams succeeded iu inducing Ayles­
worth and Wells to allow their money 
to remain in the business, the two pri­
soners explaining that they intended to 
go iuto the warehouse business and would 
employ Aylesworth at $15 and Wells 
at $10 per week.

The Empire Rnildlug Fire.
Police Constable Skeiding told of the 

discovery of the fire in the old Empire 
building on the morning of Jan. 29. 
While proceeding down Johnson-street 
he saw a man run into a lane leading 
west from Johnson-street' He shouted 
to him to etop< He did so, and on com­
ing up with the man found that it 
Watchman McKee.; On enquiry McKee 
told him that the door of the old Em­
pire building woe on fire. McKee was 
at the time running away from the fire. 
Together they extinguished the blaee by 
throwing snow over it. The door was 
on the south side of the building, and 
the lane in which he saw McKee ran 
along its northern wall:

P. C. Ghilds (11) sand that about 8 
o’clock on the morning of the fire he 
met McKee near Richmond and Yonge- 
etreetst The latter was then going down 
Ycmge-etreet. Soon afterwards he saw 
McKee and Superintendent Sprott in 
conversation at Yonge and Adelaide - 
streets, and overheard McKee say to 
Sprott, “ You’re out a little early this 
morning.” The witness never saw 
Sprott out at that hour of the morn­
ing before.

Burning Torch Applied to Door
James Stephen, Inspector of Police in 

the first precinct, went to the old Empire 
building on the fronting after the fire. 
The door over which the fire was dis­
covered faced south, and was in such a 
position as to obscure the observation 
from the street. Appearances bespoke 
a deliberate attempt to fire the place 
by holding a burning torch to the door. 
The fire was all on the outside of the 
door, not having burned through to 
the inside. It could have been started 
with a stub of candle or a spirit lamp.

Simpson’s F.x Watchman
Joseph Sprott, Simpson’s ex-watcli- 

man, was next called. He fixed the time 
at which he first saw the fire at be­
tween 1.05 and 1.10. After seeing the 
fire and leaving The Truth building, he 
ran east along Adelaide-street to Yonge 
to the fire. He did not stop anywhere 
or pull any box after leaving The Truth 
building and before reaching the fire.

Mr. Dewart here produced a report 
sent by the Holmes Company to the 
Parisian Laundry, - showing their box to 
have been pulled at 1.16. The witness 
swore he did not pull this box and could 
not account for the report. Mr. Grier 
suggested that it was a mistake on the

The best description he could fur­
nish of these two men wae that one wore 
a light-colored overcoat, and the othher 
a dark overcoat.;
" Abram Lavinsky, a 12-year-old news­
boy, was selling papers at Yonge and 
Queen-street during |the whole of the 
Saturday evening, and remained 
daylight. Shortly before the fire broke 
out he saw three men standing in Simp­
son’s doorway, but when the fire broke 
out there were only two of them there. 

Contradicting the Reports,
T. W. Barrett of the legal firm of Horn 

Sc Barrett went into the box to speak of 
hie experience with the Holmes Co.,when 
Mr. Grier entered an objection to the 
admission of his evidence. Nothing that 
Mr. Barrett could say, Mr. Grier con­
tended, could throw any light upon the 
origin of the fire, but might, through 
some mistaken notion or otherwise, 
throw discredit upon his company.

Mr. Dewart replied that a witness had 
sworn that Sprott was in the vicinity 
of the Simpson building during that even­
ing, and Sprott had sworn that he was 
not. The company by which Sprott was 
employed produced their books to cor­
roborate his story and discredit that of 
of the other witness. Mr. Barrett’s evi­
dence was to be put in to show that 
reliance could be placed In the reports 
sent out by the Holmes Co.

“ If this kind of evidence is taken,” said 
Mr. Grier, “ it will be a scandal and 
a shame to my company.” “ Your com­
pany will simply havb to bear the brunt 
of it, that’s all,” replied Mr. Dewart.

Mr. Barrett said that he had had a 
Holmes signal box in his factory in 
Esplanade -street two years ago. One 
night his watchman was sick and was 
not on duty, but the report came in 
as usual next morning, purporting to 
show that the box was pulled at regu­
lar Intervals during the night, when as 
a matter of fact it was not pulled at 
all. He then undertook to test the 
accuracy of the reports for a pionth, 
and instructed his watchman to change 
his hours for pulling the box. 
ports came in from the Holmes Co. 
each morning, and were checked off. Not 
once during the whole month 
accurate.
Co. that he wished to discontinue their 
services, and refused to pay their ac­
count. It was not paid yet, and the 
witness did not consider that he owed 
it. Mr. Barrett volunteered the state­
ment that he had had a further experi­
ence with the Holmes Co. While con­
nected with the Poison Co., whose pre­
mises were watched "by the Holmes 
patrolman, a burglary occurred, aud no ;

Robert Elgie, box manufacturer, said

At the Warehouse.
Premises were rented and Wells was 

engaged in filling out sheëts and ad­
dressing envelopes, while Aylesworth 
was sent out td secure reports, which 
were never made use of. This was the 
only business carried on. It was ar­
ranged that Wells’ life should be insured 
for $30,000, Harry Hyams agreeing to 
pay the premium and also agreeing to 
pay Wells $2500 for allowing himself 
to be an applicant.

