AN ENGLISH BARRISTIR SENTENCED
TO DEATH IN AUSTRIA.

Bouzex, Austria, July 2.—Henry Per-
reau, alias De Touryille, born in France,
but naturalized in England, an English
barrister, who,under the extradition treaty,
was handed overby the English authori-
ties to the Austrian on the charge of mur—
dering his wife in the Tyrol, has been con-
victed of murder and sentenced to death.
Counsel for the accused gave notice of an
appeal. Henri de Tourville's trial wasnot
expected to end as soon as it did. His
crime was & notable one and peculiarly
atrocious. July 15th, 1876, he went with
his wife and her maid to Spondinig and or-
dered a carriage, in which he and his wife
were to go to the top of the Stelvio Pass.
leaving the vehicle near Trafoi, they went
along the serpentine path on foot. An hour
afterwards he went to the inn,walking at his
usual pace, not at all heated or excited,
and holding a parasol without a handle in
his hand. He asked for some wine ,and being
questioned as to his wife’s whereabouts
said she had fallen and hurt . herself--this
withont any signs of anxiety or sorrow.
Entering the carriage with an inspector

e I il dhero. her hat,
jacket, and handkerchief were found soak-
ed with blood. ¢ They are hers,’ he said,

negligently. In the depths of the Klam-

back the woman's corpsé was found, gap-

ing wounds being upon her forehead, the
face covered with blood, and the dress dis—
ordered. ¢ Dead! indeed,’ said the hus-

band, coldly, when the men told him of

the result of theirsearch, He was detain-
ed and searched. He was very calm ; said

his wife, who wore high heels and -was
subject to fits of giddiness, slipped and fell -
some feet, and was left by him leaning
against a tree while he weut back for as-
gistance. Subsequently he told another
story—that she had committed suicide to
avoid giving evidence in the divorce case
of Warwick Hunt, with whom she was
charged with having commifted adultery.
This was not accepted, not believed, as
the evidence afforded by the ground and
wounds showed pretty conclusively that
the woman’s head had been mangled
with a stone and she had been carried somo
distance to the chasm and cast in. Tho
commission however, released him ; but
subsequently finding out that his state-
ments as to himself were false in some re-
spects, and that the woman 's death would
make him heir of nearly£40,000, reopened
proceedings and secured. his extradition.
A clergymen was also found to whom De
Tourville had said before marriage that he
could get rid of an obnoxious mother-in<
law and wife—the former might be, shown
the mechanism of reveiver, which would
accidently go off, and the iaiter taken to
some mountain scenery and pushed over &
precipice. It was in this way that his

mother-in-law, Mrs. Brigham, did die, her

death being attributed to accident. Three

years theveafter,in 1871,his house took fire
mysteriously, and his stepson narrowly es-

caped burning. It is now believed that he

shot the old Iady and fired the house to

destroy the boy, g0 as to secure somoe pro-

perty. De Tooryille,whose real name was_
Perreau, was & London barrister of wealth.
