South African War News,

BOERS COMING IN.

London, Avg. 1.—A correspondent with
General Hunter’s force at Slapkravz, says:

“The Winburg and Seneknf commandos
are now arriving, about 600 men. Genera]
Boux has arrived and alse the commandant
of the Wepener commando. It will take
days to get all in. There is a continucus
stream of wagons for seven miles up the val-
ley rond. All the leaders have surrendered.
The prisoners include foreign artillerists.

BOERS RETIRING.

Lorenzo Marquer, Aug 1.—The Boers have
evacuated Machadodorp and it is reported
are preparing to retreat to Lyndenburg, to
which place they have completed telegraphic
communication.

‘ STARTLING IF TRUE.

London, Aug. 2.—The Daily Telegraph,
on the authority of its Cape Town corres-
poudent, asserts today that documents of
the highest importance emanating from Eng-
land have been discovered in Pretoria impF-
cating members of the House of Commons
and other prominent persons in England who
have agitated in favor of the Boers. Itsays
that startling developments may be expeot-
ed shortly.

Cuie Town, Aug. 3,—Lieberg's commando
attacked General Smith Dorrien, near Pot-
chefstroom, but was easily repulsed. Gen-
eral Ian Hamilton has gone to Rustenberg
to bring away Baden-Powell’s garrison.
Seveu hundred and fifty additional Boers
have surrendered to General Hunter.

Gen. Hunter alse secured 3,046 horses and
three guns.

Lord Roberts adds that General Ian Ham-
ilton, continuing his movement toward Rus-
tenburg, engaged the Boers in the Magades-
burg range Thursday. Lieut.-Col. Rhodes
snd Major G. A. Williams were among the
forty-one British wounded. The Boers left
two dead and several badly wounded.
Pretoria, Aug. 3.— President Kruger and
Commandant-General Botha have issued a
proclamation promising to pay all damages
done to the farms by the British provided
the Burghers remain with the commandos.
London, Aug. 4.—The war office has re-
ceived a despatch from Lord Roberts, dated
Pretoria, Aug 4, which says:

“Lord Algernon Lennox has been released
by the Boers. Only two officers remain
prisoners.

“Commandant Olivier has managed to
escape to the hills in the vicinity of Bethle-
hem, with 1,500 men. He has informed Gen.
Bruce Hamilton that he does not consider
himself bound by Gen. Prinsloo’s offer to
surrender, and that his force intends to con-
tinue the war. He has taken up a position
between Harrismith and the Newmarket
road. Lt. Col. Rundle is now following
him,

“Prisoners captured by Gen. Ian Hamil-
ton say that only soft nosed bullets are now
served out to the Boers. I am representing
this matter and protesting to Gea. Botha.”
London, Aug. 4. —The Lourenzo Marques
correspondent of the Daily Exprese, wiring
Saturday, says:

*“Yransvaal advices declare that Gen.
Baden-Powell was wounded during a recent
eogagement at Rustenburg, when the Boers,
according to their account, took some pris-
oners and captured 324 wagone.”

London, Aug. 5.—A special despatch from
Pretoria, dated Saturday says:

Gen. Christian De Wett is completely sur-
rounded near Reitsburg, and it is impossible
for his forces to escape through the strong
British cordon.

““The Boers say they will make a stand at
Machadodorp. Theyare short of ammuuition
and food. Gen. Hamilton, by the rapidity
of his movements, prevents reinforcements
reaching Commandaant General Botha.

It appears that, after the train carrying
United States Consul Stowe and flying the
S:ars and Stripes, was derailed at Honig-
spruit, south of Kroonstadt, concealed Boers
fired, killing four.

¢ Many residents of Pretoria have been
sent into exile for having behaved cruelly
or shamefally to British subjects before or
during the war. The terms of exile vary,
and in one instance reached 25 years.

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THE CHINESE SITUATION.

Gen. Gaselee Arrives.
Tien Tein, July 27 via Shanghai, Ani. 1-
—General Sir Alfred Gaselee arrived he
and assumed command of the British forces.

Seymour Pays a Visit.

Shanghai, August 1.—Admiral Seymour
on board the British despatch boat Alacrity
started for Nankin today to consult with Li
Kun Yi, viceroy of Nankin. Admiral Sey-
mour wired the viceroy of his intended visit
and Li Kun Yi replied:

“Am unwell and cannot see you.”

Admiral Seymour insisted upon making
the visit and the viceroy responded by wire,

“] am instructing a warship to proceed
down the river to escort the Alacrity to Nan-
kin in case of misunderstanding in passing
the forts.”

It is reported that fifty missionaries have
been maseacred in the Shan Si province.

