Larly in the year 1809, a new church was
cumpleted in the castern part of the Sciguiory,
and when Divine scrvico was performed the first
time, on o fine day in January thero was a
congregatiun of & thousand persons. ~ His com-
municants in this division wero twenty seven, and
in the westeru division, scventeen; and both the
jj congregativus showed the interest which thoy felt
yin tho I'salmody of the church by engaging a
singing-master. My, Stoewart, to encourage them
in their endeavours to improve this portion of the
church-servico, prepared n small selection of

Montreal.

In August, 1809, the Bishop of Quebee (Dr.
Mouutain) visited St. Armand, and confirmed
sixty persons. Here surely wero visible proofs
of the missionary labours. Ile did not however
confine his service to the peoplo of his own par-
ticular mission, but was in the habit of making
missionnry cxcursions into the neighbouring
townships, where there were neither church nor
clergymen; and where, but for his occasional
visits, the sottlers would have had no opportunity
of participating in any of the ordinances of
religion.  On these occasions ho used to perform
divino service, preach, celebrate marriages, and
administer the sacraments, Great numbers of
children, and not a few adults, were thus from
time to time baptized. In 1811 Mr. Stewart had
the privilege of cpening a new church in the
western portion, when, as he informs us, ¢g
great concourse of people nssembled in it.” "Till
his arrival there ‘vas not a single church in the
whole of that district which was known by the
name of the Eastern Townsbhips, and which even
at that timo contained a population of 40,000
souls, That which was built in the village of
Frelighsburgh, 8t. Armand East, was the very
first erccted in that part of Canada.

The sccoud church was that which was erected
in St. Armand West, and called in honour of tl @
apostle of the Gentiles, St. Paul; it was about
66 feet long and 89 wide, and was surmounted by
a steeple, tho cost of the whole being about £800,
This is o large sum for n new settlement, bug
contributions were reccived from St. John’s,
Montreal, Quebee, and other places; and the
successor of Mr. Stewart, without pretending to
bo exactly informed, stated it as his impression,
from old rccollections that the two churches
together cost him about £600.

In 1812, and for some time sfterwards, the
minds of tho settlers were much sgitated by
apprehensions of an attack from the republican
