for the oocaslon. The Interjor ot the veasel
was also appropriately ornamented, numerous
flags belng suspended from the celling and
plllars and plous inecriptions being hung on
the walls. In the centre of the grand saloon
a splendid statue of 8t. Ann was placed on
an elevated altar all surrounded with flowers
and briliiant ights. Twenty-fiva priests and
representatives of the different religious com-
munities of the Dlocese accompanied the
pligrims and aided mateslally In the success
of the pious excursion, It had been ex-
pected that the venerable Archbishop Bourget
would take part In the pligrimage, but the
fasble health of the veteran prelate prevented
him from being present.

When the boat left its moorlngs the 800
pligrims all assembled on the deck, in-
toned the beautlful hymn, Ave Maris Stella,
thus putting themselves under the fmme-
diate protection of the Mother of God.

The regular programms of religious exer-
olces und devotions was then commenced,
and Bev. Cure Lizbells having oalled the at-
tontion of all present to the numerous graces
and blessinga In store for those proceeding to
the boly shrine with well disposed hearis.
Bsv. Father Magnon, of L‘'Assomption, and
Rev. Father Plcotte, of the Parlsh of the Sa-
cred Heart, each Jdelivered an eloquent ser-
mop, Impresslng upon the minds of their
hearers the fact that the aure means of belng
heard by the good St. Anx in their prayers
and damands was tc approach her with a
purs heart, and that to obtaln this purity of
ronsolence one,and all should mow purliy
themselves by a good confesslon,

The light of the Holy Ghost having besn
called upon the plligrims by the plous hymn
Veni Creator, several cabina were converted
Into as many confessionals, and every cne
devoutly proceeded to avall himself of the
benefits conferred upon all well disposed
Ohristians by the Bacrament of Penance, 1t
-really was a very impressive slght to see In
every part of the boat plous groups of men,
women and chlidren engsaged in the reclia-
tion of the BRozary and Litanles, or in pro.
found meditation,

At 10 o'cleck, evenlng prayer was eald end
.all retired for a night’s rest.

The pligriws arrived in Qusbec at 5 o'clock
on Tuesday morning, and immedlately took
the two small boats which wereto convey them
toBt., Ann's, This part of the voyege was
. entirely devoted to the singing of hymuns and

maeses were celobrated by the prlests accom-
pauying the pllgrimage. What a touohlng
8ight 1t was to gee these hundreds of plous
Christlans approaching the altar to ra.
celve Holy Communion, those among
them who had como to seek relief from the'r
bodily fofirmities belng helpsd by their
frlende and relatives. There were cripples
of sli kindr, deaf and mutesand many effllcfed
with the loss of sight.

After Magg, one hour was given to the pil-
grime to take their breakfast and visit the
village. All avalled themeseives of this op-
portunity to vialt the small chapel bullt with
part of the stonca of the enclent church of 8t.
Anne de Beaupre, and also to go and drink at
the fountaln in front of the church, many
washing thelr sick and crippled Hmbs in the
miraculous waters, at the same time recltinog
prayera., - o

At 10 o'clock the bell again called every
one {o the church where a sermon was preack-
ed, the conascration to Bt. Apy wad pronounc-
ed, and eolemn Benedlotion of the Blessed
Bacrament wag glven.

The sermon was préached by Bev. Father
Flevez, Buperlor of the Redemptorist Fathers,
who, in the most tonobing terme, related the
many spiritual and temporal favors obtained
from Hesven through theintercession of Ste,
Anune de Berupre, bringing tears to the eyes
of his hearors.

Those favored persons and all the pilgrima
employed the time of the returm trip in prals-
lng the Lord and good 8t. Ann for the bene-
fits recelved, and all arrived in Montreal this
morning, satiefied and jubilant over the suo-
oess of one of the finest pligrimnages of the
geason,

The pligrimage will yleld about $3800
profit, which Father Labelle will devote to
his well-deserving colonization schemes.

VOLCANIC ERUPTIONS.

