ON A NEW TACK.

Petition for a Reference of the Jesuit Bill to
the Supreme Court.

— . -

Orrawa, June 10.—Considerable excitement
was occasioned to-day by the arrival of Mr,
Hugh Graham, of Montreal, accompanied by
Messre D. Macmaaster, Q C., R. D. McGibbon,
Q.0.,and A, W. Atwater, Q.C. The move-
ments of the party were kept somewhst quiet,
bub it has been learned late thia eveniog that
the gentlemen named called at the Department
of State and tyled a petition asking for a refer-
ence of the Jesnit acts to the Supreme Court of
Canada nnder a section of the law constituting
the court. The petition was accompanied by a
certified chegue on the Bank of Montreal here
for 85,000. 'The petition was immediately laid
before the Privy Council, which was in seasion
this afternoon. The gentlemen also had an in-
terview with Sir Jobn Macdonald. The follow-
ing is the full texs of the petition :—

“To His Exccllency the Governor-General of
Canada in Council :

" The humbdle petition of Hugh Grabam, of

the city of Montreal, journalist, respectfully re-

presents :

1, That grave doubts have been expressed
and exist regarding the legality and constitu-
tionality of the acta of the Legislature of the
province of Quebec, intituled respectively—
“An act to incorporate the Society of Jesus'
(50 Victoria, cap. 13,) and “An act respecting
the settlement of tha Jesuite’ eatates” (51-52
Vie., cap. 13) i .

2 That it is desirable that au opinion should
ba pronounced upon fhese acts by the highest
judicial ttibunal in the Dominion. .

% 3, That your petivioner, who ia a citizen of
the Dominion of Cansds, and a taxpayer of the
provincs of Quebec, acting on his owa behalf and
of others, ia desirous that the powers conferred
on Your Excellency-in-Council by section 37 of
of tbe * Supreme and Exchequer Cours act”
(*‘Revised Statutes of Canada, chapter 133)
which reads as follows: ‘* The Governor-in-
Council may refer to the Supreme court for
hearing or consideration aoy matber which he
thinks fit to refer, and the conrt shall there-
upon hear or consider the same, and certify their
opinion thzreon to the Goveracr-in-Couneil”
—should be exercised in order that counsel may
be heard by the said conrt upon the said ques-
tions.

¢ 4. That in order to avoid any question with
respect to provision being made by Your Ex-
collency-in-Oouncil for the expenses incidental
to sach reference, your petitioner declares the
willingness of bimself and those assuciated
with him to bear the necessary costs of the Gov-
ernment ; and a8 an evidence of such willing-
ness, your petitioner herewith deposite hia cer-
tified cheque on the Bauk of Montreal, Qttawa,
paysahble to the order of J. M, Courtney, E:quire,
deputy minister of finance, for the sum of five
thousand dollars (35,000.) .

IRISH SOOCIETIES IN AMERICA,

How the Clan-na-Gael Sprang Out of the
Fenjan Brotherhood.

[Luke Dillon in Chicago Herald June 2.}

The history of the various secret Irish organiz-
ations leading up to the formation of the pre-
sent association 18 of interest this time, Early
in 1854 the Irishmen in America who bad been
agtive participants in the {ll-devised revolution
of 1848 banded themselves into an organization
known ag the Emmett Monumental Association.
Among the original members of Chicago were
Colonel James Quirk, Deputy Sberiff *‘Batt”
Quirk and Major Charles E, Moore. This
society was composed cf tried, true and trusted
men in‘the cause of old Erin, and must be reco-

jzed as the parent, not only because of ite
E:ilug the first in the American field, but for the
further reason that only those who had suffered
in the fatherland were admitted to its councils,
It waz, at firat, but few in ite numercial shrenﬁth,
yeb the membership was composed of those
who, as brathern, had, metapborically speaking,
touoched shoulders when the battle threatensd
and found each other 40 be tried and trae, Of
thia organization Captain Lyons, of New Yok
was the acknowledged leader, .

1n 1856 » convention of the Emmebs Associa-
tion was held in Philadelphia, During the
short period of its existence the meeting de-
veloped the fact that the old leaders. the
originators, had been gradually superseded by
youngar blood and thab the then unknown but’
now famous Jobn O'Mahoney, the American
‘ head center " of fenian fame bad the msjority
of the convention with him. This convention
first changed the name of the Emmett Monn
menta! Assooiation to that of t$he Fenian
Brosherhood and elected. John O'Mahoney
chief of the renamed organization, The plan of
the new brotheérhood was to prepare for armed;

The war caused an interregnum in the Irish
movement, aud Irith revolution matters re-
mained in statu quo during its coutinuance.
Yet the regiments of the North and Sonth were
honeycombed with fevians, and ous of their
bastle-booghy wages the organization lived.

