The Express says it is meredible that
Gladstone did not know the contents of
the Parnell muanifesto,  Aruold Morley,
the Liberal whip, went to Paris recently,
where he had an interview with My
U'Brien.

THE VATICAN. -

Wondoers Described — A Town In
Itself—Gardens and Literary
Treasnres,

To the student of architecture, the
Vatiean atfords cndiess opportunity. Its
form is irregular, and there is an entire
absence of any synunctry in its design,
for it ix the heterogencous work of all
schools of all the known masters. Ench
period of art has here its impress.  There
is the martial severity of the Singall, the
dexterous elegance of Lyons, the amaz-
ing intricacies of Fontana, the classiond
groupings of Barmanto, the bokl lines of
Raphael, the drawings of Carlo Moderno
and the fanciful grotesque ol Cernini.
The pnlaces have (lights ol apartments
and whole categories of aisles. There
are dozens of temples, hundreds of corri-
dors and 11,000 rooms.

Ax o mere matter of record it may be
of interest tonoten few facts about the
Vatican. It has 25 chief courts, 8 prin-
cipal stairways, 200 minor stairways, and
30,000 windows in its 11,000 chambers.
The temple of St. Peter is the greatest
monument left by the Popes, and by far
the largest and most imposing basilica in
the world. Measured from the pave
ment its height is yrivey as 187 metres.
It compares as follows With the other
large religious ediices of the world: St
Paul's, London, 158 metres, 60 centi-
metres; Santa Movia de Fiori, Florence,
140.50; the Cathedral of Milan, 135.40;
St. Petronio, Bologna, 132,90; St. Paul's,
Rome, 127.80; St.Sophia, Constantinople,
M. St Peter’'s Chureh is united to
the Vatican by wide, handsume corridors,
on which the art of the world has been
experxled.

The Vatiean isa town in itself, sepn-
ratedd from Rome by the River Tiber. It
has even its special climate aml tempern-
ture. At ong period it ig overfilled by
tiavelois and pilgrims, beggars, inquisi-
tors, tourists and ccclesiastics. At the
time of the jubilee, there came nbout
500,000 pilgrims, and just as many ar-
rived at the death of Pius IN. The
vestibule of the entrance was constructed
Ly the nrchitect, Bimonetti, under Pius
V1, who completed 8t. Peter'sand found-
ol the wonderful musenm of the Vatican
Taking the avenue to the right, one
enters the Garden of the Pines—memor-
able and historienl. Here is the bronze
first placed an the summit of the mauso-
leum of Adrian, or upon the spire of the
rotunda.

The Garden of the Pines was com-
menced by Nicholas V, and was enlarged
and embellished by Julius Il under the
direction of Bramanto Lazzari. After-
ward was added another garden, in which
Pius V built n charming villa residence,
surrounded by a

WIDE AND 5PACIOUS ROAD.

Here in the midst of roses and richest
fiowers, parade at sunset the Pope and
his cardinals, their dresses inade of the
most costly silk, and wenring chains of
massive gold and rings of goldand rubies.
It is & romantic sight to see these bloom-
jing gardens and these moving figures in
their shining robes, or if the Pope drives
through his garden in hissumptuous car-
riage he is followed by a glittering retin-
ue of guards, laymen, and noblemen of
every nation. No words can do justice
ta such a panorama of gorgeousness.
Everp choice flower of Italy is there, ns
well as others from every climate. Every
tint of the rainbow is before the specta-
tor, and at every turn of the head somec
new odor greets his nostril. Gratelul
green relieves the (dazzled eyc, here and
there, until ohscuredd by the moving
procession of sumptuously attired eccle-
giastics.

The gardens of the Vatican are not the
least wonderful purt of it. A word of the
population within the walls of this mag-
niticent prison. The Pope has or had
until recently, and I presume has yet, his
staff, guards, courtiers, gendarmerie, the
traditional soizzerie Palestrine guards,
noble guards hunters, ministers, his tri-
bunals—in fact, a court and a capital
within the capital of Ttaly. Within these
walls live nearly five thousand peaple,
who neither give nllegiance to the King
nor acknowledgoe his existence.

The Vatican library is incomparable
in many respects, IHere ave penned np,
ns in silence of the tomb, the secrets ol
the past ages ; here ire buried out of hu-
man sight the missing links of Roman
history—the solntion of historical pro-
hlems—historical secrets which might
or might not_entirely change the accept-
ed rending of historical characters. The
26,000 manuscripts relate all of them to
events of the Middle Ages and more an-
cient times. The very Inception of the
Church of Christ, it is believed, is here

Its

recorded, as arc the steps by which it

reached establishment at Rome. Of
these manuascripts 16,000 are in Latin,
5000 in Greek and 3,000 in Oriental
tongucs. These are jealously guarded on
the Vatican shelves, but the more valu-
able and historical documents have not
seen the light of day for centuries, nor
are they likely to. e printed volumes
in the hbrary number about 100,000,

The home of the Popes as has been
snoid, remaing to-day the grandest and
most 1mpuwsing structure in the world.
Such a conglomeration of wealth, beauty,
art and treasure is only possible in Rome
—the home of une religion continously
for centuries,

A Scleatific Proot.

The obiection has often been urged by
scotiors with more persistency than rea-
son that, in some cases at least, the Re-
surrection will be a physical impossi-
bility, owing to the disposition that is
frequently made of bodies alter death.

