The
whole of this distance was lined on either
side by French soldiers, so as to form an
avenue of two and a half or three miles in
fength. From thence also to the Monns-
tery bodies of French troops wero stationed
at jaterrals in honor of the Hussian General.
A salute of seventeen guns was fired as be
started towards the place of meeting, and
this salute was repeated by the fleet at
Kamiesh. Near the ground marked out
for the races, almost the same as had been
u-ed on a former occasion for the English |
steeple chase meeting; a grand stand was ;
erected, profusely decorated with French
flags. Here the allied commanders were
accommodated, General Luders taking his
seat on the right of Marshal Pelissier.~-

Final-
ly, the memorandum call on Lugland and
I'rance to unite with Sardinia in the appli-
cation of ad efficacious remedy.
