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ments; or (c¢) the Delegate or Delegates of any Government or Governmenté
holding ten percent of the total votes; or (d) the Delegate of any country
presenting a request in accordance with the provisions of paragraph 8 of Article VL

8. The presence of Delegates with a simple majority of the votes held by
the exporting countries and a simple majority of the votes held by the importing
countries shall be necessary to constitute a quorum at any meeting.

9. The Council shall have legal capacity in the territory of each contracting
Government to contraet and to acquire and dispose of property, in so far as
necessary in discharging its functions under this Agreement.

10. The Council shall select in July 1948 its temporary seat. The Council
shall select, so soon as it deems the time propitious, its permanent seat aftel
consultation with the appropriate organs and agencies of the United Nations
In selecting the temporary and permanent seats of the Council each Delegaté
shall have one vote.

11. The Council shall establish its rules of procedure.

Artrcne XII
Voting in the Council

1. The Delegates of the importing countries shall hold 1,000 votes, which
shall be distributed between them in the proportions which the guaranteed put
chases of the countries have to the total of the guaranteed purchases. The
Delegates of the exporting countries shall also hold 1,000 votes, which shall b
distributed between them in the proportions which the guaranteed sales of the
countries have to the total of the guaranteed sales. Each Delegate shall have @
least one vote and there shall be no fractional votes.

2. When a country accedes to this Agreement under the provisions Ofi
Article XXI, or the guaranteed purchases or sales of any country are in‘creal.ﬁel
in accordance with the provisions of paragraph 4 of Article II, the Council shﬂ:l
Kedistribute the votes in accordance with the provisions of paragraph 1 of th#
Article.

3. In the event of the withdrawal of a country under the provisions of
Article XXTI, or the suspension under the provisions of paragraph 5 of Artick
XVI of the voting rights of a country, the Council shall redistribute the votes
accordance with the provisions of paragraph 1 of this Article.

4. Except where otherwise specified in this Agreement, decisions of th?
Council shall be by a simple majority of the votes cast.

ArticLE XIII
The Powers and Functions of the Council

1. The Council shall perform the duties assigned to it under this Agreemeﬂo
and shall have such powers in addition to those expressly conferred on it ther?
under as may be necessary to achieve its effective operation and to realize !
objectives.

2. The Council shall not, except by unanimity of the votes cast, deleg,"'t:
the exercise of any of its powers or functions. The Counecil may at any B
revoke such delegation by a simple majority vote.
