The Canadian G<veriuxn, in giviiig appoval
to the present dredging plans, assumes that the Governmenit of th United
States will, for its part, be willing ta facilitate in a ainflar manner the con-
struction by Canada oif improvements to the Canadian canal facilities at Sault
Ste. Marie if and when Canada considerî such work necesary.

Having regard to the forgoing, the Canadian Government is pleased to
approve the project as outllned ini the Ambassador's Note No. 143, subject ta
the following conditions:

(a) That the final plans for the construction of the channels, incluing
plan for spoil disposal areas, shal be approved by th Canadian
authorities;

(b) That drilling, excavations, the deposit of dredged and excavated
materials shall not be carr.ied out ini Canda territory by any United
States agencies or contractors until such time as the Canadian aur-
thorities have made arrangements for the admission of personnel and
