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itself from an arena in which governments jostle for transient political
advantage into a place of action where issues are faced, solutions are found
and problems resolved . Such a United Nations would do more than serve the
ambitions of member governments, it would begin to meet the needs of the peoples
of the world in whose name the Charter was proclaimed . Canada's faith in the
United Nations ideal is unimpaired, and Canada will continue to work with
others to strengthen and renew this great body upon which so many of man's
hopes are fixed .
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
