Hon. Maurice Sauvé (Acting Minister of
Agriculture): Mr. Speaker, I think the minister
announced last week that hie is having a meet-
ing today or tomorrow with the farmers who
raise turkeys, and hie will have an announce-
ment to make on his return.

Mr. Pugh: As a supplementary, will the act-
ing minister flot agree that immediate and
decisive action must be taken now, or is hie
flot at ail in conversation with the Minister
of Agriculture? Time 15 of the essence on this
question, and I think samething should be
done along the lune of the quotas which were
imposed by the previaus government and
taken off last year by the present administra-
tion.

Mr. Sauvé: Mr. Speaker, the minister re-
plied to this proposai, saying he did not feel
that quotas needed to be re-established right
away, and that he was dealing witb this
problem. by meeting with the people concerned
with raising turkeys.
