Under terms of a handling agreement ne-
gotiated annually with all elevator compa-
nies, a diversion charge is paid by the Ca-
nadian Wheat Board on wheat shipped by
elevator companies from their country ele-
vators directly to the port of Churchill for
export.

Questions
A diversion charge is a charge assessed

by an elevator company when grain shipped
from one of its country elevators is diverted
from that company's terminal elevator to
another destination. Elevator companies con-
sider that their country and terminal ele-
vators operate as an entity, and terminal
revenues are an important factor in deter-
mining the basis upon which country ele-
vators can be operated. Therefore, it has
been a long established trade practice that
when a company loses terminal handling on
grain as a result of the diversion of country
elevator shipment to a destination other than
the company's terminal, a diversion charge
is assessed to compensate for the loss of
terminal earnings.

Mr. J. C. Munro (Parliamentary Secre±ary

to Minister of Manpower and Immigration):
1. Payments to the provinces for occupa-
tional training for adults have not yet been
made, since the program is new this year.

2. The federal government will make con-
tributions to the provinces or territories in
respect of capital expenditures for the con-
struction and equipping of vocational training
facilities: (a) 75 per cent of the province's ex-
penditures after March 31, 1967, up to $480 per
capita of the 15 to 19 age group (1961 census)
less the federal government's previous con-
tributions paid under the Technical and Voca-
tional Training Assistance Act for capital ex-
penditures. (b) 50 per cent of the province's
expenditures after March 31, 1967, up to $320
