Mr. Mazankowski: Mr. Speaker, will the minister
advise the House why the federal government has
refrained from making payments under the Temporary
Wheat Reserves Act which is now on the statute books as
Canadian law under which the payment of $61 million
was to be made to Canadian farmers?

Some hon. Members: Oh, oh!

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. The hon. member has
asked the question. Perhaps the minister might want to
answer it now.

Hon. Otto E. Lang (Minister of Manpower and Immi-
gration): Thank you, Mr. Speaker. As was indicated to
the House last October, it was the belief of the govern-
ment it was a much better form to make payments
directly to farmers of the $100 million rather than make
payments under the Temporary Wheat Reserves Act to
the Wheat Board in connection with the storage of grain.
This policy was discussed with the producers and was
laid before the House in the form of legislation. When
that legislation is passed by the House the Temporary
Wheat Reserves Act will be repealed effective July 31,
1970. In these circumstances any amounts paid under that
act would have to be repaid by the recipients.
