REQUEST FOR REPORT 0F MR. JUSTICE TRITSCHLER ON
CONSTRUCTION 0F GREAT SLAVE LAKE RAILWAY

Mr. Les Benjamnin (Regina-Lake Centre) moved:
That an Order of the House do issue for a copy of the report of

Mr. Justice Tritschler on the inquiry mnto the construction of the
Great Slave Lake Railway.

Hle said: Mr. Speaker, this motion for the production of
the report of Mr. Justice Tritschler into the construction
of the Great Slave Lake Railway is on the order paper
because it is my opinion, the opinion of members from al
parties in the House, the opinion of some eminent legal
counsel, and the opinion of the contractors themselves
that they still have cause for some sîgnificant redress as a
result of losses incurred in the construction of this railway
on behaif of the Canadian National Railways. Alter seven
years or more of efforts of ail kinds to obtain redress,
these contractors have not yet given up. The standing
commnittee of this House on Transport and Communica-
tions, after a great deal of effort by members of ail par-
ties, were finaily able a couple of years ago to get the
government to agree to refer tis subject to, the commit-
tee. We had hearings, heard the contractors, heard the
railway representatives and submitted a report to tis
House which the House subsequently adopted. I quote
from that report as follows:

During the hearings your committee was confronted with con-
flicting evidence relating to the problems caused by unexpected
weather, difficuit terrain, and the use of clauses 16 and 18 in the
Canadian National Railways' construction contract. Considering
this conflicting evidence and the technical problems relating to it
your committee recommends the following:

1 will read the one pertinent recommendation, which is:
That the Mmnister of Transport establish a one-man inquiry to

consider the merits of the dlaims submitted to this committee by
the Great Slave Lake Railway contractors. The person nommiated
to conduct the inquiry should be acceptable to both the contrac-
tors and the Canadian National Railways and should report to the
minister in confidence so as not to prejudice any future court
hearing.

After many more months of delay, the minister finally
appointed Mr. Justice Tritschner who submitted his report
to the minister. As a result of that report the minister
advised the contractors concerned, without telling theru
what was in the report, that their demand for redress
would not be recognized. Mr. Speaker, the minister and
the government say that because the report was submit-
ted to the minister in confidence they cannot make it
available to the House and, more particularly, to the con-
tractors concerned. 1 submit, Mr. Speaker, that the reason
for confidentiality no longer exists for the followmng over-
riding reasons. I repeat the statement in the report:

The person nommnated to conduct the inquiry should be accept-
able to both the contractors and the Canadian National Rail-
ways-

At no time, Mr. Speaker, did the minister or any of his
officiaIs communicate in any way with the Lucas Con-
struction Company or Mr. John Lucas of Regina to ascer-
tain whether the appointment of Mr. Justice Tritschler
was acceptable.
