Mr. Jean-Robert Gauthier (Ottawa-Vanier): Mr. Speaker, 
my question is directed to the Minister of Justice. On June 23 
last, the House passed Bill C-42 which guarantees certain 
linguistic rights before the courts. That bill contained a provi­
sion prescribing a consultation between the Minister of Justice 
and the provincial attorneys general with a view to ensuring 
efficient implementation of the provisions which become effec­
tive on proclamation of the act. Can the minister tell the 
House which provinces have accepted to proclaim that act to 
date, and what the date of proclamation was? In addition, can 
he report on negotiations with the other provinces and tell the 
House which among them favour that bill?

Hon. Otto E. Lang (Minister of Transport and Minister of 

Justice): Mr. Speaker, we have had exchanges with the vari­
ous provinces concerning the implementation of Bill C-42, as it 
then was, and after discussions did suggest the date of April 1, 
1979, in the case of Quebec, Ontario, New Brunswick and 
Alberta. The province of New Brunswick has accepted that 
date. The province of Ontario and the province of Quebec have 
indicated that they see no problem in accepting it, but Quebec 
has indicated that it would like to see replies from the other 
provinces before making its final commitment. In the case of 
the province of Alberta, they indicated that they would want 
more time before implementing it. We are pursuing the matter 
further with the remaining provinces.

Mr. Crouse: Mr. Speaker, possibly this reaction is based on 
past experience and that is why there is a reluctance to 
participate. My question to the Prime Minister is: in view of 
the fact that Newfoundland indicated leadership this week by 
announcing a $500 million development program for the fish­
eries in that province, to take place over the next five years, 
when can we expect an announcement indicating that some 
initiative will be taken by the federal government to assist in 
the fisheries’ development in all of the Atlantic provinces, 
including Quebec?

Mr. Trudeau: Mr. Speaker, I have just received a telegram 
from the fishermen’s union in Newfoundland supporting the 
minister of fisheries for the federal government—

Some hon. Members: Hear, hear!

Mr. Trudeau: —and not saying a word about the $500 
million promise of the Newfoundland government. Probably 
they are used to this kind of experience and they want to see a 
bit of delivery by the government before congratulating it.
