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his questions today and pose them at another time. 1 recognize
the hon. member for Algoma (Mr. Foster).

Mr. Maurice Foster (Algoina): Madam Speaker. since acid
rain is a particular problemn in northern Ontario where we have
granite rock and, consequently, the water is not buffered, and
where we have an inflow of pollutants from the United States
mid-west and the whole industrial complex there, 1 should like
to direct some questions to the minister.

1 arn aware that a certain amount of research has been
going on at the Great Lakes Forest Research Laboratories at
Sault Ste. Marie in northern Ontario, but 1 arn wondering
whether there is a commitment to additional funding for more
research, especially in those parts of northern Ontario where
we do not have the large bodies of water such as the Great
Lakes to buffer the effects of these pollutants. Is there a
commitment to more man-years and dollars for research to
overcome the difficulties associated with the acid ramn
problem?

Mr. Roberts: Yes, Madam Speaker. As 1 tried to make clear
in reply to earlier questions, considerably increased efforts in
this regard were made, as a matter of principle, by the
previous government. The funding for these commitments was
neyer confirmed. It is our intent to increase the funding in
relation to acid ramn research beyond the figure which had
been projected by the previous government. 1 cannot be specif-
ic on the exact details, at Ieast at this moment, as to how much
of that research will take place in various parts of the country,
but 1 will certaînly search for that information and provide it
to the hon. member.
