The series hitherto constituting University
Publications will now end witl st published
number included in each case, and the Librarian
will notify all institutions and individuals on
the exchange list that the series have terminated.

Reserve copies now in storage will be used Dy the
Library for exchange nurposes as heretofore until
the supply is exhausted. (This has already occurred
in the case of certain papers).

The bulk of the funds available by the Publications
Committee will henceforth be used for the vurpose

of aiding the publication of original literary,
scientific, or historical material collected, edited,
or written by members of the teaching staff and
studente of the University.

For consideration by the Committee, this material
must be submitted by the author in a form ready for
publication and with a definite recommendation by
the Head of the Department concerned, including an
estimate of cost, and suggestioms as to publishing,
methods of sdale, and distribution.

The responsibility of meking a grant and of publica-
tion will rest with the Publications Committee, who
shall take such steps as they deem necessary to in-
sure the nublication of only such work as will re-
flect credit on the University.

When a grant has been made to an author, the profits
on the sale of his publication shall be assigned in
the contract to lMcGill University until the amount
of the grant has been repaid, after which further
royalties will revert to the author.
