Preseut Ditiicnities Not New.

The present difficultics and persecu-
bions are not new.

The
country is a lovely one, besides its his-
torical associations, The speaker gave
an account of the early history of Ar-
menia from the days of idolatry. Kven
n those days Armenians were abstemious
and true to home and famly. She next
read extracts from the writings of vari-
ous travelers, tending to show the phy-
sical, mental and moral superiorty of
the Armenians over the
sccute them.

Beeause They Became Christians,

The -persecution is a weligious ques-
tion, and the Armenians have been per-
gecuted for the cause of religion since
they first became Chiistians, They were
oppressed by the Arabs at the time O
the mise of Mahommedanism. when they
refused to give up their 1eiigion. 'T'he
Turks became converts to the doctrines
of Mohomet, as it suited their nature.
He turned their attention to the con-

Noah, and

version or extermination of the Chris-|

tians, as enjoined by the Koran. Miss
Krikorian read a Turkish prayer, ask-

ing God for aid to wipe out the enemics |

of the Prophet, and quoted , command-
ments from the Koran, enjoining the
elimination of Christianify.

What the Tarks are Dolng,

To-day the Turks are carrying out
these commandments iin Armenia, as
they have been doing for five centuries.
They tried to destroy religious and civil
rights, and the interference of 1the Eu-
ropean Governments had done no good—
rather harm. The Turks were madden-
ed, Armenians were deceived,” by the
interference. . England was bribed by
furkey with Cyprus to shut her eyes,
and the massacre of Armenians contin-
ued. Men were killed, women outraged,
children murdered, and the general des-
titution became such that it drove them
to eat the flesh of their children. She
exhibited a picce of bread made from
human blood and oats, and stated that
her brother, who was educated at Yale
and went back to his home, gave it to
her.

The Sultan's Devillsh Work,

The Sultan, seeing that Europe dd
not interfere, ordered fresh massacres.
As the result of these there are to-day
100,000 orphans,. 300,000 widows, 90,(
houses and shops empty in Armenia.
Young women were carried off to the
harems of the Turks and Kurds, where
they now live in disgraceful bondage.

Miss Krikorian then gave an account
of her own family history. Her father was
converted to Protestantism, and although

he was persecuted:- he remaincd firm in|

his new faith, in which he brought up
his children. Miss Krikorian devoted
herself to temperance work, and came
here two years ago to raise money for
rescue and mission work in Armenia.
Since the massacres she has been send-
ing money to provide nceessaries for
her people. During that time she was
without news from home . for ~“four
months, In her own town hundfeds of
men were killed and thousands of Wwo-
men were left utterly dest'tute. dying
in the churches and streets.
People Alive.

A murmur of horror ran through the
church as the speaker related how the
Turks buried people alive. She
related several instances of people being
killed because they refused to denounc:
Christianity and accept Mahommedan-
ism. Parents were murdered
their children; children Kkilled in front
of -their parents; people cut in pieces.
According to the speaker the Turks used
to hold regular battues, §n which the
Armenians figured as the game. In
this were 75,000 people; either fathers
or mothers were killed, or, in the case
of the latter, carried off to Turkish
harems. . .

The Children Starving.

The children of these pcople are now
wandering about without food. clothing
or shelter, in danger of starvation. In
many cases the Qurks take the little
girls home and bring them up for their
own vile purposes. To save these chil-
dren Miss Krikorian is here to raise
mouey which will be used to give them
an education and shelter. The sum of
$100 will keep 18 children for one yc¢ar
in shelters and schools which are being
established in Armenia, The speaker
concluded with 2 warm appeal for help
to enable her {o earry out the purposc
whici had brought her {o this country.

Nansen, the Arctic explirer, who arviv-

Spaking of hi#trip to the
Arctic regions, Dr. Nansen said:

“We went out on a theory, and it tura-
ed out alr exactly as it it had been
planned beforchand. I may say that the
rolar prob'em is, to some extent, at
ast really solved. There is a deep
sea at the north. That is established
and there is nst an immovable cover
of ice at that part of the earth, as was
formerly supposed. Instead, there is
only a thin layer of ive. while the depth
of the sea is abaut 2000 fathoms. —

“Probably the pole is in the same sea.
I don’t thnk there is any uadiscovered
'l:l'nd to any great extent mnorth of the
S_n(;)crinn coast, but there may be on this
side.

In my opinion, there will be no great
d'fliculty in renching the North Pole.
There are various ways of doing it. One
way is to get in the ice and drift, as
the Fram did. I think it can easily be
| done, too, by the use of sledges and
dogs. That is, 1 belicve, the method to
be tried by th: next explorer.”
