Anglo - American - Teutonic Under-
standing Good Enough to Bind
Without Being Put on Paper,

London, Nov. 30.—Mr, Joseph Clumber-'
lain, Secretary of State for the Colonies, in
a speech at a luncheon at Leicester to-day,
said that ever since the great split In the
Liberal party he had found himself a mark
for the slanders and misrepresentations of
the ‘“baser sort of politictans.”” But, he
added, he had found compensation in the
generous appreciation of the majority of his
countrymen,

Foreign Relations.
Continuing, Mr. Chamberlain said he was
deeply gratitied that the foreign relations of
Great Britain were so satisfactory, and he
asserted that the country owed a debt of
gratitude to Lord Salisbury for the great lm-
provement in Great Britain's position, It
was especlally gratifying, he pointed out,
to note the friendly relations existing be-
tween the Anglo-Saxon  branches, saying
that the understanaing between the Unitea
States and Great Britain was indeed a guur-
antee of the peace of .the world, LThis
stulement was greeted wiih cheers.

Germany a Nataral Ally,
It was of the utmost Importance, Mr,
Chamberlain further remarked, that Great
Britain should not remain isolated In
Iurope and her natural alilance was with
the great German kEmpire. They had had
difficuities: with Germany, but their .in-
terests and sentiments were the same, and
an undersianding between the Teuton.c and
Angro-Saxon races wight do more than any
comipination of armies to preserve the peace '

of the worid. The world, he asserted, was
