INSPECTOR ARMSTRONG'S DEATH.

Took Strychnine in Order to Obiain
Sufliclent Sleep. i
Conversation in police’ elrcles yesterday
centred about the tragic death early yes-
terday morning of Inspector Armstrong of
Wilton-avenue division. He had been a
member of the Toronto police force since
April 29, 1878. For geveral years he was
in the orderly room, and while there was
given a sergeantcy. In 1886 he was placed
in No, 8 police division as sergeant, and
on, June 21; 1891, he was made Inspector
of No. 6 division, when he became known
to everybody and was immensely popular.
At the time of the shuffle about three years
sgo he was placed in the Wilton-avenue
division. -
‘For the past two years his health had
been On the wane, and he was troubled
with.acute nervousness. As a result of this
he found difficulty in obtaining enough
sleep except with the ald of strychnine,
which was prescribed by a local physician,
Mr. Armstrong apparently took about eight
grains on Tuesday night. The usual dose
is 1-32 of a grain, and, while people have
been known to take as much as & whole
grain, it is a dangerous dose.
Coroner W. A. Young consulted with
Crown Attorney Dewart and with the De-
puty Attorney-General yesterday, and de-
cided to open an inquest at 8 o’clock last
night at B. D. Humphrey’s undertaking
rooms, 821 Yonge-street.
Many Officials Present,
NMany police officials, Includipg Acting
Deputy Chief Archibald, Inspector John-
ston, Sergeant Millgr, Detective James For

After several days were sug-
gested, Friday evening, Nov. 1, was agreed
upon as the date when the inquest will be
resumed. The Crown authorities intend
to find out all about the cause of death
and the facts leading up to Iit.
Three sons of deceased arrived home last
night. One is a clergyman at Waterloo,
another is a traveler for the John Macdon-
ald Company and another a traveler for
H. P. Eckardt. The funeral will prob-
ably take place to-morrow afternoon, altho
no definite arrangements have been made.
Chief Grasett says that until the Board
of Police Commissioners hold a meeting
there will be no announcement as to ‘his
successor.
