got’ an exclusive privilege by sta-
tute or otherwise and capit_allze-li
their company on the basis of that '
privilege, they should certainly be
spbjc:c-t to the competition of muni-
cipalities. individuals or corpora-
tions. I don’t think that municipal |
ownership is possible if it ig gov- |
erned by elective bodies such as |
the City Council, with members I -
able to be replaced from year to
Year, because, without saying there
would be corrupt influences, there
Would be influences hard to resist.
I am decidedly in favor of the re-
peal of the \Conmee Act as far as
Toronto is concerned,
ALD. DR. LYND : I would emphati-
c'ally.answer yes to both of your
questions. I do think the Conmece
law should be changed in order
to give cities a chance. As it is
now it is most unfair to Toronto,
h_eoause it saddles upon the muni-
clpal.lty most harassing conditions.
For instance, take our position now
with the Gas Co. 12 we want to
buy that company out we have
‘80t to pay a lot of money for a
plant which has in many respects
outlived its usefulness. Of course
I am in favor of municipalities
of Ontario being empowered to gO
into the business of supplying gas
and electrical energy for ‘heat, light
and power. "As far as Niagara isl
concerned I think the government
should take it up and supply power
to the municipalities, but if the
government won't do it. why. by all
means give the municipalities the
rxght to do it. Handing out ‘ran=-
chises to. private persons and\re-
fusing them+ to public corporations
is manifestly unfair to the people.
_I say give everyone a chance, and

? to public competition. :
ALD. J. R. L. STARR: Am I in favor
of a repeal of the Conmee law ?
I certainly am. That law blocks
us in securing rights which are |
ours, I say get‘it out of the road !
as soon as possible. It is a block |
to progress. The act is no goond as |
far as Toronto is concerned, and |
it is'not-fair to the city. 1 had
to look into it two or three years
ago, and that was the conclusion
I arrived at. The Ontario govern-
ment should develop Niagara pow-
er, and it is derelict in its duty if
it does not do so. If the gov-
ernment does its duty in this re-
gard it is possible to make On-
tario the manufacturing centre of
the continent of America. If .the
government $Shirks its duty by re-
fraining from controlling the power
ft should at least give the muni-
cipalities a chance to go into the
business.
