when he came to Canada, There was a

duty on some styles of rails, but he had .

been assured that wnen those styles
were made the duty would be imposed.
He had spent $10,000,000 on his rail
mills. These mills necessitated a daily
expenditure of $25,0C0 to vield a daily
product of 500 tons of rails. When
these mills resumed he would be able
tuv pruduce all the rails Canada would
need.- At present, however, he had not
sold a ton of rails. Could he keep the
mill going, it was as well equipped as
any mill on earth, but he had to fight a
wage scale that was three times as
great as that in existence in Great
Britain and Germany.

Where Germany Cuts in,
“The maiter simmered down to this,
that he had to get a certain price for

| his rails or lose money. The combine

{ in Britain and Germany made it poOss
ble to sell rails in Britain at $4 to &6
a4 ton higher than was asked for the
same rails experted, and the bonus -n
exports from Germany enabled German
mills to lay rails down in Port Arthur
for less than they cost in Germany.

WHERE SCOPE OF COMMISSION I8 LIMITED.

Inquiry among ‘.Consm'va.'ivcs shows a gcod deal of dissatisfaction with
the terms of the commission issued by the government. In the first place
the recital of Mr. Gamey's charges is not regarded. as complete. Gamey
charged not only Mr. Stratton but other members of the adminisiration
with a guilty knowledge of the corruption to which e referre¢d. He als»
said that there were three means of corruption employed: the money; the
offer of patronage, and the withdrawal of the election petitica. 'The view
fjiken by the opposition is that there i(fould be a special act of the iegisla-
tures authorizing the issue of the commission to enquire into the Gamey
chatges. It is felt that the statute under wh.ch the government is procfed-
ing is not wide emough and will result as'crie gentleman said, in a hobbled
commissibn. The commission as framed declares Uiat no witness shall be
excused from answering incriminating questions, but it is probable that this
section is uiira vires. It would be an act of legislation by the government
instead of by the legislature.

The act should provide for the appointment of three judges instead of
two, so that upon any question relating to the admissibility ¢f evidence or
any other matter there would be no danger of disagreement.

The commission should be armed with all the powers possessed by the
High Court of Jurtice in regard to enforcing the attenrdance of witnesses,
ccmpelling the production of documents, issuing commissions to examine
witnesses abroad and vnunishing contempt of court.

But even these powers are not regarded as wide enocugh to cover the
necessities of thé case. It is felt that the commissioners ought to have 23
ample powers as are vested in tie Committee of Privileges and Elections.
Generally the feeling is that no testimony relevant to the case should be ex.
ctided on technical grounds.

There should be very strict provision to compel the attendance of wit-
nesses and to compel them to tell all they know. No witness should be ex-
cused from answering any questions put to him on the ground that the answer
would tend to ineriminate iim, but on the other hand witnesses should be
protected by a declaration that no incriminating evidence could be used
against him in any criminal proceeding. Of course witnesses guilty of per-
jury before the judges ought not to be protected in this way. '

Another thing which might probably prevent a full inquiry would be the
raising cf the point that Ministers of the Crown or heads of ihe departments
are not obliged to produce privileged documents. Such an objection might
be taken on the ground that the production of state papers wculd be preju-
dicial to the public interest. The commissioners should be empowered to
compel the production of such documents, but they gfiould also ve all@wed
to prevent anv greater publicity being given to them than is necessary for
