Thos. Davis, a principal Mowbawk Chief, arose and

rears ago I gave up ardent spirits. Four yeajrs since, I 
legan to have prayers with my people, and to exhort 
hem to become sober. I continued to have morning 
irayers for two years without knowing any thing about 
eligion in my heart. 1 had no peace, though 1 sought 
or it, and my mind M as much troubled. It was thus with 
ne when your Ministers came to us. They preached 
fesus Christ, and said he would forgive our sins now.
