THE RIGHT HAND
TRACKS HEREAFTER

A New Rule in Force for
Operation of Trains Over
Grand Trunk.

At 9 o'clock yesterday morning a rule
went in to force on the Grand Trunk

trains on the hight hand track.

The rule affects a large portion of the
system, and as it is a very lmportant
move the company issued circulars to
the trainmen and all others concerned
dealing with the matter very fully.

Up to the present time, trains have
been running on the lefthand track on
all of the double track sections except
that from Sarnia Tunnel to Ham-
ilton. Under ihis system, which
is used on the railways of
the old country, the engineers meet on
the same side, and it is claimed that
this is an advantage. Under the new
rule, the firemen will be on the inside
of the train.

The change will mean quite an out-
lay to the company, but it will mean
that throughout the entire system the
same rule will apply. Where the
trains are to run on the opposite track
from that heretofore occupied by them
it will mean the moving of all the sig-
nals and also changing of numerous
switches. On the middle division alone,
it 1s said, the cost of this work will be
fully $25.000, and possibly more.

The adoption of the new rule was at-
tended with more or less danger, and
it was to avold the possibility of the
slightest accident that the lengthy cir-
cular was issued. That no employe
might in the event of a mishap be able
to say that he was not aware of the
contemplated change, he was required
to sign a receipt for the same, and he
was given ample time to study it fully
before it went into force. At the hour

City Hall Gossip Says Another
Effort Being Made to
Arrange Conference.

There were rumors at the city hall
today that an effort was again being
made to bring the railway committee
of the council and the Grand Trunk to-
gether to further talk over the ques-
tion of the elevation of their tracks
through the city. The rumors, however,
could not be verified.

It was stated, however, that the rail-
way is arranging for the purchase of
a strip of land on the south side of the
street rallway company’s tracks west of
Railway street, in order that the tracks
of the London street railway’s Spring-
bank line at that point might be moved
over. The great embankment to be
built by the Grand Trunk there will
mean that the earth will extend on to
the street rallway property, and that
provision must be made to move the
trolley tracks over quite a distance.
This will not be detrimental in any
way to the street railway, but will ra-
ther be a benefit, as it will mean the
wiping out of a curve.

The owner of one plece of land has
already been approached by the Grand
Trunk and a price agreed upon. The
money may be paid over in a few
days.

A strip about 2,000 feet long is to be
purchased, although only about 800 feet
of the electric line is to be shifted.
