Priority for Belgitm

Paris, June 25—(By the A. P.)—The
council yesterday signed a document giv-
ing formal approval to priority for Bel-
gium in reparations to be.paid by Ger-
many, to the amount of 2,500,000,000
franes. The also confirmed the
plan to wipe out the Belgian war debt
through the substitution of German
bonds for the Belgian obligations, the
four great powers to take over the Ger-
man bonds. subject to the approval of
their respective legislative bodies.

The bonds the powers propose to take
pver dre of a special issue which the
peace terms require Germany to make, to
reimburse Belgium for the sums she
was obliged to borrow in consequence of
the violation of the treaty of 1889.
