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Macdonald Recalled on
Settlement of Feud —Flora
Macdonald

.

! The announcement made in these let-
{ ters the other day, that the three chief-
i tains of the great clan of Macdonald had
| at length come to an agreement to deter-
mine questions of precedence whenever
| they met, by the spinning of a coin, thus
bringing to a close a bitter feud that had
[been in progress for more than 500 years,
Eh'dﬂ brought ime so many requests from
| readers for more information about the
i Macdonalds, that the following brief notes
| may be of interest.

‘I The founder of the family was the cele-
brated Somerled, the first Lord of the

jter of a Norwegian King, contributed more
{than anyone else to free Scotland from the
{rule of the Norwegians and of the Danes.
{ He was a very shrewd man and being
| once on a small island with only a hundred
{of s followers, and finding himself be-
| sieged there by the entire Norwegian fleet,
{ he adopted a singular stratagem to fright-
{en them from landing. His Highlanders
! being clad in goatskins, he ordered them
i to march around the island, with their col-
ors flying and their bagpipes playing. This
attracted attention- and the moment the
troops were out of sight, the men were or-
| dered by him to turn their coats ingide out
and with this altered exterior, and with

they marched past the Norwegian fleet
again. Having repeated a similar metamor-
phosis several times, the invaders became
alarmed at the number of regiments ap-
parently mustered to oppose them, and
set sail, without beat of drum.

At Somerled’s death, his dominions were |
! divided between his ,two sons, and from
them came the Lords of the Isles and the
Lords of Lorne. The Lord of the Isles of
the time of Robert Bruce was styled
Lord of Innisgael,-that is to say, Lord
the Islands of Gael or of the Hebrides.
Sir Walter Scott walls him “Roland,” for
the poetiecal.reason that this name is pret-
tier. The grandson of Angus Og was
named Donald, and -his descendants were
called Macdonald.
| The Lords of the Isles were independent
until the time of Alexander who was de-
feated at the battle of Lochaber in 1429,
and reduced to submission by James 1. of
Scotland. The last of these Macdonald

wiee Earl of Ross. He was deprived of
his honorg for rebellion against James II.
yof Scotland. Some of them were restored
to him on his reconcilliation to the crotn,
but not the title of Lord of the Isles,
which was retained by the king and which
has since the union of the English and
Scotch crowns been one of the most high-
ly prized titles of the Prince of Wales.

The Baronetcy

Sir Donaid Macdonald, who was chef-
tain of the clan in the lays of Charles I.,
received a baronetey which is second in
point of seniority in the Kingdom of Scot-
land. Since last year this baronetey,
created in 1625, has been in the possession
of Sir Alezander Bosville Macdonald by
virtue of a decree of the court of sessions
of Scotland, dated June 4, 1810, issued af-
ter it had been surrendered, as wrong-
fully held by his kinsman FLord Macdon-
ald. The baronetcy and the Chieftaincy
—for they go together, are known as those
of Macdonald of Sleat, Sleat being in the
island of Skye, County of Inverness.

Both Sir Alexander Macdonald and his!
! kinsman Lord Macdonald have royal blood |
tin their veins. For they are both great-
| grandsons of the third I.ord Macdonald
| and of Louisa Edsir, who was a natural
| daughter of George III’s brother, the Roy-
| al Duke of Gloucester, by the duchess
lady in/ waiting,- Lady Almeria Carpenter,
daughter of the last Earl of Tyrconnell.
Lcuisa was brought up at Holyrood Pal-
ace arfd it was from thence that she ran
| off with the third Lord Macdonald to
Gretna Green.

Owing to her having been a minor at the
time, there was a question in Lord Mae-
i donald’s mind as to whether the Gretina
Green .ceremony had been valid. So some
vears later, after the birth of his eldest
son, he went through another ceremony
of marridge with her, according to the
rites of the Church of England. When
he died, his eldest son, born prior ‘to this
second marriage ceremony of his parents,
| was so convinced in his own mind that he
| was illegitimate, that he allowed both the
peerage and the estates to go to his young-
! er brother, Godfrey and, being adopted by
a very wealthy uncle of the 'third Lord
{ Macdonald, Alexander Bosville by name,
inherited his large fortune and extensive
estates, as well as his name of Bosville,
and his armorial bearings.

Two years ago, the present owner of the
Bosville estates in Yorkshire, up to that
time known as Alexander Bosville, became
imbued with a desire to establish his
rights to the chieftainey of the Macdon-
alds of Sleat, and also his right to theu
Baronetey of Sleat. Legal proceedings en-
sued in the Scottish courts and they were
eventually terminated last year by a com-
promise sanctioned by the court, which
held that Alexander Bosville had submit-
ted sufficient evidence to establish his
rights to the Baronetey of Macdonald of
Nleat and to the chieftaincy, of the Sleat
Macdonalds, but not to the Irish Baronetey
of Macdonald; that is to say, the court he'ld‘
that the (iretna Green marriage of the|
third Lord Macdonald and Louisa Edsir,|
and her subsequent life with him in Seot-
iland, prior to the Anglican ceremony, legit-
! imized their first-born, from a Scottish
point of view, and sufficiently to inherit
his Scottish honors, though not enough
lto legitimize him in ¥nglish law, or to
qualify him as heir to an English or Irish
peerage.  So much for the Macdonalds of
Sleet.

. The Macdoralds of Clanranald

With regard to the Macdonalds of (lan-
ranald, they are descended from a son of
John, Lord of the Isles, by his union with
Amy de Insulis, this son bearing the name |
of Ranald, whence Clanranald. There has
always been a doubt as to the legitimacy
of this founder of the Clanranald branch
of the Macdonalds. Whereas ‘the right of

| its chief to the chieftainey of the entire
(Clan of the Maedonalds has always been
contested by the Macdonalds of Sleet,
there are many people in Scotland who
have for hundreds of years favored the
pretensions of (lanranald.  The present
chief is Col. Angus Macdonald, son of the
Jate Admiral Sir Reginald Macdonald, and
who, though retaining none of the lands
of his ancestors, has still a number of rel-
ics of those Stuart princes to whose cause
his "ancestors devoted themselves with so
muech chivalry.

(Clanranald, already had in his possession
the actual service sword which the Ydéung
Pretender had constantly worn and used,
from Falkirk until Culloden, and, which
he had presented to the Clanranald of his
day, when he put on the disguise of a wo-
man's dress, to escape from -the ‘Hebrides
with Flora Macdonald. Few people are
aware that, after successfully conducting
the flight of the Young Pretender, with-
dut any breath of scandal ever attaching
itself to her name, Flora Macdonald mar-
ried a son of Macdonald of Kingsburgh, a
member of the Clan of Clanranald, an'd
emigrated with her husband to Nerth Car-
olina, where they made their home for a
number of years, with their five sons and
deughter. ' Her husband and her boys took
part in the American.war of Independence
on the British side;. and, after the conflict
they returned te Scotland, where Flora
died, in March, 1790, at Peinduin.

She lies buried in Kilmuir church, wrap-
ped in a plaid that had belonged to her
prince, her grave marked by an Iona cross
of Aberdeen granite. Flora was not the
actual offspring of the Clanranald of her
day, but his adepted daughter, her father
being .a cousin of the chieftain.

With regard to the Glengarry Macdon-
alds, its chieftain spells his name Macdon-
nell. He is the twenty-first chieftain of
the line, bears the Christian names. of
Aeneas Ranald, and is British viec-consul
at Baku, in Russia.
