Paris, Dec. 7—There is perturbation
among politicians and diplomats over an
alleged attempt by Premier Caillaux to

bulldoze Spain in the matter of the lat-
ter’s claims in Morocco by threatening
King Alfonso.

The Republic Irancais reproduces and
confirms, from 1its own sources, a story
which original y appeared in a Geneva pa-
per, according to which M. Caillaux, in
an-attempt to re-establish his own threat-
ened political position, tried a coup to set-
tle the Franco-Spanish difficulty.

According to the story, the French
prime minister notified - King Alfonso,
through an intermediary, that he had re-
solved on decisive'action and if Spain re-
sisted the Spanish dynasty might be sér-
iously endangered. :

King Alfonso, on receiving this com-
munication, retored in a heater manner:
“Spain. is not Portugal.” The Spanish
king then informed Great Britain, and
other interested powers, of M. Caillaux’s
amazing attitude.

FVE. THOUSAND AT
RIVERS AND HARBORS
CONGRESS OPENING

Washington, Dec. T—With probably 5,
000 delegates from all sections of the
county attending, the National River and
Harbors Congress began its eighth - an-
nual convention here yesterday. The pro-
gramme for, the opening included an ad-
dress of welcome by Secretary of War
Stimson and addresses by Rep. Stephen
M. Sparkman, chairman of the house com-
mittee on rivers and harbors, and
David McKinley, a director of the Uni-
versity of Illinois.

This convention is expected to be the
most important as well as the best at-
tended in the history of the congress.
For the first time the president of the
individual associations. will be given an
opportunity to outline their progress.

Efforts will be made to establish a
definite waterway policy instead of con-
sidering each project separately.

| To Scene of The
Coronation

City

Wealth of Gems in Decoratioh of Indian Princes
—Cordial Greeting to Their Majesties all Along
the Route—Quarter Million People in Canvas

(Canadian Press) |
Delhi, India, Dec. 7-The roar of an im-
perial salute of 101 guns welcomed the;
king-emperor and queen-empress on their
arrival here today from Bombay. The rail-
road station in the Selingarh bastion of
the fort had been the mecca since dawn
for everybody in the city and the corona-
tion camp.
: Equipages which vied with each other
in_splendor, passed along roads crowded
with Indian princes, military officers and
government officials, and streams of na-
tives went the same way. L
{The route to the camp was lined alter-
nately by British and Indian regiments,
under the command of Lieut General Sir
J. Wilcox and General Sir E. G. Barrow.
In providing guards of honor and escorts,

native troops were given an equal share
with British soldiers. |

The king-emperor and queen-empress
were received on the elaborately decorated
platform by the viceroy and vicereine, thei
governors and heads of the provinces, the !
commander-in-chief, and a number of high{
military and civil officials.

A Wonderful Scene

After a series of presentations, Their
Majesties proceeded to a pavilion within
a wall of the fort, where 150 ruling chiefs
were introduced. This brilliant ceremony |
with its gorgeous display of jewels and|
richly colored garments occupied consider-
able time. Meanwhile the provincial legis-;
lators had gathered on the ridge by the
Dutbar camp to greet the royal party.

Then began the great procession to the
camp, four miles away. Throughout India'
a holiday had:been decreed and natives:

arms, and sixteen British and native!
trumpeters, all mounted on black chargers.

Dr.| Next followed the native escort of the!

viceroy in scarlet and gold, preceding the'
imperial cadet corps composed entirely of

princes and their sons. Their Majesties
and the viceroy’s suites then followed.

As Their Majesties approached, the com-
mand to present arms was passed along
the line of troops, European spectators
took off their hats and natives bent deep
towards the ground. The king-emperor,
the queen-empress and the viceroy bowed
right and left in acknowledgement.

The body-guard of Indian princes, who
followed immediately after, outshome in
splendor all that passed. In strict order
of precedence came 150 maharajahs, rajahs,
nawabs and other chieftains. The column
was closed by a band of savage looking Af-
ghans and Pathan chiefs mounted on wild
ponies, and a detachment of native and
British troops. Their Majesties entered
the city through the King’s Gate, now
opened for the first time since 1857, when
the King' of Delhi went to public worship.

All along the route the impression seem-
ed profound and the reception was a cord-
ial one. On' arrival at the camp, the
troops defiled past the imperial carriage,
receptions followed and the king-emperor
was received with a brief address of wel-
come, to which he replied in a few words.

Their Majesties and the vice-regal party
then repaired to their camp, of which Cir-
cuit House, built by Lord Curzon, is the
centre. The camp stretched along the
great road in long symmetrical rows of
white tents almost blinding in:the vertical
Indign sun, while the whole place, when
Their Majesties entered, ‘blazed with the

lbright hues of the east.

Quarter Million in City

Very little trace of the various fires,

| camp, was to be found. The emperor's-

tent does not differ greatly in appearances
from the others., Internally, however, it
iy palatial. Greatcanvas halls stand near-
by for official, receptions apd banquets.
About a quarter of a million persons bave
taken up their .quartérs’ im the canvas
city, which is broken up by green lawns,
polo grounds, fountaing and avenues of
trees. 'I'hroughout the morning the com-
ing and going of great dignitaries continu-
ed and the throngs of natives kept their
positions patiently anxious to get another
sight of their emperor and empress.

REWARD FOR EX-SENATOR
OF BOSTON IS OFFERED

Frank T.  Linehan is Sought—Police
Circulars Being Sent Out

Boston, Dec. 7—A reward of $500 has
been offered for information that will lead
to the apprehension of Ex-Senator Frank
J. Linehan, who failed to appear a week
ago Tuesday when his trial was to begin
in the Superior Criminal Court and an
indictment alleging forgery and conspiracy
to defraud the City of Boston.

Linehan was released on $5,000 bail a few
days after his arrest last March by Inspec-
tor Wolf and Sergt. O’Neil. Mr. Scholes,
one of the bondsmen, it is understood, is
offering the reward.

After the flight of Linehan, Deputy
Superintendent Watts and Superintendent
Pierce of the police department had sever-
al thousands circulars printed bearing his
picture and containing his description.
These circulars are peing sent to every
large city and town in the country.

‘The circulars will be sent into Mexico
and the Canadian provinces, too, so
that wherever Linehan may go the police
will be on the lookout for him.

The police have not the slightest idea
corcerning the whereabouts of Linehan.
He was out of the city, it is figured,
many hours before his trial was to begin.

As he is reported to be “broke,” the aun-
thorities are wondering where the moneéy
is coming from to finance his flight.
