These verges were composed by 
Burns and presented to the nobleman 
addressed, upon being called up from 
the servants’ hall (where he had been 
sent to dine along with them) to add 
to the entertainment of the company, 
along with which company he had 
been asked to go on an excursion to 
Bass Bock. On presenting the verses 
he put oh hie hat, turned on his heel 
and retired:
