‘WHn it had been guided into its proper place, the prin-
cipal Grand Officers applied the plumb, rule, level and square,
and having reperted that the stone was just, true and pro--
perly laid, the Grand Master struck the stone- three times
with the ruvel, and said:—Well made, truly laid, true and
frustv. May this undertaking be conducted and completed
by the oraftsmen according to the Grand Plan in peace,.
harmony, and brotherly love. Corn, Wine and Oil were
poured upon the stone with symbolieal explanations, and the
Grand Master entrusted to the architeot and builders-the.
fools and plans with which to complete the building.

The M. W. the Grand Master then delivered an address
to'the brethren and citizens present, followed by addresses.