The elevator in the warehouse was 
only used on a few occasions to carry 
up a couple of bureau* and a few bar­
rels of sugar, and prisoners began to 
tamper with it. Early iu December 
they got the grooves in which the cage 
worked fixed. At that time 
who fixed it recorded that there was 
nothing the matter with the rig, and 
that it did not appear to catch. Then 
an opening was made in the shaft where­
by the weights could be taken off, in­
structions lor the alterations being given 
by Dallas Hyams. On Dec. 8,1892, a new 
hook wais put on*. Meantime Wells had 
beeen negotiating for the purchase of a 
farm from Uriah Jones of Pickering. The 
jnoney wae to be paid in the week prior 
to the aiccidcut, and finally it was ar­
ranged that lie was to receive $1000 due 
him on the day that he was killed.

The Weight Could Not Have Fallen
Under the circumetaluces, could the

On April 18, $2000 of the in­
surance money received by Martha Wells 
was paid to Harry P. Hyams, and two 
days subsequently the chattel mortgage 
of $1972 held by Dr. Macpherson 
paid off. He also pointed out that while 
the brothers were paying 3 to 5 per 
cent, interest a month on 
moneyr they were paying these large 
premiums on the life of Wells. In con­
clusion, he claimed that sole acquain­
tance which existed between the Hyams 
brothers, Wells aud Ayleswotth and 
Martha Wells, was in order that the 
money possessed by these parties, be it 
great or little, should pass from them 
to the Hyams.

It is hardly possible for 
the weight to fall without striking the 
shoulder The fractures on the skull 
could have been made by a blow Struck 
with a hammer, without showing a 
mark of the instrument inflicting the 
blow. The doctor said to Mr. Johnston 
that he could not tell what caused all 
the fractures; some heavy weight on the 
side of the head caused some of them.
A weight falling three feet on the head 
of; a man lying on- the ground would pro­
duce such fractures as those on the skull 
in court; every bone in it is broken; o 
weight falling on the side of the head 
might throw the body to one side with­
out injuring the body, but the weight 
would not then fall on the head. 
Richardson could not account for the 
fracture of the condyles.

Detective Alf Cuddy testified that on 
Jan. 22 or 23, 1892, he hadi a conversa­
tion with one of the prisoners. He 
lieved it was Harry P. He called at 
their office at 11 King-street west and 
asked him if he knew anything 
the insurance on young Wells. He said 
he knew there was some insurance, but 
he couldn’t tell the amount, 
then asked for Martha Wells’ address, 
and. it was given him. He went to the 
house, accompanied by Detective Davis, 
and after he hod been there about two 
minutes, one of the prisoners, whom he 
believed to be Harry P. Hyams, passed 
through the house. Witness proved the 
weight, etc., produced as having come 
from £he Colborne-street warehouse. 
Cuddy was present at the arrest of the 
prisoners. They made no remark.

Death of an Old Citizen.

Thomas Winslow Andersoar one of the 
York Piofloore,died at this home in Eglin- 
fcon yesterday, where he has resided for 
30 years. He was one of tihe best-known 
characters In Toronto; and was born in this 
city In 1809, his father being a 
dior. At one itime he kept a jewelry store 
where the Confederation Life building now 
stands, wiiioh property he owned. He also 
owned other property in the city 
of Yérk. He was kind-hearted 
rospécted by all Who knew him. He leaves 
three sons and three daughters. He was 
a staunch Reformer, and took an active 
part in tihe Mackenzie rebellion.

The rendezvous of the rebels, Montgom­
ery s Tavern, sto-odf about one mile south 
of where Mr. Andterson afterward built his 
house at Eglinton. HU experience during 
that short campaign was a stirring one. 
He anjfl a brother of his, long since dead, 
wore among" the seven men who dug their 
way out of prison, at Kingston and possibly 
escaped execution by this means.

The late Mr. Anderson learned his trade, 
whdeh was that of a watchmaker, from an 
eccentric old jeweler,. dear to dhronicleva 
of early Toronto, after whom Jordan-street 
was named. The shop stood on the corner 
of Jordan and King-streets. The deceased 
gentleman was one of the hardiest types 
of pioneer Canadians. Although of such 
great age, it was no uncommon sight on 
sunny days to see hem iin his garden in 
his shirt sleeves. On the streets of To­
ronto he became noted of late years as 
a patriarchal figure; hU erect carriage, 
hie streaming white beard and the flowing 
plaid ne always wore, contributing the 
picturesque effect.

One of 'his daughters Le the wife of Aid. 
Leslie, another is Mrs. Brown of Barrie, 
and hl's only unmarried daughter is Miss 
Carrie Anderson of Eglinton; 'his sons are 
Mr. Jo'hai Anderson of Eglinton and Mr. 
Thomas Anderson of Toronto. Another son 
is resident in New York.