Li Hung Chang’s Terms.

Paris, August 2.—The French consul gen-
ersl at Shanghai telegraphs today as follows:
' Li Hung Chang has etated to the United
States consul that the ministers will be put
in communication with their respective gov-
ernments if the allies arrest their march on
Pekin. i

“*Chang is yet unable to secure a reply to
the message in his care to Mr. Pichon she
Freoch minister in Pekin as the Tsung Li Ya-
men will not consent to forwarding of mes-
sages for the ministers.:

¢ is asserted the foreigners within the im-
perial city and the consular corps have de:
cided to entrust the defence of the conces-
sions to the international naval forces.”

Reported Japanese Repulsed.
New York, Aug 2.—From Tien Tein under
date of Sunday, says a Che Foo cable to the
Herald, eomes a report that the Japanese
van.guard has been repulsed wisth a loss of
a hundred and fifty killed and wounded.

A Suggested. Alliance.

New York, August 2.—An Alliance be-
tween Russia and the United States for the
settlement of the Chinese crisis is soggested
in a lengthy article in the Nevos Vremya,
says a St. Petersburg despatch to the Herald.
The Journal pointe out that just as the
Franco- Russian alliance neutralized the war-
like menace of the triple alliance, so would
an approachment between the Northern em-
pire aad the United States control the peace
of Eastern Asia.

Allies Advancing.
Shanghai, Wednesday August 1.—The
Allies advanced toward Pekin today. Itis
estimated that the expedition numbers 20,000
men of all arms with 170 gune. It is hoped
to reach Pekin August 12,

Pekin Government Helpless.
St. Petersburg, Aug. 2.—A communique
by an official messenger says: ‘‘ Information
concerning the marck of events in China
shows the absolute powerlessness of the
Pekin government against the rebels.
“The Chinese emperor's message to the
Czar dated July 3, substantially in the same
terms as those to President McKinley, Pre-
sident Loubet and Queen Victoria, recited
the Czar's reply to his previous message and
expressed grief over the disorders in China.
Raussian efforts will be directed to restoring
order in China in which Russia is willing to
aid the Emperor.”
General Grodekoff, under date of Wednes-
day, Aug. 1, telegraphe as followe: * The
Chinese fortress at Hyng Hun was stormed
by General Augustoff, July 30, thus rsliev-
ing the posts of Novokijevskoje and Postja,
threatened by the Hung gun garrison.
Many guns were taken. The Russian loss
was two officers and eix men killed and four
men wounded.”
New York, Aug 3.—Trustwarthy inform-
ation has reached Shanghai, says the Herald
correspondent at that place, the Chinese
troops are steadily advancing northward
from the Yang Tse Valley, and also toward
the south and may attack and flank the
European army.
St. Petersburg, Aug. 5.— A despatch from
Shanghai, dated Thursday, Aug. 2, received
here today, says that after Li Hung Chang
left Canton the Imperial troops joined the
Boxers.
The despatch adds that the Provincial
troops along the Yang Tse River remain
(&uiet, owing to the protest of the Viceroy of
Nankin and the foreign consuls.
It is further stated in this despatch that
Boxers are murdering missionaries in South
China, but are not disturbing treaty ports.
Qid batteries on the Yang Tse River are be-
ing repaired and new ones are being erected
at Wu Sung, despite the declaration of the
Viceroy that the work would be stopped.
The despatch accuses the British of a secret
understanding with the Viceroy in account-
ing for the indifference of the British fleet to
the strengthening of the Chinese fortifi-
cations,
London, Aug. 6.— The American and
British forces began the advance on Pekin
last Thursday, according to a despatch dated
Aug. 20d, from Tien Tsin to the Daily
Express.
“ The main bodies of the allies,” continues
the correspondent, ‘“‘marched on July 30th.
Gen. Chaffee was delayed by difficulties of
disembarkation. Gen. Dorward, the British
commander, had no such obstacles, and his
delay is inexplicable.
““ The other foreign troops are now half
way to Lofa. The force includes twenty
thousand Japanese under Gen. Yanuchu
Chi, and ten thousand Russians. The Brit-
i-h forces total nine thousand, and the other
foreign troops about seven thousand. We
are weak in artillery.
“On Aug. 1 a strong force of Chinese
from the native city attacked Ten Tsin.
By a series of brilliant charges our troops
drove the enemy from their positions. The
native city is still defiant, and the allies are
unwilling to march troops through its streets
as this would mean an immense slaughter,
When the Chinese saw so large a body of
troops marching Wwestward they appareatly
believed they would have an easy victory
over those who were left.”
A meesage to the same paper from a cor-
respondent in Pekin, dated July 22ad, says:
“ The women have borne all the horrors
with marvellous fortitude and even with
cheerfulness. The Chinese wanted peace
when the arsepals at Tien Tein were eap
tured and the negotiations bade fair to be
successful. Unfortunately Li Ping Heng
and Kang Yu arrived hete at the critical
moment and overthrew the peace party.
* Food has-been short but not terribly so,
though we had to be very careful.”
Nearly all the correspondente gonfirm the
report of a wholesale massacre of Christians
outside Pekin, a gorrespondent of the Daily
News giving the number of killed as between
ten and fifteen thousand, all defenceless con-
verts. Imperial troops, so it is stated, did
the ghastly work,
“From varions sources come statements
that a large body of Boxers—some esti-
mating them at three thousand—is gathering
gouth of Tien Tsin and threatening commun-
icatious,”
The 8banghal correspandent of the Daily
Mall annonnces the reception of an Imperial
edict, 1ated Aug. 2, ordering Gen. Yung Lu
toselect high wilitary and civil digoitaries
together with s sufficient number o picked
troops to escort the foreign Ministers to Tien
Tsin, as soon s they decjde to leave Pekin.
By the terms of the edict (Gen. ¥ung Lu will
be held personally reeponsible for their safety
and he is given full authority to deal sum-
marily with those opposing the peaceful pas-
sage of the escort.