Terxible loss oflife and great destruction
of property—Harrowing Details,

Baravia, Aug. 29.—The volcanic eruptions
In Java began on the islaud of Krakatom, in
the Btralt of Sunda, 100 miles from the coast
of Java. On Saturday night and Bunday the
digtarbances had extended beneath tho
waters of the Btrait, cansing great waves and
a rige of 20 degrees in the tempeialure of the
ges. The disturbance was folt for 500
miles away, and by noon Maha Meru, the
Inrgest volcano in Jave, was in violent erup.
tion, and shortly after the Gunung crater,
which {8 the largest in the world, and fiftesn
of tho others, Forty.five craters 1n Java
were elther in active eruptlon or seriously
threatened. At dusk the Gucuag seat out
streams of white, orld, sulphurous mud, with
an explosion, discharging cinders and stones,
whickh carrled death ail about the valley. The
clouds were charged with electricity,
and filteen water-spouts were getn
slmultaneously. The inhabltants fled terror
striokep, and one hundred were buried under
tho housss crusbed by maeses of rocks and
mud. The Gunung Tengger, which not kad
eruption slnce 1800, shot out graat red hot
boulders which orushed throngh the huts of
Chinese fishermen; flssures and yawning
chasms appesred. Fertlle valleys were
covered with flourlshing planiations were
now but mud, stone and lava covered fieids
of destruction. There Is probably not o single
orop In Java saved, At the entrance to Baia.
vin there was a Isrge group of houses oc-
cupfed by Cbinamen. This portlon is cp-
tirely swept away and of 25,000 Ohinese
about 5,000 are saved. Of 3500 Europeans
800 perished. At Avjler the £uropean and
American quarters wero first overwhelmed by-
rocks and mud and lava, and then the wea-
tsrs came up and swallowed the rulne, leav-
ing nothing and causing a loss of 200 lives.
Batam, once & prosperous native clty, aban-
doned by the Enropeans many yeara ago, was
entirely covered by water and
from 1200 to 1400 were drowned.
The 1sland of Sersny was completely inan-
dated, and not a goul remains at Cherebon,
and the loss of life and prepsrty 18 consider-
able. Buoltenzarg euflered very seriously as
did Samarang, Jogjakerta, Seurakerta and
Sourobays, while meagre reporic from lesser
towns Indicate their loss great im proportion.
The last advices state that the ernptions are
continuing, bat their violence abated some-
what. It Is feared the dlsaster will be the
most frightf{ul ever known.

BaTavia, Java, Aug. 29,--The towns of
Angler, Tjlilngine] and Telokobelong were
destroyed by voloanle eruptions. All the
lighthouses in the Btralts bave disappeared,
and where the mountains of Kramatan former-
1y etood the sea mow flows. The aspect of
Bunday Straits Is much changed and naviga-
tlon 1s dangerous, .

Baravia, Aug. 39.—Slnoe noon yesterds;
everything 1s qulst; the sky Is clear and
communication with Serang has been restor-
ed. The tomperature foll 10 degrees on
Mowday, and {8 now normal. The whole
town i8 covered with a thin layer of ashes,
which was €0 hot when falling that it kiiled
all the birds, Telegraph linemen report that
while repalring the line near Anjer, early on
Monday, they saw a high column of gea ap-
proaching with a rosring nolse. ~ They flsd,
without learring the fate of the inhabitants,

The quarries at Meran have dlsappeaved, and
all the peonla of the nlaca narished. The
floating dock at the island of Onrust, near
Batavia s adrift and badly damaged.

His Address to the Irish Nation-
alista of the United States,

A Contribu'don to the McDermott Qoniro-
versy~He Digclaims Any Kesponsibllity
in the Premises, and Deflnes His Position
as that of a Simple Worker in the Ranks

ized,

The following 18 a copy of an address {esued
ot a late hour yesterday afternoon by Mr. John
Dsvoy to the Irish Natlonalists of the United
Btater, and of whioh a very brlef abstract was
published in last night's Eggle :

. New Yorg, August 29, 1883, }
To the Irish Nationalists of the United Stafes:

FELLow OouxreyMEN—An effort Is belng
made, through the meansof publications in
newspapers having a wide circulation among
the Irlsh people, to fasten mpon me some re.
sponelbllity for the treachery and escape
from punishment of James MoDermott and
his confederates. Many statexnents having
tbis objeot in view have been published in the
Brookiyn Eagle and oopled approvingly in ths
Irésh World, but as most of them carried thelr
own refutation on their face, 1 have, up to the

present, deemed them unworthy of notice,
Within the past few deyr, however, an affide-
vit, or a statement purporting to be such, has
beon published by both of these papers, and
distlnct charges made which I cannot ignore
elther 1n justice to myself or to the naticnal
oause, ‘The gnllt which bolongs to others
ie sought {o be placed on me, and I am held
up to the odium of my countrymen for acts
with which I bave had no connection what-
ever. There 1o no good ressen why 1 should
snbmit to this; no good can come to the na-
tional canse by allowing deliberate deception
to be practlzed upon the public. I bavea
tlght to defend myself and to demand a hoar-
Ing from those who have already listened to
mer who scek to save themeelves by direct-
Ing toward me the condemnation which
their own 2cts deserve.