’lfhe war was concluded, and a host of war-
trained {Irish veterans, skilled in the use of
arms, more eag:r to fight shan anything else
numbering nos less than 150,000 men, were at
the call of Irish libervy. They had all contribut-
ed liberally to the ** cause,” but when * head
center” Stephens and ** head center” Mahoney
started thewr several revolutions nothing like,
sufficient funds were in sight—an 1nkling that
the same methods then prevailed that is
now atleged caused the death of Dr. Cronin,

Stephens’ revolution on Irish #oil came firat,
and among thoze who went from Chicago to
Ireland was Colonel James Quirk and seven-
teen of the officers of his old regimens, the
Twenty-third Illinois Ianfantry. In the rame
party were Major Charles E, Moore, still liviog
in Chicago, Captain Patrick McGrath, clerk of
the Superior Court; Oaptain M. J, McGrath,
superintendent of city delivery in the postotfice;
Lieutenans Dan Quirk, and Captain Foley, now
a detective of the police force.

. Right here is another link in that chain of
circumstantial evidence that proves the power
of the enerry in forewarning itself on the plote
hatched by frish patriots. On landing av
Que:znstown a large posse of officezs were un
hand with minute descriptions of every msu iu
Colonel Quitk's party, and but for thab gentle-
man's presence of mind when he dined on his
sealed instructions the party would have been
forced guests at the Barracks in Cork.

The Fenian raid into Canada followed. Fail-
ure, as usual. Caues, bad management. And
right here, again, Lr, Cronin’s charge—mieap-
propriation of funda.

Un the ruine of the Fenian Brotherbhood was
formed the *'Clan-una-Gael,” or to put it in Eog-
lish, *The Chlldren of the Gael.” The clan
was then organized as simply an offshot of a
parent branch  of the Irish Revolutionary
Brotherhood, "an organization that comprices
in ita ranks she brain and muscle of the Irish
race throughout the universa. Membera of the
IR,B. may be met in every civilized country
in the world, on the slopea of Hussia, exiles in
the wilda of Siber'a, holding high pasitions,poli-
tical and commercial, in Australia, India and
the Snuth American Statea. The British army
as it dresses ita various regiments, batalions and
brigades, is punctuared with them, and as the
proper cfficer calls th roll it is just aa likely as
not that the period of the punctuation will end
with his captain—s member oath-bound to
huﬁn his sword against England when Ireland
calls.

The Clan-na-Gael, I. R, B,, or U, B,, just as
you choose to call 1t, existed in peace until
about 1883. In that year complaints became
rife, charges of peculation of funds were made
and the influx of & non-trustworthy element
into the organization caused the withdrawal of
the majority ¢’ the older members ; the men
who had founded the parent of all the organiza-
tions. Such a state of affairs existed until the
climax came in the split at the Philadelphia
convention four years since, when Dr. Cronin,
Luke Dillon and Jobn Devoy marched out of
the convention with their following. The eplis
reeulted in bhe formation of the United Brother-
hood—the U, B. againat the I. R, B. At the
convention held in Ohicago in I88G, the parent
and the seceding branch coalesced, and the U.B.
merged into the original I. R. B.

Since then the history of the society bas
been but a record of petty feuds and brawhog
at meetings, DBut nine months ago an old timne
member, & man who had auffered in purse and
person for Irish nationality, and years ago left
the jsociety in diegust, was induced to again
rejoin 19, * 1 attended,” he said, ** a meeting
held in the ‘Cbirteenth Ward, Among those
present were Mr, Cronin, John F. Scaulan and
a well known Catholic priest.

PARNELL'S LIE.

Jastified by Protestant Theology.

A great outcry has been ralsed over Parnell’s
acknowledgment that he had exageerated or
told a lie in the British Parlisment, It haa
been held up as a sign of weakness, as flatteriog
in the presence of the enemy, and assure to
destroy all respect for him hereafter as anjhonest
man.

But juat hera comes in the fact that Mr, Par-
nell is & Protestant and that he is fully justified
by most distinguished Protestant suthoritles in
telling a lie under the circumstances in which
he was placed,

Wegive a few of those very distinguished
Protestants authorities by way of gentls re-
minder to our Protestant contemporaries who
are doiog their utmost to beamirch Mr. Parnell,
though when they refer to the Catholic Church
and religion themaelves have no hesitation ns to
how many and how outrageous lies they retail
to their readers, .