Bnt the great chemist,
standing by, put some chemical mixture
into the jur, and in a little while every
purticle of silver wus precipitated to the
bottom ; and he took it out, nowa shape-
less mutss, and sent it to the silversmith,
and the cup was restored to the same
size and shape ns before, If Faraday
could so ensily precipitate that silver,
nnd restore its scattered and invisible
purticles into the cup, how easily can
Almighty G- d restore our scattered dust,
and change our decayed bodies into the
likencess of the glarious body of Christ I”

A Notablo Conversion.

Mr. A. J. Horan, of the Department of
Justice, Ottawa, i3 about to resign his
position in the sceretary’s oflice and
enter the Capuchin order. Mr, Horan,
it will be remembered, recently loft St.
Albans Anglican church, of which he
was a lending member, and entered the
Roman Catholic communion, connecting
himself with the Basilica, where he was
buptized, Sir John Thompson being his
s‘gunsor, nnd latterly with St. Bridgel's,
the new Irish Catholic church. Heis
influenced in joining the Capuchin order
by n desire to devote his life wholly to
the cause of religion, and will be the first
Canadian to enter the order, the monns-
tery here being the liist established on
this side of the Atlantic. Several other
Canadians are to follow in the spring.
The Capuchins ar¢ a preaching order,
and Mr. Homn will have to pass five
years of study before he cun obtain the
priesthood. The first will be spent in
complete seclusion, the novices during
that time keeping to their own rooms in
study and meditation, speaking to no
one except the superior. The new
monastery on the Richmond road will be
ready for cccupation in about a month,
At present there are twelve members of
the order. In the spring there will be
about twenty. Mr. Horan formerly
preached at various Anglican mestings.

Troubles In Brazil.
New Youx, January 17.—Brazilian |
newspapers arriving by the steamor
Sequronca, of the United States of Bra-
zil mail line, deseribe an unsettled condi-
tion of nflairs which threatens a crisig
for the Government. Apparently, the
country is beginning to tire of the pres-
sure- of a_military government and the
dictatorship of of Da Fonseca, the presi-
dent of the provisional government.
Newspapers, both for and opposed to the
Government. have charged President Da
Fonseen with sceking to maintain the
dictntorship. It is charged that President
Du Fonseca has encouragod the gover
nors of several states to™uct in a very ar
bitrary muanner, especially towards tho
opposition Hrcss. At s claimed that an
exceptionnlly arbitrary act was the m-
rest of J. Lucio de A Maello, editor of the
Diarn de Noticias, of Para, a leadin
newspnper of North-Brazil. It is chargec
that “Mr. Mello wus nrrested nt the in-
stigation of Mr. Chermont, governor of
the state. Mr. Mellow, while on his way
home early in the moning, wns assadit-
ed by a soldier, who, it is charged, wns a
tool of Governor Chermont. The soldier
was promoted to the rank of sergennt,
while Mr. Mello was arrested, exiled
from the state and sent under guard to
Rio de Janeiro on the English steamer
Juno. The eaptain of the Juno refused
to take Mr. Mellow as a prisoner. On
reaching Pernambuca Mr. Mellow found
that an order had been issued by the
Gouvernnient to release him.

An Eminent lllstorian Dead.

WasniNgros, Janunry 17.—George
Bancrolt, the venerable historian, died at
his home in this city at 3:30 o’clock this
afternoon. Ho had been sick only two
days and was on the stieets but three
days ago. On Thursday he took to his
bed as n matter of procaution, but was
taken seriously ill yesterday. From that
time uuntil this afternoon he failed rapid-
ly and all day hovered between life nmil
death. At.d p.m.the doctor left, think-
ing that Mr. Bancrolt would live through
the night, but Lefore the hour was up
Mr. Bancroft was dead. His end was
(}uict. and peaceful, and the first cause of
death wus simply the weakuuss of old
nge. Hisson was ot the bedside when
the aged historinn died. Mr. Bancroft
was born in Worcester, Mass,, on October
3, 1800.

1t wall be read with interest by the farm-
ers: ‘‘ As I look upon tho silo 88 one of
the principal means of enabling the
Canudian farmers to face our long
winters, allow me to correct & word or
two of the communications sent to your
paper by yout Quebee correspondent of
the 18ihinstant.  We must not scare our
farmer with statements that will hinder
him from trying this system of ensilage,
which is cheap, and whould have been
invented for Cunada specially, if not for
other countries.  Let your corregpondent
such good furmers and milkmen as
Messrs. James Drummond, of Petite
Cote, and Mr. Trenholme, of Blue Bon-
nets, and ask them if they would now be,
it they could now be without silo. The
answer of these practicul men will be
without doubt that the silo is tho piece
de resiatance in Canadian farming, The
cost of a cutting machine is not $150 to
tho average farmer. If your correspond-
ent goes to Mr. Latimer, McGill street,
or Mr. Jeifrey, Petite Cote, or Messrs,
Moody, Terrebonne, he can there can
buy o cutter for $45, and the farmer, if
he has not the means of purchasing an
elevator, will use the basket in filling the
silo until the elevator can come. And
more, if the farmer cannot buy the cut-
ting machine he can heap the corn fod-
der if he packs it well longitudinally in
his silo and presses it down tirmly and
puts on weights. Your correspondent is
mistaken when he says ensilage won't
keep if not cut up. 1t will keep. Of
course whon fed to cattle one must use
the hay knife, a sharpened spade or an
axe to chop the ensilage and detach it
from the mass. In this case some of the
stalks nmi not be eaten up clesn by the
cattle, a thing which does not happen
when the cutter is used; but still the
loss will be insignificant compared to the
general result. One word more. The
frost does not injure the contents of the
silo and very little of their contents will
freezo even if the silo is placed outside
under a roof to shed off rain and snow."”