To Promote Peace.
SLIGHT JAR AT THE INTER-PARLIAMEST4RY

CONGRESS AT PARIS.

Paris, Aug. 2.—An unpleasant split in the
Inter-Parliamentary Congress for peace arbi-
tration was parrowly avoided at to-day’s
session, M. )orand, speaking of the impo-
tence of the Hague ‘Conference as there had
never been more wars than at present, pro-
tested against the war in the Transvaal and
expressed astonishment that the requests for
arbitration made by the South African Re-
publics had not found an echo in Europe.

Lord Stanhope, one of the English dele-
gates, immadistelg' rose and stated that
friends of peace in bis country did everything
possible to prevent war, adding that it woul
be impossible for representatives of England
to participate in a discussion implying the
least blame to England. The presiding officer
notiull¥ turned the approaching storm by
calling for a vote on the foldowing resolation,
which wrs adopted ¢

“ This congress, acting on the Hague reso-

lutione, expresses its gratitude to those con-
tributing to the results, in the firm hope that
the Powers will not neglect in the future to
utilize means at their disposal for the ap
peasement of international conflicte, and its
regret that they have not been able to do so.
Actual war in the Transyaal calls the atten-
tion of the varions dejegates to the duty
devolving on them to call the attention of
their respective Governments to the obliga-
tions the Powers contracted in giving uiﬁ:-
sion to the Hague resolutions,”

New Cable Line.

New York, Aug. 3.—Congratulatory mes-
sages from President McKinley and the Kiog
of Portugnl were flashed direct today between
the Uvited States and Portugal, over the
new live of the Commercial Cable company.
which has just been put in operation betwe: n
the Azores and this country.

Felicitations were also exchanged betwecn
the president and American residents in the
Azores, as well as messages from the Ameri-
can officials of the company and the local
authorities at the Azpres.

The new cable connects at the Island of
Fayal with the Europe and Azores company's
line from the Azores to Portugal, and is Lhe
first to connect the Azores with the United
States. It also opens direct communication
for the first time %atween this country and
Portugal.

The Europe and Azores company’s cable
makes connection at Lisbon with the Portu-
guese land lines, the Eastern Felegraph Co.’s
oables to Spain, the Mediterranean porte, all
Africa, India, Corea, Japan, Australia and
the l’hilipplnes, and with the Western Tele-
graph Co.’s cables to Brazil, Argentina and
other parts of South America.

THE Q['EEN'S SECOND SON DIES SUDDENLY
OF PARALYSIS,

Coburg, July 31.—Prince Alfred Erne:t
Albert, Duke of Saxe Coburg, died at 10
o'clock last evenipg at Roseua Castle, from
paralysis of the heart.

Recently at a consultation of specialists
in Vienna it was discovered. that there was
a cancerous growth at the root of his tongue.
By his sudden demise he escapes a painful
lingering death.

During the minority of his heir, the Duke
of Albany, the government of Duchy will be
conducted by the hereditary Prince of Ho-
benlohe-Langenburg, the guardian of the
young Dake.

The Duke of Edinburgh visited Halifax,
in command of H. M. 8. Black Prince, in
1878, when his sister Princess Louise, was
here with her husband, the Marquis of
Lorpe. He became an honorary member of
the Halifax Club at the time, and presented
his pioture to the olub.