The so-onlled affidavit 1s signed by one
Patrlok O'Geary, who states that some time
sbout last October he met me by appolntment
iIn the Bowery, that he knew me to be ‘a
prominent cfficer in the Clan na Gael,” that
he gave me Information to tbe effect thata
certaln Britlsh spy named O'Srien, an alleged
foster brother of James MoDermott, had made
definite propositlons to him (O'Geary) to
watck the movements of Colonel Michasl
Kerwin, who 1o cailed in the effidavit «a
member of the committee of the Clan na
Gael,” and tn act ln general as & spy
upon the liish Nationalists; that I
undertook to supply O'Geary with two wento
kill the man called O'Brien, and that In vic-
1ation of my alieged promise 1 neglacted the
matter and asllowed the man to escape.
Through the whole body of the sc-called afli-
davit, in 81l the other rtatements on the same
sabjeot, and stlil more in the headings and
-running comments supplied by the twonews-
papers before mentioned, there I8 constant
implication that 1 was conneoted with the
organizatlon of which McDermott was a mem-
ber, wad cogrizant of and a participator in
the enterprises In which that organization
was engaged, and that I held some position
of responelbllity, the duties of whioh 1 ne-
glesoted to a criminal degrse,

MR, DEVGY'S POSITION,

The real facts of the case are &8 follows: I
am not an officer of the Olan na Gael nor of
any other organization and have no duties or
responslbillities except those that devolve
upon me a3 a simple worker in tha ranks of
the national movement and as a public jour.
nallst, X have never been assoclated with
James McDermott in any organizatior, publlo
or private, or in any enterprise of any kind
with which he had any connection, bave
never held any correspondence with him,
and have repeatedly during the last few years,
in the most public manner, expressed
my opinion of his unworthiness, When John
O’'Maboney's body was about to be sent to
lreland and O'Donovan Rogsa conveyed to
the Obscquies Commitiee an cffer from Mc-
Dermolt to accompany the remains to Ireland,
1 propesed the rejectlor of the cffer on the
ground that the man's Infamous charaoter
would bring disgrace on the whole sifalr,
When he then announced his Intention of ac-
corpanying the delegation as & correspon-
dent of a Brookiyn psper I propased a resc-
latlon, which was carried, Instructing the da-
legation oot to assoolate with him and to
warn the people of Ireland against him. A
number of men, who have elnco been acting
with McDermott in the Unlted Irlshmen and
who are asppsrently taking part In the effort
to make me responsible for his treachery or
his eaoape, were present at the meetipg and
voted with me,

When the United Irishmen's convention
was held in Philadelphis, 1 publicly and p1l-
vately protested against O’Donovan Rossa
giving to that body information which he
poséessed regarding Ireland on aocoumi of
James MoDermott and at Ieast one other bad
moan being present. When Iater on & coms
mittea appointed by the « convention” walted
on me to demand an account of the Skir~
mishers’ Fund I gave the samoe reason among
others for deollning to bhave anything
to do with them. 1 repeated the
objection irequently In Interviews put-
Hehed in the dally papers during the next
few daye, abd In Patrick Ford’s house charged
O'Donovan Rogea to bis face with perfidy to
the National cansa for placing this man Mc-
Dermott and two other men whom 1 named,
and whote utterly bad conduot 1 exposed, in
o position to betray men living In Ireland.

His persistent publication of statements
endeavoring to kstablish such connection and
fix responalbility on me for any of the con-
sequences 18 done with a foll knowledge of
the groundlessness of the charge and with the
deliberate purpoce of Injuring me and decelv-
ing the publio.
THR O'GEARY AFFIDAVIT,

With regard to (’Geary's affidavit, I have
1o proof that it is s sworn statement, but, if
it 12, 1t 18 a gross and outrageous perjury. It
is false nlmost from beginning to end, and
the few grains of truth in it ara twlsted out
of their natural bearing and given a false
moaning, I never met this man by appoint-
ment, but I did meet him accidentally in the
sirect as I oame out of }a meeting, not as ho
states, In orabount Qotober, but early in the pre-
sont year, moat probably in February, as the
.meetisg was in conneotion with the Emmet
celebration on March 4. He was introduced
to me by Oaptain John Kirwan of Dablin,
and told me he wanted to consult ms about
a man then a conductor on the Second avenue
carf, whom he suspected as belng a British
8py. He did not even mention the name of
Colonel Michael Eerwin, but expreseed his
ballef that it was John Kirwan the man was