Jeremy Taylor was a most distingaished Pro-
testant Episcopalian ‘**divine,” Episcopalians
dote on him and find no terms of agiulasion too
strong to apply to him, Inhis *Dyctor Dubi-
tantinm,” he says : .

*¢ 1t ia lawful to tell a lie to our neighbor pro-
vided the be innocent or pious. To tell a lis for
charity, to save s man’s life, or for a highly use-
ful purpose to another or to one’s self hath not
been done in all times,but commended by great
and good and wise men.

Paley aleo is a classic suthority with many
Protestants, In hia ** Natural Theology,” he
contends thab )

Itis not culpable to lie when the person $o
whom you are s ing has no right to knuw
the txruth about a certain mabter, or whea no
great disadvanhage results froam the lie; and 1y
may sometimes be necessary to lie in order to
E;eserve one’s own property or that of a neigh-

r, or as when yon tell o falsshood to & mad-
man for his own advantage, or to an assassin to
defeat his purpose or divert him from it.”

We might mention other distinguiebed Pro-
teabants writers who justify lyiog under certain
eircumstances, bub those we have given are
sufficent, and the instances they cite in which
they contend lying is justifinble are exactly
parallel with the fcircumstancesin which Parnell
was placed, He regarded the majority in the
House of Commons who were trying o impose
a Coercicn Bill upon Ireland as the nssassins of
the livarty of his country, and his Protestant
theology justified him in telling a.lie for the
purposs of diverting them, if possible, from
their wicked intenfion,

But jueb here Catholic moral theology totally
differs. In Sb. Angustibe’s time there were
some who mantained that under certain cir--
cumstances a lie was justifiable, especially if it
were employed to promote & ref:gioua purpose,
‘8o Auguatine denonnced this notion- as utterly
false, and taught that a lie was ciilpable always.

He mwentions in proof of this
latter position, that to oall & man a liar is uni-
vemdy regarded as one of the grossest insnlts
shat can be applied to him : that lying tends to
destroy the oonfidanca and temsd that shom!d
exivs between man and his follow-man, which
confidenceand trust form the very foundation
of aocial intercourse sto., ete.

Is may Lbe well to add in oonclusion that what
we have written above, has been written on the
suppowition that Mr. Parnell did tell a lie—a
supposition which now we are not ap all cortain
ia trve. The firab report of his examinoation
coaveyed the impreesion that hedid lie, and ac-
knowiedged that he had lied. But subseqeunt
and fuller reports have materially changed this
impression, snd incline us to belisva that in
reality he told the subatantial truth, both, in
his speech in the_House of Commons and
in his answer to Mr. Webater's false, mislead-
iog assertion and question, as Mr, Parnell then
understood them.

The facts, so far ax detailed in recent news-
paper_reports, are these : Mr. Webster lied to
Mr. Parcell and the judges, falsely awerting
thas Mr. Parnell, on a certain occasion, and in
the excitement of a hot debate in the House of
Commons had declared that there were then no
** secred societies ” in Ireland. After thua lying,
Mr. Webster asked if that declaration were
teue or {alse. Mr. Parpell—who could not be
expected to remember the exact words he had
used on any and every occeasion—frankly de-
clared that the declaration was false and was
an exsgReradion. That answer was a frank
and a true one.

But how, now, about the declaration inserted
by Astorney-General Webster to have been
made by Mr. Parnellin the House of Commons ?
That neverted declaration was a forgery and a
lie, coined and uctered by Mr. Webster. A
speedy subeequent examination of the speech
from which the unconscionable Mr. Webster
pretended to read, proved that it contained no
such words ae were imputed to Mr, Parnell.
The words ** secret societies,” ¢r any allusion to
them are pot in the speech. Mr. Parnell said
that there were at that time, 15881, no *'Ribbon”
eocieties in Iraland ; and that was and is the
exact truth. Nov Mr. Parnell, therefore, in the
liar, but the ** Honorsble ” the Attorney-Gen-
eral Webster is the liar! He is av once a
diatinguished lawscr and a vary distinguished

ance arrived. An inquest was held, when Car-
rol was committed to the Court of Queen’s
Bench on a charge of manslaughter. 1is trial
commenced on the 22ad of September, and oc-
cupied four days, and, notwithatanding that the
prisoner wae ably defended by Mesers, H, C.
St. Pierre end Denis B-rry, he waa found
guilty. Mbr, Justice Baby, in pronouncing sen-
tence, suid he had taken into consideraticn the
age of the prieoner, the provocation received
and the weakness of his mind, He sent him to
the penitentiacy for two years, Two months
are allowed off each year for good conduct.