The description he gave did not at all cor-
respond with that now given of O'Brlen, Mc-
Dermott’s alleged foster brother., McDer-
mott’s name wus not mentioned at all. I
told O'Geary dictinctly that I was In no cffice
or position to do anything in the matter, and
I made no promits of supplylng mer to
kill him, to watch him, or to do anything
elge. I told Oesptaln Kirwan that I did not
waut to talk to this man at all, that he was
drank aad L weuld ot trast myself in any-
thing with him. By appolntment I met
Oaptain Kirwan in my room later that even-
{og without O'Geary, end I hava never sern
the fellow elnce. I bave never recelved any
letter from him -or did he show me any, nor
glve tha slightest intimation that an attempt
" had been meade to bribe him. Idoubt if he
wus In & oondition to remember what took
place at all.

Krom Captain Kirwan I got substantially
the same story, with a strong expression of
bellef that he bimeelf was the man- after
whbom the alleged detectlve was looking. I
promised to get some friends reslding near
Sacond avenne dspot to Invastigate the man's
character, and I promised pothing more. I
kopt my word, Within a few days the man
had disappearod and I heard nothing more of
him till I read this charge in the papers.

WALNINGS TO O'DONOVAN ROSSA.

Thess are the facts on which this ridicul-
ous but maliclons charge ia based. 1 never
undertcok to iook atter O'Donovan Roesa’s
lnformere, although 1 bave repeatediy warned
him and his friends agalnst tham, and think
If they would davote a litie of the time
they now spenc In maligning men who gdiffer
with them, and in supplying the English de-
tectives with claes that laad directly to the
convlotion of men charged with vlolating law
on the-other side of the Atlantic to looking
after the numeroua shaky characters whom
Rossa has bronght ia among then, they wonld
be much better employed. There are prob-
ably informers in many organizatlons, but the
only organization which encoarages and pro-
tects Informers i that of which O’Donovan
BRoasa {8 the figutehead, Almost every day
exposures of a most infamous character arve
made by membera of his party in the dafly
press and copled approvingly by the [rish
World, and the doings of other organjzations
are placed at the dlsposal of euck men as
McDermott by perjured roffians who carry
them to Rosea and the men around him, The
system of blackguardism resorted to by Rossa
and snstained apd encouraged by Patrick
Ford ia calculated to drive decent, self-re-
gpocting men out of the natlonal movement
and to make the very name of Irish revolu.
tionist a byword and a term of contempt. No
serlous mwovemant oan tolerate this system
and live; no o-ganization that will stand 1t
deserves to live.

TERRIBLE GALE 0N THE BANKS.

Eighty Fishermen Drowmed and 200
Iories Losi—Heartrending Socenes.

Hr. Joun'’s, Nfld,, Sept. 1.~—The fishiog
gchooner Wachusett brings detalls of n tor-
rible gale with Ioea of life on Bunday on the
fishing banks. All the @shing fleet had
dorles out, and as the fishing was good little
attention was pald to the approaching tem-
peat while the bank was seen to the
northward. A equall strnck the whole
flest and the men In the doring
struggled to row to thelr vessels; the sea roes
80 fast that the effort In many casei was inef-.
feotnal. Meanwhile great excltement pre-
valled on board the fishing flaet, and the
echooners 88 goon &8 the orew in dorles re--
turned set a small sail and sought shelter.
All of the Wachusett’s men rsached her and
she got off In tims, As ehe scudded along
in the Iucreasing tempeat heart-remding
ceenes were witnessed. Every now and
then they rushed past a dory with the oc-
cupants given up to despair, knowing well
of no posesibility of resone. 1'he most daring
mariner wonld never venturs even to leava
his ship. The Waochusett passed more dorleg
bottom up and the crews doubtless perished.
Oae of the sallors sald that derelict dorie=
were a8 plentiful as sea gulis, and s8pars, oars,
deck gear In plentiful profusion. Thirty
miles 1n the Waohusett's course were .strawn
with wreckage. Tho mosat moderate acoounta
eatimate that 80 Aighermen were drowaed and
200 dorles lost, with much damage to the

fishing fleet.
